Majar-CGen, Tios, chalrman of the committes
fn charge of the land parade in honor of
Admiral Daway had a oconlerance yeatacdny
morning with Prestdent of the Councll Gug-
genheimear, Bearetary Foater of the Plan and
Beops Committes and Gen. Howard Carroll,
who is Chalrmnn of the Committes on the Naval
parads, Cen. Hoe sald that o his opinion a
mintake had been made In having the parade
pask down Broadway from Madlson Bquare to
Urnion and then to Washington Bqunre by way
of University place. Fifth avenue, he sald, was
the logleal route for the parades, because in
following It from Fifty-ninth satrest to Wash-
fngton Hquare the troops would blockade oaly
the Drondwnay cable eara of tho uptown lines
and would have n stralght route over an as-
phait pavemont, Gen, Hoe alss expresscd re-
gret that the eommittas had not adoptad his
suggestion to atart the vartde up Drondway
from the City Hali Park as soon as the Mayor
had presonted the loving cup to the Admiral
That plan would glve planty of times for the
parade, nlthough the breakfast at Claremont
would hinve to Le postponed, The Genaral sald
that bhe didn’t see how the paraile could atart
before 2 o'elock In the afternoon as the nlans
pow stond, anid ha added that (I the troops
marched vory fast It would be & P, M. bofore
they had disbanded at Washington Square,

At the conclusion of the gonforence Mr, Guy-
genhsimer announced that he would eoall o
meoting of the Committes on Pinn and Soope
for Friday morning. The queation ol the land
parade routs may be reopened then; ataoy
rate, It will be deflnitely settied,

Mr. Guggenhelmer also announcad yester-
day the avpointment of the Spealal Commitien
on the Distribution of Tickets to tha publie
stands along the route of the parade, When it
waa proposnd to appoint such a committes,
John P. Kane, the Tummany bullder, who Is
Chairman of the Committes on the Erection of
Btanda, ralsed a howl that amused several
members of the committee, Mr, Kane's ob-
jeotion hiad po loree, and ha wan not even ap-
pointed a mamborof the Committes on the Dis-
tribution of Ticketa, That committes, ns
announcoed, will eonsist of Rollin M. Morgnn,
Allred M. Downos and Warren W, Foster, Sec-
retary of tha Committes on Plans and Beope.

PEARY’S RECENT TRAVELS.

MAP BHOWING WHERE HE I0 AND
WHAT HE HAN DUNE.

Important Information Derlved from HMis
Discovaery That Hayes Soundjis Unly an
Inlet or Bay—Ne Water fSeparates Elles-
merae Land From Grinnell Land.

In the first year of Mr. Peary's latoat axpe-
ditlon to northwest Greenland, the explorer
was not able to take his ship, the Windward,
within 300 miles of the plaos whieh ho hopsd
to make his base for the sledge journceys to or
toward the pols, The reason was that the
echannels leading northward from Smith Sound
were jammod with lce and the Windward was
ablo to ascend them Afty miles where ahe was
frozen In. The acoompanying map will help to
make cloar where the Windward apent last
wintar, where the explorer now s, and the
work he has done {n the past seanon, Tle has
madena brilliant racord, for ho han accomplishad
alarge amnunt of Arctle work, includlag the
exploration of new land and coast lines and
the advaneing of several tons of supplies by
aledgas from fifty to 200 miles north of his
vemsnl, where ther will he of the mroatest
servioa In his coming sledge jonrneys along
the north connt of Greanlond and to ortoward
the pole. Thens fine reapults ware aohlaved (n
spite of the monat unfavorable ennditions of {es
and wonthar and of an acoldent by which the
explorer wans disablad fora time,

The polat which Peary hopod to reach In the

cmpwbr
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Windward waa Bherard Osborn Fiord, in the
northenst part of the map, whare ha wished
to land his suppiles and establish bis base
of operations. The point nttained Ly the
Windward is shown fifty miies north of Smith
Bound where she wos frozen In for a year,
ronching open woter ngaln last month and
finally returning to Newfoundland, Bhe will
earry thres rvaars' stores to Pvary next snim-
mer.

