THINKS THAT RAILROAD REBATES
MAKE TREM FOASIBLE

The Industrial Commisslon Mears an Argn-
ment in Faver of Gevernment Ownor-
ahip — Testimony About dinadard O1l
Maothods — Other Witnesses to Be Honrd,

Wasnmrwaron, Bept. 12—Tha United Btates

Indunstrisl Commisaion has named Prof, J. W,
,Janks, Senator James H, Krle, Major J. M.

Farquhar, Representative Theobold Otjen,
C.J, Harrls and Col. L. F. Livingaton to repre-
sent {t at the Trust Confarsnce of the Civle
Federation to begin In Chleago to-morrow,
To-day's acanion wlll eonclude for the present
the Inauley Into trades combinations, There
will be only two more wilnrsses In connection
with tho Standard O)l Company and they are
to be henrd next month. Joha D, Rocketallar,
Prosidentof the Standard Ofl Com pany,inone of
them and George Rice, whose complaint was
mado the basls of the action of the Ohlo eonrts
ngninst the Btandard Oll Company, will be the
otber. It Is expeated that the commisalon
will bave a report on some branches of the
trust gueation, at any rate, (o submit to Con«
gress before Maroh 1, The commisslon has
arranged to take testimony on othar branches
of the Ingquiry this month. Bamuel Gempers
Prealdent of the American Federation of
Labor, and T. V. Powderly, Commissioner of
Immigeation, aro among those who will be
heard this week. John Wanamaker of Phila-
delphin bas beon Invited to tostify, eapecially
aa to the relatlon of department stores to lo-
dustry nod labor,

Ex-State Henator Lonla E. Emery of Brad-
ford, Pa.. was before the commission this
morning lor cross-examination. He again as-
serted that the Etandard Oil Company had re-
eelved rebates from the rallroads sinos the
paspage of the Interstate Commerce’ law. He
sald the rebate syatem was responaible for the
trusts. Hesald the success of the Standard
0Qil Company was due entirely to diserimina-
tlon in rates by the raliroads in Its favor.

Mr. Emery having cozsamed considerable
time In reading testimony before a Congress-
fonal commission to show that In 1878 the
Btandard wan recelving rebates, Commis-
sloner Ratohford called his attention to the
faot thatit he proved his assertion It had noth-
ing to do with the oharge that the Standard
was recelving rebates at the present time,
Commasioners Clark and Livingston auggested
that the witness confilne himeelf to the pres-
ent. After an argument lasting some fiftesn
miautes, Emery Insisted that the Commlia-
sioners should queastion him, while they in-
sisted that he should procoed in his owa way.

“l eannot hope to eduoats this commission
unless the commisaloners aak me questions,”
sald Emery.

“What Is that?" Imqurired Col. Livingston.
Whaen the statament was repeated,Ool. Living-
ston sald: ""Well,the members of the commia-
sion are pretty dull, we admit, but you will
have to try to forgive us for that.”

A disclalmer by Emery of all (ntention to lo-
sinuate that tha commisslonsrs were unusu-
ally thick-wittad resulted |n the striking (rom
the record of this passage at arms. When
It was suggested that the time of the
eommission was valuable, Mr. Emery
rotorted that his time was more valuable than
that of the Commisslon and, further, he wns
present at the invitation of the Commirsion
and did not ears whether ho gave the testl-
mony or not, He thought he eould pay his fare
home If his testimony was cut off at onee.
After forty minutes of discussion on these
lines, during which Emery announced that the
Commissloners would bo unable by question-
Ing him 1o put him in a hole, the witness pro-
reedod. He detalled his connection with the
oil business and sald he wns practically forced
it of the business by the S8tandard becauso It
eaompelled the railronds practieally to rafuse to
garry his ofl by threatening them with the
withdrawal of cosl shipments i the roads con-
tinued to carry his oil,

Commlesionar Farqubar asked 1f it worenot
true that the Pennaylvanians were very indig-
padt hecanse tha Btandard ramoved (ta refining
Intereats to New York, and that mudh of the
bitterneas in Pennsylvania agalnstthe concern
arose from this fact, Emery said this was not
the case, ns the Standard hnd returned toPenn-
sylvania and bullt reflnerles and was most
sorry It hnd ever ercoted refineries outside of
ihe State,

