Banks rarely loan their own money but that
of thelr depositors and when the bhanks go to
tha wall the whola commercial fabrio Ia In-
volved in wreck aud ruin. This means de-
struction of confidencs and widespread din-
rons Lo the tojlers in  every feid of
induntry. Fraudulent capitalization s more-
over hot maérsly o menses to the wallbeing nf
the present generation but also cndangers the
futures nf generationn yet unborn,

FOUCTALIST AND LABOR VIEWH OF TRUSTS.

The first sapeaker of the morniog sessjon was
Louin F. Post of tha Natiopal Hiugle Tax
Leagus, Mr. Post soalyzed the truats aa
first thoss that are mere combinations of
competitive businesses. These, he sald, would
be benefloial, but they do not axlst, :

“The real trusts rest upon monopoly,” sald
Mr. Past. “The trust q;_wlllrm In at bottom
thee monopoly qlltmll.nl‘i riusts are strength-
onnd by protection or have direct special priv-
Hosen, ke rallways or peculiar Iand advan-
thgen. In the |ast annlysis trusis cannot he
perpetunted unless they come to own the
natural sources of supply and distribution—
the land. They must have their feet upon tha
ground, 1nd It Is only by foreing their tost off
thi ground that we can destroy them,

"Abolish the tariff, abolish all monopolies
that ean be abolished, take public highwaya
for puhlic uss and colleet from [andownara the
onopunal valug of their special pdvantages—do
that and you putan end to the trust. You oane
not do it in any other way."

The watl-knnrn Boclalist Thomas J. Mor.
gnu apoke as follows:

‘We see from the socinlistic viaw, not the
special intarest of this or that trade, of this or
that nation, ot this or that particular race, but
we aee the intareats of the whole liuman raee,
ns it Is nvolved in tha development u!
modern Industry and modera commerce
W weloomo the appearance of the trust as
one of the natura! and inevitable products of
our lndustrial und commercinl system, \au-
pinuse.i The trust isthe leg'timate result of
capital and were it not for the sar.ousness o

John Bates Ciark of Columbia University
said in his address at the niternoon sessjon :

The evolution that is new in prog-
ress has alrendy gone far enough to roveal
the differanco beiween an apparsnt mo-
nopoly and a true one, Though all the goods
of acertaln clngs wore made In one ove
asstablishment ths owners of it would not n
sarily be monopolists, Tf they couldcurtallthe
vatplit of the goods at will and raise the price
to the point that would yiald to them the
larfurul proflt thcrdwould be true monopolists,

and  they rou I‘ruliu sxtortion gn
the consuming publle, and amo on the
wage warsing clasa. they cannot

tnus ocontrol output and price they are not
true monopolists naod cnn praotise no extors
tion. Aetunl trusis have only a limited mo-
nnmlg price: and it is nsarvival of ?mwmn
that holds them within limits ’{ naw mill
that has not been Lailt, but wiil be balltif priess
reach i certain level, is ths means of prevent-
ing them from reaehing that high level.

It is a common, tha innecurate, remark
that trusts have lowere rioes: and It in &
fnee thnt they hava not enisea them by mors
than a wmall fraction of the ount that gen«
nine monopolles would have ndded to the com-
petitive and Rumral rate. 1t In the ntial
competitor whioh in the eausa of this. Monops
olles are agalnst publlioc intereat and trusts
must not survive it that means rataining the
menopolistin rwrer. 'nurta acting  under
eammon lanw have done a little in enforelng
this prioviple, aud statutes may healp them.
Hintutes wall enforead may greatly help them.

' SHEEHANITES WALK PLANK.

WO OF THEM LOSK THEIR JOBS
IN COUNTY CLERK'S UFFICE

Beunced, and When They Asked Why, Were
Frankly Told “For Political Reasons'' —
The Fight in the Ninth District Barom-
Ing Warmer aa Ahe Day for the Test of
Strength at the Primaries Draws Noarar.

Two of John C. Bheehan's election district
oaplaina reported to him Inst night that they
had been discharged from their jobs In the
County Clerk's office because they had re-
malned loyal to him In his fight for the Tam-
many lesdarship of the district. The men are
Charles O'Nell, the eaptaln of tha Fifth
elootion district, and Thomas MoNelce, the
eaptain of the Heventh election district.
They have. besn employed In the County
Clerk's office aince early In Mr. Bohmer's
term. Theysay that there has bsen mo coms
plalot agalnst them and that the only reason
which was given for thelr discharge was that
they had remained loyal to Mr. Kheshan, The
two men sald last night that they wantto work
as uaual yesterday and at noon went out for
lupeheon, They returned at 1 o'olock. On
golng to thelr donks they were told, they say.
that the Deputy Coumty Clerk. George H.
Fahrbach, wanted to see them. O'Nell and
MoNelce went to his oMoe. Mr. Fahrbach
handed to each of them an envelops, McNelos
opened his and found in it s notice of discharge,

“Are there any charges against me, Mr. Fahr-
bach? " MaNeaice says lie asked.

“No." sald Mr., Fahrbach, aosording to the
diseharged man.

“Weall, why am I disoharged? " asked MoNelos.

