FERTEBRAE REMOVED,

He Would Take Ne Ether. But Cocalne
Heduced the Pala a Little—Prasanrs on
the Sipinal Cord Rellsvad—FParalysls Mot
Likely tn (o Seen—Dr. Abbe Operated.

Walter E Duryea, of (lan Cove, whoss neck
wan broken by a dive into shallow water on
Aug. 7. was operatad on yeaterday at Roosevelt
Hospltal. The broken parts of vartebrm that
wers preasing on his spinalcord were removed,
and last night he was reported dolng very wall
jndend though It was too aarly to say what are
the prospeots of his recovery. He refused to
taka othier and he was consolous all through
the operation. The operation took place
shortly after 3 o'elook. At b o'clock Buperin-
tendent Lathrop of the hospital read the fol-
lowing statement to tho reportars:

“Hy the uac of the X-ray apparatus tha doe-
tors found that the Afth vertabra was fractured
and they removed the posterior parts of the
fifth and sixth vertebrae which were pressing
on the spioal cord, thus removing prossure
that had produced some of the symptoms.
The original damage to the cord was so great
that {4 Ia Impoassible to say how mueh benefit
will follow thie oparation, but some, nt least, |s
boped for. Ilemoval of the (ractured bone and
ether portions pressing on the aplnal eord
was  puocessfully accomplishad, the pa-
tlent Dbearing the operation with great
fortitude. Whils Mr. Duryen's sondiifon was
such as to render it expedient that the opera-
tion be done under socaine, every proparation
was made for the administration of ether, Dr.
Thomas L, Dennet, the aomsthetizer of the
boapital, belog on hand for that purposs
There were pressnt Drs. Robert Abbé, Hobert
¥. Welr and Arthur Fiak, surgeons, and Dr.
Penrce Bally and Dr. Fisher, neurologists, who
bave been In frequeat comsultation since Mr.
Duryea's Injury.

“Dr. Abbé told the family of Mr. Duryea

that in this class of casss material Improve-

ment dld not begin under two or three weeks
from the time nf operation.

"Thae foregoing statement was authorized by
the family of Mr. Duryea, without whose eon-
sent such imformation would not be glven out
at tho hospltal.”

Mr. Duryea ls & private patiant at the hos-
pital. He has been thers since Aug. 11, loar
dars after the accident by whieh his neck was
broken. He has been attended by Dr. Abbé,
Injuries suoh as his, are ordinarily fatal ana
very littla hope has been held out for his re-
eovery, He has bosn lying on a. water
bed, his back and neck belog supported by a
splint eut to fit his body, He has been con-
sclous, but has bean parnlyzed from the chin
down, On Sept. 5 it was determined to locate
the fracture more definitely with the ldea of
verformiong an operation It it wera feasible
An X-ray photograph was taken of his neck
and it disclosed the fractured bone and also
the dislosation of the fifth and sixth vertebrm.
This disloeation mo interfered with the oanal
through which the apinal cord runs that nt
the point of dislocation there was notsufflleient
room for thoe eond and the bone presssd
ngainst it, cauming the paralysis. The Nfth and
sixth vertebrme are in the neck at about the
point whers the top of an ordinary standing
collar reachas,

Lir, Abbd's examinntion of the photographs
eonvineod him that nu operation might be por-
formed with n fair chancoe of auecass. Without
an operation, there was oo hope for Mr,
Duryea. _ After the photographa had bean
taken the ductors devoted themsalves to build.
fng up Mr._lwuryea's strongth to stand the
aporation and he was in 1t condition on Bun-
flay when Dr. Abbe secured the ronsent of Mr,
Duryon's father. Young Duryen himaelt had
been anxinus from tho day the overatien was
first suggesrad to have it doan.

Mr, Duryen's roam in the hoapital s some
distnnes from the Sim’s oparating theatre.
wheranonrly nll the operations of the hospital
are performed. and it was determined to do
tha work in his rovm rather thayto move him.
An operation without ether hmd not been
thought of, but when Dr, Abbé ealled on Mr.
Duryon early in the attornoon the young man
inuisted that he was strong enough te bear the
pain no matter how severe it might be and he
would not permit the admiaistration of ether
unless tha doctor positively ordered it use.
Dr, Aubeé said it was desirabla but was not
nocesshry to use ather. Dr. Bennott was {o-
formed that his aervices would oot bs re-
quired. He remainal as n spectator, as was
Louls Durren, the uncle of the patient.

When the time game for the operation, the
physieinus named lu the atatement above
several nturses and ona or two_of ths hospita
physiolans were in the room. Mr, Duryes wan
o his back in the water bed, The X.ray pho-
tographs wore oa hiand, showing the exact
condition of affairs nt the point of the wound.
Mr. Duryen said that be was ready, and
he was lifted over on his side. He was
I¥ing In a rathar awkwird position for
tho dootor, hut Ill wAs tlia most conveni-
ent that ooull be uwrranged. Dr. b
mndo nn {ncislon on the back of the nock next
ta the enine. and npxuq:m the fIfth and sixtl

vertibraa. The flosh was puahed nad lifred
ngide, axtesing the bone and the fraetured
back of the fifih cervieal vertibrs was re-

movad. It was preessing hard agalnst
wpinal cord. he.n' the sixth vertibra was sim-
fiorly tronted. All thiat had beso done inthe
way of eusing the pain of the operation was n
Iibaral use of coenins, That, of cougrse, hal
some eoffent, but it did not kill the paia by any
NPl
The operation lasted forty minutas nod whe
It wis over the sninal cord wns again free o
ressure  ‘The bone removed had found the
ek wall of the cunal in whicl the oord is eon-
fined. The wound was dressed and Mr, Duryon
was retirned to his former positian tn the bed,
The dootors stayed with him for some time
d he sesmod to recover filly from the sliock
of tho operntion. ‘The dostors were very mueh
encourngrd, but they said It was abeolutely
fmpossible 1o make noy prodiction of the aut-
aome for two or three weeks at least, It may
Lie that the operation will restore the young
man's health entirely, la which vase after thie
wound heals, whilo parte of two honas will e
missing brom his backbone, he will navoer miss
