OOULD' SIAQARA RBTURNB.

The Steam Yacht Bos Spent 141 Days
eroding in European Waters.

Howard Qould's steam yacht Niagara. Capt.
Bbaekford. with Mr. and Mrs. Oould and a
party of friends aboard, arrived here yesterday
mornlig from Southampton. Mr. and Mrs.
Oould's guests Included Mr. and Mrs. E. W.
Sells of this city, who joined thorn on the other
elde: Mrs. Oeorge Klrkpatrlok, who has been
with tbem since the yacht sailed from here last
May; Hugh C. Kelly. Honorary Seoretary of
the Royal Ulster Yacht Club, whose burgee the
Shamrock files: and A. Hazelwood Lory, a
British yachtsman, both of whom joined the
yaoht at Southampton.

The voyage completed yesterday consumed
141 days. In that time the Niagara covered
17,000 miles. After lea lng here the first stop
was at the Azores. Southampton was the next
port of call. Then the Niagara cruised along
the Irish coast, the longest stop being made at
Belfast, where Mr. Oould was entertained by
members of the Boyal Ulster Yaeht Club. Going
northward along the Irish and Scotoh coasts
the yacht put In at some of the ports of the
Hebrides and then contlnuednorth for a cruise
among the fiords of Norway. On July 18, the
Niagara put Into the bay of Uolde, where rode
at anchor the yaoht Hohenzollern, with the
German Emperor aboard.

Tho Yankee boat Interested the Emporor,
nnd a short time alter she dropped anchor
he sent an aide to Inquire her name and
owner. Havlnc received the Information
the aide returned to inquire if his Majesty
might inspect the Niagara. The permission
having been cqrdlallygh en, the Emperor and
elchteen of his suite came aboard on thn fol
lowing day. The royal guest made a careful
Inspection of tho yacht, even to the engine
room and the quarters of the crew. He In-

quired particularly for the name of the Niag-
ara's designer and builders. When the Hohen-
zollern sailed next day, the Emperor caused
tho Stars and Btripes to be run up at the
mainmast.

Leaving Molde the Niagara sallod for St.
Petersburg, calling at Copenhagen, The
yacht came back through the Gulf of
Finland and the Bnltlo Sea, passed
through the Kiel Cadal and on to South-
ampton. The Niagara sailed from South-
ampton on Sept. 7. Bhe was favored with
excellent weather most of tho way over and
made theyagoln 11 days 17 hours. After
the yacht came to anchor Mr. and Mrs. Sells
and Mrs Kllpatrlok went ashore. Mr. and
Mrs. Gould, Mr. Kelly and Mr. Lory will re-

main aboard until alter the International
yaoht races.

Col Brelntnall Is a wealthy citizen of Newark
and a member of theyTax Commission. Hois
a celebrated rifleman and Is fund nf all forms
of Bhootlng. His son Eugene Inherited his love
of shooting and was familiar with the use ofshotguns and rifles. Ho was said to hae beon
loading shells In the kitchen, where his wife
was preparing dinner, whon the shooting oc-
curred, and his explanation Is that he was try-
ing a shell in the enamber of the gun when itexploded and almost instantly killed his wife.
Their daughter was upstairs In the
house at the time ol the shooting.

of Volunteers.
Ban FnANCisco, Bept. 10. Col. Mlley was

very popular here, where ho had been stationed
for seven yoars before the breaking out of the
Spanish War. Col. Miley leaves a widow and
four small children. His widow Is the daugh-
ter of Col. Mordocat of the Ordnance Depart-
ment. Gen. Shatter expressed deep regret at
the news of Col. Mlley's death. He regarded
Mlley as a very able executive, and one of the
most promising of his junior officers. It Is the
opinion among Mlley's fellow officers here that
he made a mistake In going to Manila before
he had fully recuperated from the effeots of the
Cuban climate.

Col. Mlley was born in Illinois. He entered
the Military Academy on July 1, 1883 and was
made a Second Lieutenant In the Fifth Artil-
lery nn Juno 12, 1887 and a First Lieutenant In
October, 1804. While stationed at Governor's
Island he attended the evening lectares at the
Columbia Law Sohool, and afterward received
tho degree of Bachelor of Laws.

