Host llenutlfal of Temporary Decorations,
Showing at once the Supremacy of
American Arms and the Froareis of Art
on This Continent Otants In Art Olve
Thalr Services to Join tba Country In Its
Welcoraa to tha Returning Admiral.

The Dewey triumphal arch In Madison
Square Is building faster than ever a work of
artotauoh proportions was built before, and
It will be a mighty effort to complete it before
the parade on Saturday afternoon. About
Friday night, the soulptora say, the last piece
of scaffolding will hare been taken away
and the last bit of d5brls will have been
swept out of sight. In a fow weeks,
working under high pressure, the mem-

bers of tho National Sculpture Society
nro doing what their Continental brothers
would not attompt to do In loss than half a
year. Allot them are working night and day,
and some of the sculptors who designed tho
groups oa the arch are taking their places be-

side the modellers on the scaffolds. No night
work on the arch has been done, but night
work may be a necessity beforo Saturday morn-
ing. Whllothe artisans are working with a
New World rapidity, the arch when completed
will have an Old World perfection.

The American sculptors who volunteered to
erect this beautiful arch-mode- lled after the
Arch of Titos, but more beautiful than the
famous arch In tho Roman Forum take an In-

tense pride In their work. From the day tho
first roach sketches wero mado they have
thoughtof nothing else. Two of their number
have died since the arch was begun, and nil
now feel the effect of tho nervous strain. They
reallzsthnt they are not building for aday, but
for the future of Amerloan soulptur. They be-

lieve that tho beautiful arch in Madison Square,
erected to groet a national hero and symbolic
of patriotism, will open the way for an artlstlo
nwnkenlog in American cities. Heretofore,
tho sculptors say, there has bosn a lack of con-

fidence In the ability of our own artists, but on
Saturday and tho days following, millions of
Americans will see that a groat piece of art can
be erected on American soil by American
soulptors.

Madison Square was thronged with sight-
seers all day yesterday, and It did not need a
Sherlock Holmes to see that New Yorkers were
In the minority. Country cousins swarmed
in Broadway, alongside of the Fifth Avonue
Hotel nnd the Hoffman House, staring at the
great white arch and Its approaching colon-

nades. The cable cars and tho cabs and
trucks had only a narrow lane left for
them through tho staring throngs and
even the newsboys with yellow extras
nnd souvenir programmes and the fakirs
behind boards displaying Dowey badges had
to make way tor the strangers. Tho discordant
clang of car gongs, and tho cries of "Wuxtra.
Wuxtra." "ahow your patriotism: get a Dovey
badge," mingled with the regular
of tho workmen's hammers. Tho arch Itself
is fenced In with a high board fonce, and
further, outside of this, nro planks Inld across
barrels to keep out tho crowd. The police
kept everybody outside the enclosure and kept
the crowd moving. Nobody could stand any-

where near the arch without hearlnn from a
policeman.

On all sides of the arch white-coate- d model-
lers uore working on tho scaffolding, shaping
the rough casts to the lino lines of the
peulptors' models. On the top of the arch they
were giving the finishing touches to J (J A.
Ward's group, the most Imposing on the arch.
As the featuring white clouds scurried away
from the southeast wind, the quadriga,
reared against tho skies, seemed to be roll-
ing en. bearing Victory with outstretohed
wings and a laurel wreath In her hand, Carl
Hitter worked all day on his magnificent
group. "Combat," on the southern face
of the eastern plor. All tha figures of
this group are In plaoe. and nil that
Is lacking Is the five-Inc- h gun that It
to stick its nose out of the gun shield there.
The gun, whloh is, of course, a plaster
gun. lay near by. Charles II. Nlehaus's
group across tho arch, "The Iteturn
of the Victors." Is also well along. Tho
principal groups oa the uptown Hide are still
far from completion. Philip Martlny's "Call to
Arms" Is scarcely more than started, whllo In
Daniel C French's croup. "Ponce." on the
western pier, only two of tho flirures are In
place. The blacksmith for this group lies on
his back on a cart near the arch The
hereto figures up In tho attic John Paul
Jones, Hull. Perrv. Decatur. McDonough,
Fnrrngut, Porter and Gushing are completed.

Now that the arch Is nearlng completion, it Is
seen that It faces the south, nnd that Admiral
Dewey's first sight of It will be from the rear.
Tho sculptors explain that tho first parade plan
wns to havo tho parado moro northward, nnd
so the arch was plannod to face the south.
Afterward tho parade plan was changed. Hut
the sculptors sny that the arch should face tho
Hen, any way, and welcome the homecoming
Admiral, and so victory extends tho laurel
wreath to Dewey as he comes sailing up the
bar.
