No Editor of the Ilulletln at I'reient-Ta- lk
of Change In Itepresentatlon.

Cmcicio. Sept. 20 When Chairman Jones
of the Democratic National Executive Com-
mittee returns to Chicago on Oct. 7 he will
take immediato steps to reorganize the press
bureau. His first moo will be to dispense
with the services of P. J, Devlin, the present
editor, and then Mr, Johnson and Snmuel B.
Cook, who will be associated with him In tho
management of the work of the Ways and
Means Committee, will divide tho responsi-
bility of the National Bulletin.
Btono has decided that It Is Inopportune for the
committee to Incur the expense of hiring an
editor this year The application of former
Congressman Hlnrielisen of Jacksonville for
the place, notwithstanding that it Is backed by
the most Influential leaders of the party, In-

cluding Mr Bryan, will bo put aside until the
commutes reaches a better financial standing.

Within aweek after Chairman Johnson as-
sumes his new duties. C hnlrman Jones of Uie
National Committee will pay a visit to Chicago
to look over the field with a view to determin-
ing what may be done to broaden the scope of
the Executive Committee's work The mem-
bers of that body may be invited tocoms to the
city to meet the Arkansas Senator, but that
.step will depend upon what Chairman Jones
thinks about the advisability of calling his col-
leagues together so soon after Its recent meet-
ing at the Auditorium Annex.

VTord has been reoolved from Springfield,
III., that ardent friends of William J Bryan at
the next meeting of the Democratic National
Committee will make a strong effort to ehnngo
the method of selecting delegates to the Na-
tional Convention It la proposed to change
the basis of representation from two from eaon
Congressional district to a number from each
State In proportion to the vote east for Bryan
in 1H00. Tho ratio of representation underthe
contemplated plan would be about one delegnte
for eaoh 10.000 Bryan votes, giving eaoh dis-
trict In the Statn at leant one delegnte.

The scheme whloh the Western delegates are
hatohlng is to be laid before the Demoorntlo
National Cosnmlttee, so that If the committee
favors the plan Its call for the Natlosal Conven-
tion will be based on the votes cast for Bryan.
The argument is advanced that the Itepubllcnn
States now hold the balanoo of power In the
Demoorntlo Convention because such States
have the largest Congress delegations and send
the largest delegations to National Conven-
tions.

REBELS BEATEN IN CEBU,

OIT.V. HSlDEJt VAl'TVUES A .STiTO.0
tOKTIFlUlt POblTlOX.

Seven l'orti nnd Fourteen Katrenchetl
Plnceii Together With Home Cnnnoiu,
Tnkrn from the Insurgents Tennetsee
Troops lllienilmrk to .loin In the right,

Washinoto:, Bopt. 20. Gen. Otis cnblod to
the War Department this morning the details
of an attack mado upon Insurgents on the Is-

land of Cebu. Tho attack was mado under the
direction of Gen. Snyder, Colonel of tho Nine-

teenth Infnntry. The attacking party consisted
of regulars nnd nearly ttOO men of the Ten-
nessee regiment, whloh disembarked from the
transport Indiana to take pnrt In the engage-
ment. Gen. Otls's despatch Is as follows- -

"Manila. Sept. 20.
"Atkutant'Gfn'ral, Waihinglon

"On Sept. 22 and 2.3 Snyder attneked strong
Insurgent positions nboat five miles watt of
Cebu with 20r officers and men, Tonnetsea
regiment, and 017 ofllcers and msn. Nineteenth,
Sixth and Twenty-thir- d Infantry and Sixth
Artillery, driving enemy from works and
capturing seven forts. Including smooth boro
oannons mountod therein and fourteen en-

trenched nnd fortided places. Our loss: Pri-
vate William M. Hanley. Company A, Sixth In-

fantry, killed, nnd four wounded Enemy's
loss, estimated forty. Insurgents retreated to
new fortifications far southwest. Snyder re-

turned to Cebu with Tennestee troops who
had disembarked from transport Indiana take
part In nation. Two companies. Niuetoenth
Infantry, hold Important positions in moun-
tains. Otis "

Army officers on duty at the War Department
gave high praise to the Tennessee troops on
account of their action In disembarking from
tho transport which was to bring thoin to tho
United States, in order to take part with the
regulars In the engagement with tho febu In-

surgents. The Tennnstee regiment was tho
last State organization to go to tho Philippines,
nnd consequently Is the last to be withdrawn
underthe rule established by Gen. Otis. Its
members were entitled to dlcharge on the pro-
mulgation of the Treaty of Peace hetweeu the
United States and Spain in April last, but they
hae served faithfully ever since.

Army officers are particularly gratified by
the conduat of the Teunesseeans because It
demonstrates what discipline will do for troops
who enter the military eervico apparently with
little appreciation of what was expected of
them. When the Ttnnetsee regiment was at
Ran Frnncltco awaiting transportation to
Manila, a riot occurrod among itt members
nnd It got a bad name It has wiped outthn
reputation on more than one ocoaslon since
it lauded at Manila The regiment participated
in the first engagements with the Filipinos
around Manila nnd lost its Colonel on the firing
line In one of them. It was transferred to
Hollo nnd did gairlson duty there in a most
creditable manner. Afterward the regiment
was distributed among the southern islands.
