Everybody in New York that wanted to saw
the naral parnde in honor of Admirnl Dewey
yesterday, There wers mighty few peopls in
the oity that didn't want to ses it, but there
was plepty of room for them all. That was the
graat thing about the eslebration : that nobody
was disappointed, Riverside Park ms a thea-
tra for the viewing of naval parades may have

fta equals, but It esrtalnly has no superior in
the world. A mllllon more parnons than were
shere yesterdny could have spread over it
broad, ateep grass awards without fllllog the
spacs, and st that thers was such a muititude
there ha has naver turned out to any similar
spoctacle ln the history of the new world.

When Father Knlokerbooker decides to turn
out he doesn't do the thing by halves. He so
dooided yesterday—not only to ses what the
Amoriean Navy looks like, but also to do what
he could In honor of his guest—and he took
with him his sisters and his cousins and his
auots, his friends and the stranger within
hin gates, his umbrells, his lunch in & box.
his opera glanses, and floally his camera,
of which he has baen muoh the alave since the
erop of war heroes arrived. He swarmeil
through Riverside Park nand nlong Riverside
Driva from one end to the other blackening
the green lawns (m long patehes, and
such of his family and adherents as weren't
with him there, wers jamming the upper
decka ol overlonded and earsening boats, or
fighting the fall crop of mosquitoes on the
toworing helghts of New Jersey ncross the
river, Do much slse than be present to add
to the Admiral’'s gresting he enuld not, for
though he would have been glad to have
ralsed his voles In acolalm, his hundreds
of steam oraflt plonghing furrows in the
river kept their brazon voices so con-
tinuously going that he had no ehanos on
enrth to mako himeel! heard. Ho the old fel-
low Just stood and gazed strenuonsly throuah
his opera glasses as long aa Dewoy was in
might and hopad that the Admiral saw him and
knew that he was doing his beat,

CROWD WAS OUT EARLY,

Encouraged by the bright sunshine and &
hopaful sky the erowds turned out early and
procesdad to jam’ all the trapsportation lines
leading trom avery direation toward Riverside
Drive. Just how eariy tho firet on the ground
were there s & queation, but It was as soon as
thoy waked up, for ther were gentiemen who
had taken advantage of the hospitalisy afforded
brthe big standsalong the Drive and had spent
the night under the ahelter. Buoh of them as
could lay thelr hands on & eocuple of boards
and & few nails straightwar construoted
ted little benches which they aubsequently
pold to the sedeatary publio for as muoch as
they could get. The others went out and col-
lectad boxes for a similar purpose, while thosa
who couldn't get held of anything whieh man-
kind might sit nupon sxcept the earth took pos-
penalon of choloely located bits of real estate
whioh they relinquished Iater on In considera-
tion of eash value recelved. a speclens of ground
rent that was ensy rather than highly profit-
able.

The erowds that came from home, having
homes to come from, began to arrive about
10 0'slock and to parade up and down the park
with & view te getting the bast positions. The
grent desiderntum was a point of vamtage
eiving n good viow down the river and at the
mama time offering a prospect of the stake
boat where the fest was to make its turnlog
and the fact that there Is no such polnt any-
where on the river front caused no little sor-
row to those who had come early with the Idsa

BWARME ANOUT GRANT'® TOMD

On the whole. the lawn at Grant's tomb. the
plope just south of it and the brink of the stesp
hill vverlooking the river thore wers about the
best pluces obtuinable, so that vieimity Niled up
first. Next in popularity came the stons wall
that divides the park from the drive and upon
this many lined up, hungiug their legs over n
showr (all of from four to twenty feet. Aftor-
wiard the police came and ahooed them off,
whioh was a sad blow to the proverh eoncern-
fng the early bird. Other localities popular
among the flrat romers wara the lawns above
Eighty-fifth street. the high rocksin that viein-
ity and the shadel hillside near Ninetieth
street.

WHECE OF THE GODDESR OF VICTORY,

The early eomers got one view that thair
Inzier follows nilssnd, and that was the com-
plete spectacle of thoe two floats Vietory and
Peuco. Thess wore anichored below the stake
boat, 8t. Mary's, the Victory loat belng some-
what up the river from Peuce, su Lhat the Ad-
miral was to meet Peace frst and then Vie-
tory, s reversal of historienl form. Both of the
craft pitehed mand tossed a good deal imthe
ehiopoy sea, which o strong, pufly, southeast
broens was kicking up, and Neptune's horses
on the Yietory foat plunged in & very renlistia
manner, Thore was anold Irishman near Tur
Buxs reporter on the lawn at Grant's tomb who
was very much interested in this float and was
seoking information about it, He applied to s
gentleman standiag near who answered his
varlousquestions as well as he could.

Many other boata of varlous kinds wers now
puMng around the river, glving It a very anl-
mated appearance and furnishing some eéntor-
talament for the arowd, whioh, having ssttled
down to s walt of saveral hours, was casting
about It fer meana of making the time pass
quiskly. Ons method that found popular
favor was to plek out two boats going In the
same direotion and beton which one would pass
a given point first. As it was ten to one that
both of them would turn baok before getting to
the point, the gay sports had all the exoltement
of the gamble with very little danger of loalng
thelr money, One eliffdwaller, who had taken
up his temporury abode In the vieinity of 104th
otrest, and had brought a megaphone with
him, arranged through it n race batween two
small rowboats manned by two small boys
each, but tha small boya stopped to quarrel
and splash water at each other, and the race
was deoided " no sunteat."

