. told the story of the wreck and their subse-
quent experiences until they were rcscuod off
the ooastof Bolle Isle by the steamship Mont-
fort It was learned that ten lire had been lost
at least and thst the passengers endured great
hardships.

14 bound for Montreal, went on the rocks In a
dense foe on the southeast const of Chance
Islands, eight miles southeast of Belle Isle
lighthouse, at 2:40 A M on Friday. Sept. 22.