Duriog the time the Windward was Impris-
oned inthe ice and after her roleass Peary and
hisnledges mnade journeys amounting to over
L6500 miles, not counting return over the same
track. These long trips were made Loth lor
exploration and also to cstablish eaches of
supplios along the weat side of the channel
leading to the north so that they may be
available next spring and during the time the
explorer Is engagoed in hisexplorations, Thosa
supplies and others that will be added to them
will emable Mr. Peary to begln his rosearolies
on the north coast of Groenlnad whether or
not the Windward Is nble to Iand her atures at
the proposed base In Bherard Osborn Flord,

In the south, Mr. Paary discoversd thas the
so-ealled Hayes Bound, morthwest of Cape
Babine, inonly an Inlet or bay. It was sapposed
by many that It extended through to the Aretio
Ocean west of Elleamers Land and separated
that country from Urinmeil Land on the norti,
I'eary's discovery proves thatthese regions arn
one and the samo land and he has thus been
able 10 sattle the most Impurtant geographical
problema that awalted solution in that reglon.

Heo alao travellod west noross the northern
gart of Elleamere Land which has naver be-
fore besn penastrated for any distauos and
visited ts west ooast joining his survey of the
shore line with the short bit of the coast fur-
ther north which Lockwond discovered (n May
1883, This s the first time that any partof
this coast has been seen sonth of the Inlvw
visitod by Lockwoed and Indicated on the
west edge of our map,

Another luland journay attempted, but not
eompletai, was from Fort Conger northiwestto

Cape Columbia. A npumber of nccidenta
compelled the explorer to turn back
bel, ho reached the cape. In his var-

aladga journeys up the chanuel from the
indward's ponition he skirted the easioonat
of Grinnell Laod and Grant Land fora dlstanes
of abous 250 miles, reetifying the mepping ot
this shore liue In some respeots and partiou-
Iarly the surveys of a number of indeutations.

Aldermen Go Through a Form of Listening
1o Objections, nnid Lot & Beprosentailive
of the " Bullders' Lengue'' Attack the
Ubjectors FPersounlly—No More Hearings,

A publie kearing on the proposed bullding
coda was held yedterday by the Aldermen’s
Commiites on Dullding Dopartmens Alder-
man Gnse (Dem , Dronx) |a ehalrminn of the
committes, Lawremce Velller, representing
the Tenement House Comimnitiee of the Charity
Organieation Bovlely wubmitted several
amendments to the eode.  Lle bad submitted
them to the DBullding Code Cowinlesion
and the soclely had been Informed In writing
by the commission that the sugges-
tlons had practioally all been wlopted. lle
was  therofore conslderably surprised to
find, on readlog the proposed eode, that
only thres suggestions, all of minor impor-
tanece, wero included. Amoung those which had
beeu thrown out were provialons that light-
shafte should have & minlmun width of six
feat; that tenement bhouses shoild base at
lewst one Lathroom for every twenty fnililon:
that froot and renr walls shiould he continued
upward enough to make a parapet around the
roof: thnt ground glass panels should be fn-
sortod in doors leading into dark pablle halls;
thint po woodet buildlugs should Le allowas:d
withlo fre Limita; thut non-lireproof tenement
houses should be limited to six stories high,
Instead of seven ; that tha distinction batwesn
tenament housea nnd apartinent houses In
Boction © ba eliminated | that wooden damb-
waiter shafts, oven in wooden tenomont
houses, bo prohioltod; and that not more than
three familica he allowed In a woolden bulld-
ing.

Harold O'Conoor. ropressoting the master
plumbers, offered sevoral amendmients, which
hal nearir all beon rejectod by the commis-
sion. They reiated to requiring certifiontes of
enm petency for master plumbers, and wero
moreaxnctiug than the provisions of the code.