At the suggestion of Chairman Phillips the
witnoss undertonk to explain the condition of
the oll trade since 1800, beginning with a his-
tory of the organization of the United Btates
Pipe Line Company. Detalls were given ofthe
opposition encountered by the company in
laying {ts pipes under the Delaware, Lacka-
wanna and Wostern Rallroad in New Jersey.
Hot water and llve eoals were poursd from
locomotives on the track into the oulvert
below, whara the plps-layers waere at
work. FEmery vrooured rifles and hald
tho placs for seven months until the court
decided In favor of the Pipe Line Company.
Cruds and reflned olls are now pumped five
hundrad miles to the junotion about Afty miles
from New York. From this point to New
York oll wns transported by the Central Rall-
rond of New Jersey at a rate of T oents a
barrel for the refined and 0% cents for the
erude, AnYy ather company could send (te ofl
ovar the road at the same rate, which the wit-
noas declared was a very high rate for Nfty
miles,

As a remedy for the evlls of trusts, Mr.
Emeéry recommended the Government awner-
ship of transportation lines. No trust or com-
bination In commoditios, he sald, could last
long without the diserimivation in rates by
the rallroads, nod this would be impassible I
the Government owned and operated the roads.

Judgs Henry Stoddard of thinelty
in nssoolated with Judge YanWyek in the cane,
Lawyer C. K, Bunh of this olty Ia attorney for
the ehildron of Mr. Waddingham by his frst
wile. Judge Stoddard presented a statemant
showing that Mra, Waddlogham had gone to
the exponse of $1.400 in supporting herasll
and children, and she asked that the sourt
allow her this amount, He aaid i the eatate
developed, as he hoped It wonld, he wonld ask
for a very muech Inrgar nllowancs for the
widaw.

WANT T0 JOIN CUFP RACKE FLERI.

All Kinds of Craft Applying for Licenses to
Carry Pamsengers.

The dayaof the Dewey celobration and the
International yaoht raceas wiil be a harvest time
for owners ol boats In New York and else-
where within some hundreds of miles. The
office of the loeal steamboat Inspeators I In-
undated with applleations for parmits to oarry
passengers on those days, There are applica-
tlons for vassels of every olasa, river, sound
and coast, barges, frelghters, tuge and yachta.
The owner of anything that floata Is anxious to
press (t Into service, Thers will be eraft here
from as far distant as Malne or Florida.

Under tha steambont lawas all vensels muast
obtaln a spealal licenss from the local Inspee-
tor for this service. All of the large, firat-alnas
bonts want to carry extra passepgers and
boats nevar used for enrrying passengers want
toearry thaminow. Ta do this they must un«
dergo a thorough Inspection and & liconsas is
issusd. Capt. Peter U, Patrie, ohief steambont
imapactor, sald yesterday:

“No hont will be allowed to carry pas-
gangeras that whould not; nelther wlll apy
boat be allowed to earey more passongers than
she mhould. Skippers will not be alluwed to
assume risks which thelr greed might inspire.
The Inspection of thess ornft o imposing a
vast amount of extra work upon thisoffice, but
weo are doing everything waoan to attend to all
apolieations.”’

Under the Aot of Mar 156, 1808, the Saoretary
of the Treasury Is authorined In his diseretion
todetall ravenuo cutters te anfores auch rales
and regulations as may bas adopted to insurs
the safety of passengers on all eraft, whether
as observers or participants, taking part o re-
gattas, Under this proviaiofthe suparvieor of
the harbor will be Instructed to detall revenne
otitters to look after the excuralon erafton the
days of the yacht races. Tt will ba the duty of
the captalns of thess cutters to examine the
licenses of excursion boats to nes that these
provisions have been compiied with, to pre-
vent crowding or other [nterfersnce during
the races, and in general to look after the
order and safoty of apectators and partieipants.

BUILDING CODE RUSHED.

TAMMANY ALDERMEN RUSTLE IT
THROUGN WITHOUT DERATR.

Oppositton's Allegations of Fraud Ge Un«
answeored —-MoOnll Makes the Only Bpsech
in Its Defenen—Sherman Brands Every
One Connested with It as a Criminal

The Tammany Bullding Oode, umamended,
oxoapt for the insertion of strioter provislons
for the lloansing of plumbers. as auggested at
the hearing on Monday by the Mastar Plomb-
o’ Assoointion, wan passed by the Board of
Aldsrmen yosterday, and was referred tothe
Commities on the Affalra of Boroughs in the
Counecll, In the absence of the Preaident and
Vice-President, Alderman Mub (Tam.} was
chosen temporary Chalirman of the Board of
Aldermon, and was of material assistancs In
puttiog the code through.