“Well. for politieal reascas,” It is alleged, Mr,
Fahrbaoh said.

Then Mr. Fahrbach told the two mon, they
say, that It was a verr palnful duty for
him to discbarge them. They  went
back to their deska and fnlshed thelr
day's work. In the avening they went to
Mr, Bheehan's headquartors in the Pequold
Club. They embodied thelr experiance in an
aMdavit which will be submitted to compatant
Iawyers,and an effort will be mads to rein-
atate the men, and also, if the necessary proof
can be obtained, begin a pr tion underthe
Corrupt Practioes aot and the White Civil Ser-
{ee lnw, whieh provides that no clerk shall be
remavad from ofMoe axeept on charges In writ-
ing and after a hearing.

The Goodwinites In the Ninth Assembly dis-
trick gave out n statement last night to the
effect that sixty-seven members of the District
Oenaral Committes had algned a request for
Mr. Bheshan's resigaation as a member of the
Tammany Hall Executive Committes from the
district. The request. which was addreszsed to
Bheehan, Is ns follows:

“Binoe you have deolded, for reasons familiar
to yoursell, In saveral published interviows, to
deelars vour hostility to the Democratio or-
wanization of this county. and have threatened
to organize opposition to It in every Assembly
distriet with a view to crenting and encourag-
iog internal dissension. we, members of the
Tammany Hall General Commities of the
Ninth Assembly distriet, do herebr repudiate
your treasenabls attitude, protest against the
courss you are pursuing. and urge you to
resign youroffice asexecutive memberof Tam-
many Hall, to which we sleoted you,

“While conceding you the right to partioi«
pate in any movement you wish to engages in
as an Individual, we certainly take sxcaption
to your using the office to which we elevated
you for the purpose of attacking and disrupt-
log that organization which you were pledged
to serve, and whioh has been so generous to
you."

According to Mr. Bheshan he has an afMdavie,
signed by 110 members of the General Commit-
tee, in which they make oath that they have
not requested, and do not deaire hisretirement
a8 a leader of the distriet, Thereare17d mem-
bers of the Distrlet General Committee. The
Goodwinites say that 67 members of the com-
mittes nre opposed to Mr. Bheehao, that 454 are
fn favor of hiscontinuanes in offlee, nnd that
61 are neutral.

Both aldes held open air meetings last night.
The Bheehanites mot at Twenty-sighth street
and Tenth avenue. Mr, Bheehan mads a
spesch. He sald that all he wished and all
that the voters of the district wished, was ab-
solute home rule Inthe management of thoir
own affalrs. To outalde interference, he said,
they were unalterably opposed, and In the

lection of & leader he did oot believe that

they would aceept the dictation of any mun.
Mr. Bheshan replied to the oharge which has
been made by bis opponents that he employed
alilsn and pon-union labor on his contracts,
with an absolute denial, and he pointed nut
that the specific contracts which were nnmod
by hisopponents were munleipal contracts on
which, under the law, he could employ only
eltizen labor.

While Mr. Bheehan was addressing his
Tenth avenun adherenta the Goodwinites held
a mass meeting at the norihwest corner of
Eighth avenue and Twanty-fifth atreet. Thero
was & big crowd around the truck from which
the speaches were delivered and it responded
warmly to the principles advocated by the
spelibinders. The effectivences of the ment-
ing was marred to some oxtent by the preacnce
In Eigbth avenous of a large wagon covered
with Bheeban transparencies and bearing n
large bell. This wagon paraded up and down
past the meeting hall a dozen times. Wheon-
aver it went paast the olangiog of the bell made
it practically impossible for the audlence to
hear what was said.

UNITED TYPOTHKETYTE DECLARE IN
FAYOR OF COMPLETE FREEDOM,

FPase & Resolution Unanimously Reserving
te Themsalves *'the Right to Employ
Whomssaver They Ses Fit Im the Man-
agement of Thair Respective OfMoes.’”

New Havex., Conn., Bept. 15,—Theo resolu-
tions that wers tabled yestorday because the
delegates hadn't time to discuss them were
taken up to-day st the closing sesslon of the
United Typgthets of America. Theso resolu-
tions were:

“Resolved, That the United Typothets of
Amerioa, In tonvention assembled, requesta
each Indi¢idnal member of the organization
hereafter to employ only non-unlon foremen
or superintendents in, the conduot of thalr
business,

** ftesolved, That the organiration pledgos its
moral, physical and finanelal support to the
end that saneh member of this organization
aball manage his own business in his own
way,"

To-day the pressentar of thess resolutions
withdrew tham with the parmisalon of the con-
vention, and then he presented the following
substitute:

** Resolved, That the members of the United
Typothetas of America, In convantion assem-
bled, reserve to themselves the right to sm-
ploy whomsoaver they ses fit in the manage-
mant of thelr respective ofMcen.”