Oan. tihaftor named Lieut. Mlley as one of
tho Commissioners to negotiate terms for the
capitulation of Santiago, the others being Oen.

Although urged to remain on Gen. Shatter's
staff. Col. Mlley was ambitious to distinguish
himself In the Philippines, and he was ordered
to report to Gtn. Otis. In a letter written
home a short time ago Col. Ulley oxpresssd a
strong proferenee for service In the field, but
added, In the spirit of a good soldier, that per-
haps he was better off in the place he was try-
ing to fill. Col. Mlley was six feet two or three,
and very straight but slender. He did not have
the appearance of much physloal strength, yet
during the campaign In Cuba and after his
return to the United States be never knew a
moment's Illness.

trASIIlKOTOX A BIT INCREDULOUS.

Reasons Pointed Out at the Sam. Time Why
AEUlnaldo Should Surrender.

Washington, Sept. 10 Information was re-

ceived at the War Department to-d- from
Major-Ge- Otis whloh. In the opinion of the
more optimistic of the high officials of the Ad-

ministration, indicates that Agulnaldo Is pre-

paring tn surrender to the authority of the
United States. It Is fair to say, however, that
a majority of the officials decline to express
any opinion or are emphatio In declaring that
they hae no faith In overtures for peaoe from
the wily Filipino leader. The advtoes from
Gen. Otis were contslnsd In the following tele
gram dated Manila. Sept. 10:

"Mao Arthur reports from Angeles visit of
two Insurgent officers with request for per-

mission to send Into our lines American
prisoners and send to Manila prominent in-

surgent general officer for conference. The
requested interview granted and insurgent
oflloers at Angeles returned north thla morn-
ing with Information."

While overybody is hoping that the Insurgent
general who will visit Gen. Otis will bring a
definite proposition for the surrender of the
Tagalo army, very few of those in high author-
ity believe that he will do so. Their idea Is
that Agulnaldo wilt not offer to surrender prior
to tho November elections. He and his fol-

lowers have boon led to believe by Americans
of the Atkinson type that the Govern-
ment's policy In the Philippines will be' re-

pudiated by the people at the polls, and with
such a belief prevailing In the Filipino ranks
the prospect of peace overtures is very remote
Indeed. At this time when no fighting Is going
on there is no occasion. It contended, for
Aaulnaldo to offer to surrender. On the other
hand, the more hopoful members of the Ad-

ministration refer to rumors that have
been current recently and are said to have
originated In the Philippines, to the effect
that the Insurgent army Is In very bad
shape. Its supplies from outside have been
almost If not entirely cut off and the waging
of hostilities has prevented full orops from
being grown In the country where the rebel
army Is located. In these clrcumstanoes, and
with the additional knowledge which must be
possessed by Agulnaldo that Oen. Otis is being

heavily, the optimists hold that
there Is good ground for assuming that the
meagre information contained in Oen. Otls's
despatch Indicates that Agnlnaldo Is willing
to make terms for ending the uprising against
American authority.

One thing that mystified the offiolals earlier
In the day was the action of Gen. Otis In grant-
ing permission to a Filipino envoy to visit
Manila without knowing tho objeot of the
envoy's mission. Later, after thinking over
that phase of the mattor, the offiolals saw that
Oen. Otis had acted very wisely. It somewhat
lnoonslstently. Some time ago he an-

nounced that he would not receive any
moro xagai commissioners unieBS iney came
direct from Agulnaldo prepared to make terms
for the surrender of their forces. In this oase,
however, the Filipinos played a clover trlek on
Gen. Otis, of which, acoordtng to the view here,
he was more than willing to bo made the vic-

tim. Knowing that Gen. Otis wonld decline to
receive his commissioner unless he was pre-
pared to mnke terms for surrendering, Agul-
naldo, the officials say, conoelvod the clever
idea of making his offer to surrender
American prisoners coincident With his
request for permission to send an envoy to
confer with Gen. Otis. It Gen. Otis had
adhered to his declaration by declining to see
the envoy unless the latter was prepared to
offer terms of surrender, the Insurgents would
have retained the American prisoners, ffhe
arrangement to receive the Filipino commis-
sioner at Manila was therefora a trade off.