About 1 o'clock TaE BUx reporter walked
down through the Park from the upper end,
with oceasionnl exoursions to tho driveway.
He found that the stande wers Jolng n very
poor business, Somo of them had come down
from $5 = sent to $1 and $2 a seat, bul thers
were fow takers at the reduced Ngures.
It was something of a waste of mohes
to pay for a hard seat far back [rom
the river when soft grass on a pleasant
alope overlooking the whole syeoctacle was to
be had for the trouble of walking to It A solid
line of spectators clung W e Woo Wil s
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length and behiad this line was another, and.
in some of the bost places, two more back of
that. At first, the early comera had sat on the
stons parapst and hung thalr fest over,
but thae polles had erders fone of the few
orders of & very frea day) not to permit
that and there was no reat for the weary
thersafter, save auch as could be obtained
by leaning over the stune top and watoh-
Ing the wiser onea taking thelr ease on the
gransy slope balow, At every sniranes tothe
Pork thers wers polics, patrolmen ware Aoat-
tered through the principal walks in the Park,
and at points where it was thought that there
wan the greatest chance of accident ambu-
Ianoos stood ready to bring swift ald. Every
arrangement was made to take cnre of the
erowd which, ns it proved, neaded little cars of
that kind, Here amd there some congeation
resuited from the pouring In of the crowds
from avery atreet and their conlescing at the
Park entrancen, but there s so much space on
thoso wile hillsides that the mass soon
melted away nod apread out until every ona
had found a place that suitad him.
WHERE THE CHOWD WAN THICKEST,

At Eighty-third strest the rock masses that
project up from the lawn wars a ploturesque
sight tor they wers erowded with sightscers,
who wore grouped on every avallable projec-
tlon and who furnished ample material for the
oamera flends. Along here, in the vicinity of
Nluetieth atrest, nt 110th street and at Grant's
Tomb the crowils were Lthickest, but from end
toend of the Park there was along solld line
of watchera forthe first sight of the coming
whips, o line that stretched like n serrent
around projsctions, up to the erest of the alopa
to avold a valley hore, down to the edas of the
river to take advantage of a rising bit of
ground there. now broadening out as some
wide hill gave sittinge ground for thousands,
now thioning down to a hall dozen lines where
treea or ahrubbery shut off the view from
above, but niways keeping Lefors it the vista
of river, up which the course of the flaet Iay.
Through this long. wavy line hurried hundrads
of fakirs, vending apoles. cigars, badges, pea-
nuts, sandwichans, lemonade, cushlons, ehnirs,
improvised beoches made out of rongh lum-
ber aniled together in primitive and none too
snfo fashion, nod “box seats.,” as they ware
ealled,

“Here's yer box seats!" cried ons facetious
fakir with his arms full of old groecery boxes.
“To-morrer ya'll have to pay $35 ler "em. T'day
vo wit'am for 5 cents. Rtep up an' buy while
thay're cheap!™

Many did bur, particularly whers the park
terminates In a bluf lnoking aut over the rails
road tracks to the rlver, for a chair on the
brink of this bluff was n reserved seat worth
having. Many, too, bought the assorted eata-
bles that the other fakirs had in stock and the
reporter sAw some ndventurous spiritsa who
tackled the "Dewey’ Ave-cent clgars, A man
with opera glavens to rent would have done s
big husinesy, as there was n geperal tendency
on the part of those not having those useful
aldes to vislon to borrow them of thoss who
had, and one man's glasses, Il he was a very
good naturad mnan, were made to do sarvice for
adozan of his neightors. Moat of the peering
was done at the oralt, which by this time falrly
awarmed (n the river allalong the shores, dart-
Ing hither and thither under steam or sall, eon-
stantly threatenlog collislon and as constantly
avoiding It, somewhat to the regret of the
excitemant seakara among the crowds, and
forming a stirring spectacle of color and awilt
movement. With good glasses one could make
out an extranrdinary speetacle on the shores
of Jersey. Allalong the watar line stretohed
a broad black wall of humun beings. On the
hillside, back, there wers some observation
stands filled with spectators, where thers wero
open apaees, but the alopes there sre mostly
wooded with an orenslonal space where

ilke heas swarming. Through the edges of
the woodland there ware more and even the
troen wera full of thom, Bimllarly the steepn
oliffs on the New Yurk side, far above Grant's
tomb, wors a mass of slghtecers and it is like-
Iy that these, looking as they did straight down
the river, and the Jersey spactators, with their
unimpeeded south view, had a much finer alght
of the great naval spectacie o Its entirety than
did the thousands in the mere popular locality
of Riverside Park.

WARSHIPS ON THE HORIZON,

It was the geperal Impression that the head
of the parade would come in sight from the
Tomhb at about 3 o'clock. At 2 o'clook a little
sloop, iying streamera from overy peak and
rope and rall and pluoging forward under a
heavy preas of sall, akirted the shore and thoss
aboard of her seamad to be trring to commu-
nleate by speech with the crowds. Also they
were moking eathualastic, not to say frantie,
geatures which might have meant almost any-
thine {rom strong drink to toothache, but
which the crowd choss to suppose meant
that the line was approaching. At the same
tima the dull booming of guos was heard from
below, There was a moment of keen expecta-
tlon which soon disd out, howsver, and svery-