The Committes on Bullding Department. to
which the raport wns referrad laat weak, held
an axeontivo nesslon an hour befora the board
met, It reported that as extsnsionsof time
had been granted to the Bullding Code Com-
mittes to allow It to hold publie hearings, and
that as these hearings had boen held and all
maggeestions duly consldered, It reported the
eods tor adoption. Alderman MeCall (Tam.),
lsadar of the majority, moved the immediate
oconsideration of the report.

Under the rules a report s lald over, unless
& motion for Immediate consideration is onr-
risd by a two-thirds vote. Alderman Wafer
(Dam., Brooklyn) urged that the report be laid
over under this rule, becauss of its greatim-
portance. He sald that he trusted the lsaders
would not attempt to jam it through,

Alderman Burleigh (Rap.. Brooklyn) of the
committes then presented a minority report,
whioh was plased on file. It recommended that
the amendments proposed by the Tenement
House Committee of the Charity Organization
Boolety be adopted.

Mr. MoCOall mads the only spsech in favor of
the report. He sald that thers had been oppo-
sitlon to the preparation of the code, as there
was now to Ita adoption , and that those whe
opposed [t hoped to get a vode granted by the
Legialature, I the code had been mads by
God Almighty shere would still be a kick
sgalnst (. he sald. ~ The gentleman who led
the attack against the appointment of the com-
mission that framed this eode has since re-
signed from this body la order to go to Albany
to try to get s bullding code through the Leg-
{slature, but why somebody from Bohoharie
should be better able to frame a bullding code
for the oity of New York tham the commission-
ers from among its own bullders I do not
know."

Alderman Melnnes (Rep., Brooklyn) urged
that time be taken Lo conslder the code oare-
fally. He polnted out Bectlon 148 as ‘worthy
of consideration, as it gave the Building Com-
missioners the right to modity the provislons
of the Code, Bullding Iaws and Bection B of
the Charter,

Chalrman Muh put the question on Mr. Mo-
Call's motlon for immediate consideration, and
announced that it was carried. Beveral mem-
bers jumped to thelr feet and claimed that
ayes and noos hiad baon called for. The chair-
man ruled that they had not, and that the mo-
tion prevailed, and Alderman Woodward (Hep.
Maaohattan) appealed from the decislon, He
said that It wns the greatest lastance of bull-
dozing ever attempted In the board, that s
vote to sustain the chalrman would bea vote
to sustain jnmming and rallroading.

Aldorman Sherman (Clu, Manhattanldeclared
that he han caught the aye of the chalrman
bafore the vote was put, and had called for the
syes and noas. He salil that the chnlrman’s
refusal to recognize him was the result of
orders that the pausage of the Code was ujob,
and that every member konew it,

The chafr was sustained by a vote of 34 to 12,

Mr. (toodinan moved a recommittal tg the
ocommittes for publie hearings, but the motion
was |dat, 30 to 12, a galu of one vole for the
majority.

A vea and nay vote on the adoption of the
Code was then ordered, Alderman Oatman
(Cit., Manhattan), who had said that the Code
offerad many opportunities to levy blackmall,
saked that the Code be read befors he voted.
Mr. MoCall characterized the request as an
attempt to delay bosiness, and it was with-
drawn.

Mr. Sherman In exvlainiog hia vote sald the
whele thing was adeliberate attempt to destroy
the bullding lawe, the fire limits and tenement
regulation. “This (s asateal. a job, and afraud,”
hesald. "1 obarwge that it is an outrage on the
poopls to pass such a Code. I brand svery cne
connected with it and evary man who has voted
for it here to-day as a criminal befors God."

« This speech was applauded and hissod for a

moment. Thbe vute abowad another galn for
the majority. It was 37 to 12, The twelve
wera Ackerman (Rep. Brooklyn), Burleigh,
Diemer (Rep., Brooklyn), Goodman, James
iRep..

Campbell, at tha raquest of the prosecutor, is
making a thorough Investigation of the ac-
eounta of the bank to detsrmine the extent of
the defaleatlon, nlso whather any one olse was
conocerned In ths matter.

Thuring the past ten months the farmers ol
the Harlem Valley have been organizing, and
this morning when the company made [t of=
fers for the next slx months and prosented
contracts for the producers to eign. they re-
fised the offers made, which were $1.33 a hun-
dred pounds for six months, The farmers de«
mandad $1.40,

The producers say the prices pald by the
comrany have been so amall for six years that -
many farmers to-day have trouble in making,
both ends meet: in fact, seven-tenths of them
have their farms mortgnged.