This was adopted unanimously and without
dabate, ‘

A movement to rales the pries on printing to
consumers throighout the country was set on
foot, headed by Mr, George H. Ellis of Boaton
and seconded by George E. Cole of Chicago,as
follows:

LouvmvinLe, Ky, Sept, 16,—John G. Carlisle
has confirmed the statements made in regard
to Candldate Goabel's gold record. The Foal's
Washington correspondent sent the following
telegram to-day:

“There appeared in the Washinglon Fosf this
morning an alleged interview with Mr. John
G, Carliale, In whioh the iatter was made to
say that Mr, Goébel had never spoken to him
on the money question, and that the wisit Mr.
Goebel made here In 1808 related purely to
matters of minor ofMons.

“Not a word of this Interview Istrue. I saw
Mr. Carlisle this aftermoon, and he felt out-
raged that such s statement had been attribu-
ted to him, snd sald that the contraryr was
true. He drew from his pocket the following
denial, whieh he asked me to give to' the Wash-
ington Post after sending it to Kentucky. The
dental {s in Mr, Carlisle's awn handwriting,
and reads:

"“'The statements attributedito me and
published In the Washington Iost this
morning concerning a conferance between Mr,
Goebel and myself In thiscity In I8, were
not made by me. and are not correct, The oon-
ference alludod to was sought by Mr. Gosbal,
whose principal purposs, as he atated It to me,
wan Lo secure n Bound Money dalegation from
Kenton county to the'conventlon, which was
to be held scon therafter at Lexington. [ had
no other Interest in the matter. and took no
action exeept such as Mr. Goebel repressnted
to ba pecessary In order to sezure the selec-
tlon of & sound money delegation.'"

THESE MOLDIERN MAY BE SHOT.

The President Likely to Appreve the Sen-
tence If the Charge Made Is True.

WassivaToN, Bept. 15.—The War Depart-
ment has not received anything from Gen.
Otls or any other ofMcial source to confirm the
statement contained in a news despatah from
Maniln, that Corporal Damhoffer and Private
Conine of Company B, Bixteenth Infantry, have
been santanced to death by a eourt-martial for
outraging Fillpino women. OMecers of the De-
partment said to-day that they had no reason
to doubt the report, and they were inclined to
belleve that the President would approve the
sentence, in order that an example might be
made of the convicted men.

Bince the beginning of the war with 8paln
several soldiers have been convioted of varlous
capital erimes and sentenced to be shot, but
the President has commuted the penalty in
every lustance. In the endeavor of the Gor-
ernment to show the peope of the Philip-
pines that the Unlted Biates Intend to
pressrve order In the Islands and deal
Justly with the natives, the groatest efforts
bave besn made to auppress excesses on the
part of the American soldlers. Under our
wilitary law no soldier can be shot without
the approval of the Prosident, and the papers
concarning Damhoffer and Conine muat be
examined by Mr. McKinley before fina! action
is taken,

8850 NANMAGES FROM DON UAMERON,

Verdiet Against the Former Seastor fer
Whipping & Man at Banulort, 8, C,

Corumnia, 8, C,, Bept, 15.—A jury in Beau.
fort county has found a verdiot against former
Benator Dan Cameron, of Pannsyivania, for $850
damages for horsewhipping David Boheln,
who meved south from New York five years
ago. The sult was for £10,000 damages. Mr,
Cameron was not present at the trinl, exouss
ing himself on the ground that he was sick
with malarinl fever and did not wish to come
to this region at thistime of the year.

Mr.Cameron Is the head of the 8t Helens
Hunting Club, near Beaufort. Soveral ysars
ago Gen. M. C. Butler, aoting as his ngent, pur-
ehnasd some thousands of weres of land in this
reglon and aecurad the hunting privileges on
land that could not be bought. A elubhouas
was bullt and Benator Cameron alao erected
alodge for his own use. It has besn his habis
to have parties of friends come down several
times during the winter, enjoy the fine qunil
shooting, and take a turn at the ducks and
deer, The Senator often came down and re
turned North'with the purties,

The trouble out of which the sult came oss
cored the morning that one ;of thess partiea
broke uo two winters ago. At 0 o'clook In tha
morniog Senator Cameron, with Mr, Parker of
Washington was driving through his preserve
Into Beaufort. The Senator's pleasant mood
wios changed on meeting a large party of
negroes who were under the influance of liquor
and were geatlculating and shouting. They
wers amployees ofthe elub., A little further na
they met Adam Small, s negro landowner who
would not sell his place, but had rented it to
Behlen, who, It was alleged, suid llquor te
negrons,

Benotor Cameron. according to the tastl-
mony, asked him why he had rented the land
to Schein, and c¢alling himup near his buggy,
struck at him with his whip. Driving on ta
Behien's atore, Beoator Cameron called him
out, according to the testimony, and demanded
to know why he sold liquor to the negroas,
Hehlen protested that he had not done so. The
Benator contradioted him and told him he
must leave that place. Hehien maintalned his
right to stay there, having lensed the land,
Benator Camaeron then standing In his bugar.
It wns declared, Legnn using the whip on
Behlen, who escaped with diMeulty and after
his face had Loen eut, He swore at the trial
that Senator Camercn told him to leave the
place. He vacated thie promises,

Hepator Cameron was defended by Congress-
man Willlam Elliott, Beheln was represanted
by the Attorney-General of South Carolina,
Duncan (i, Bellinger.