Otis will get back the Americana who have
been held within the Filipino lines and
Agulnaldo's envoy will get an audience with'Otis.

There are abont twenty, possibly twenty-fiv- e,

Americans held within the Filipino lines. The
most prominent of these are believed to be
Lieut. Jamea C. Glllmore of the Navy and
Major Charles M. Rockefeller of the Blxth
Infantry. United States Army. It Is not
known whether Major Rockefeller Is
alive, but an Amorlcan prisoner answer-
ing hla description has been sesn in the
Filipino lines. Fourteen enlisted men 'of
the Yorktown were captured at Baler with
Glllmore. but only nine of these wero acoounted
forln the reports brought Into the American
lines. The third officer and a few of the crew
of the Army hospital ship Relief were oaptured
near Manila. Some enlisted men of volunteer
regiments, about six In all, are prisoners also.
Although Oen. Otis does not say so. It Is
accepted here that the prisoners to be sur-
rendered Include tho Glllmore party, for whose
release the most earnest efforts have bsen made.

Most of the time at 's regular Cabinet
meeting was devoted to a dlsousslon of this
latest Information from Oen.' Otis. There was
a diversity of opinion among the members
as to the significance of Agulnaldo's

some members believing that It meant a
definite effort on the part of the Filipino
leader to bring about peace on a basis not un-

favorable to the American position, and others
expressing little faith that suoli would be the
outcome of the proposed oonferente.

After the meeting Secrotary Boot said frankly
that be was not Inclined to place too much
reliance on Agulnaldo's good intentions, for
this oase might prove to be qulto similar to
the other movements of the Insurgent chief In
the same dtrectlen. There was an Inclination,
however, to hear promptly what the lasurgent
representatives might have to say and to deal
promptly and finally with any proposition that
might be forthcoming.

Another member of the Cabinet said that he
had no faith whatover In the good In-

tentions of Agulnaldo, and that he did
not believe that the approaching conference
meant peaoe on our terms. 8UU an-

other Seoretary said that personally
he believed the Insurgents meant to bring
about peace by the proposed confotence, and
that the end of the hostilities was at hand. He
said be did not speak from superior Informat-
ion., but from an Impression gained from oare-fuli- y

observing the recent progress and ten-
dency of events in the Philippines,

e.OOO CARFBSTBRB TO HE IDLE.

Employers Unite In Resisting Demands for
Increased Wages.

The Association of Manufacturers of Cabinet
Work and Furniture has deslded to rofuse the
demands of the carpenters' unions and to shut
down their shops until the employees give In,
and Btmllar action has been taken by tho
Master Carpenters' Association. The Building
Trades' Leaguo held a special meeting to
endorse the aetlon of.both bodies and It will
support them In case the fight extends toother
trades.

The employees of members of both associa-
tions have now declared themselves on strike.
As they number about 0.000. this Is the largest
strike of woodworkers the city lhas seen In
more than a dozen years. According to tho
constitution of the Board of Walking Delegates
notice must be given before a strike takes
place to the board to make It compulsory on
the board to order sympathetic strikes when
called upon. This preliminary, it Is alleged,
has not been observed by the oarpeaters.

The Bullders'League. In endorsing the action
of the two associations of employers. deolared:

"We consider the present rate of wages to be
a just return for the labor performed. The
conditions under which carpenter work In
this olty Is carried on at the present time,
where.ln the vast majority of casss.the various
trims of the buildings are seat 'to the job put
together and ready to set up In place, do not
require any great amount of skill.

"Wa believe the.joumeymen la the various
trades are badly advised in their, demand tor
Inoreased wages, and already the effect Is ap-

parent, as muoh work whloh was projected tn
the spring has been abandoned owing to their
demands aad the Increased cost of material,
and instead of finding, as we hoped and

that all the journeymen would be
steadily employed dnrlng the winter, the re-

sult will certainly be that on the completion of
the work apw under way. there will be a
dearth of employment tor the men. and the
temporary advantage which they hoped to gain
by increased pay will be vastly more than off-

set by enforced Idleness during the winter,"

BLUEJACKETS DEFEAT FILIPISOS.

The Paragua In a Sharp Engagement with
Insurgents on t.tngayen Gulf.

WAsniNOTON. 8spt. 10. The following de-

spatch from Rear-Admir- Watson, dated Ma-

nila, Sept. 10, wa received at the Navy Depart-
ment

"Davidson, commanding Paragua, had sharp
engagement, Bept. 14, Ban Fabian. Llngayon
Gulf. About three hundred Insurgents hom-
ily Intrenched: 1.100 to 700 yards (range). In-
surgents fled. Their lire weak and Ineffective,
Paragua, no easualltles. Senior officer com-
mends Davidson highly."

Baa Fabian Is a few miles to the east of the
northern terminus of the Manila and Dagupan
Railway. It Is an Important point In the Phil-
ippines oampatgn. Admiral Watson's de-

spatch Indicates that the navy Is blockading the
Gulf of Llngayon. According to unconfirmed
rumors American troops will be landed at a
point on Llngayon Gulf to operate in tho rear
otthe insurgents, thus preventing Agulnaldo's
army from escaping.

Clothing for the Needy Porta Itlcans.
With the double purpose of aiding the needy

here and in Porto Rico, Mrs. Horace See and
Mr. George R. Sullivan, representing the Colo-
nial Aid Boolsty. went to the United Oharitles
building recently and bought all the clothing
and household furnishings In stock there.

The articles ware shipped to Porto Pico at
once, and a duplicate order for another supply
was given. The goods purchased are made up
by poor persona who rsoelve a fair enumera-
tion for their work, and are thus enabled to
contribute to their own support. The Colonial
Aid Society Is assisting the Merchants' Asso-
ciation In Its work of relieving suffering
caused by the hurricane In Porto Rico.

OFFICIAL COMFLAtyT OF A. P. TAKES.

Protest Sent to the State Department by
the Colonial Secretary In Jamaica.

Washinoton. Sept. 10. Continued false and
misleading statements by the Associated Press
Injecardto the island, have attracted the ser-
ious nttentlon of British Government officers
tn Jamaloa. and an official complaint has been
made to the Stato Department on the subject.
The communication was transmitted by the
British Colonial Secrotary In the Island,
through Vice-Cons- Bpringer of Jamaica.
Following Is the Colonial Secretary's letter:

"Colonial BicnETAni's OFytci,
"Kinoston, Jamaica. July 28. 1809.

"Sir: I am Instructed by the Governor to
Inform you that his Excellency's attention has
boon drawn to the inaccurate and of ten entirely
false statements which appear from time to
time in tho American newspapers In regard to
the condition of this Island or to Inoldents
which occur In tho colony.

"While the fact that there is persistent mis-
representation Is In Itself much to be regretted.
It would not call for intervention on the part
of his Excellenoy were it not that much of the
misrepresentation Is of suoh a oharaotar as
tends gravely to affeot the interest of the
island and its reputation abroad.

" The extract from an American newspaper
quoted In the Inclosed cutting affords a fair ex-
ample of the kind of misrepresentation to which
his Excellency refers. His Excellenoy cannot
ay if the correspondent or agent to whom the

local newspaper frem which the cutting Is
taken ascribes It Is really the author of the
communication, but It does oertalnly appear
that It has been furnished by a newspaper
agent here, and his Excellenoy feels sure you
will agree that the statements are not only un-
true, but that they are calculated to do muoh
mischief to the colony.

"If there la any way by which you oan assist
this Ooverament In putting a stop to these
oontlnued misrepresentations or at least in
counteracting the unfavorable Impression they
are so apt to make upon the American public,
his Excellency would be grateful for the exer-cls- o
