Profitable. Industry Developed dy an Tngllih
Girl In Callfornls.

Mary Yeomans, an English girl who settled
with two brothers In Callfornls, has devrloped
a profitable industry In catching butterflies
She had some knowledge of butterflies when
she went there. One day a flock of yellow pansy-
like butterflies hovered a moment over her and
then flew up the mountain side to a patch of yellow
honeysuckle. She followed tho butterflies up
the sleep mountain side She thought she re-
cognized them as a species known only in ths
higher Alps, and very rare and valuable

"When at last 1 did get one In my hands I was
sure It was the very kind," she said In telling
about her new business. 'I was too excited to
wait till morning, which Is the best time lo catch
butterflies, because they are sluggish then In
the cold, damp foliage. I caught six before night,
and the rest of the flock in the morning, I plnnod
one out carefully and sketched it In water color.
I had to be saving of my postage, so I sent the
sketch instead of a box of butterflies home to
England. Such A long wait as it was! And
fancy my delight when I had word at last to send
all the butterflies to London. You would never
guess what they offered me for them 25 each,
and as there were twenty-thre- e of them, 1 had
the tidy little sum of S575, all my own, and the
first money I ever earned In my life. That was
my beginning, and I was always on the look-

out for butterflies With my money I bought
ten fancy sheep "

Miss Yeomana'scellar Is notfor eatables, but is
her nursery for beetlea. Whot appears to be un
split stove wood lies In rows on tho floor Each
piece has been split, but tied together again and
in each piece are different species ol beetles. They
eat the wood, making their way out, and lay their
eggs in the wood.

"I keep watch, and when a beetle gets to the sur-
face I put It back," she said "The most valuable
one' It all depends upon the demand. A beetle
Is worth Just w hat I can gel for It. Dr. Le Fontaln.
who came out from France to study the Insects of
California, came to our house by chance. He did
not tell us who he was, merely that he was a stran-
ger passing through the country, but when I
chanced to see him before dawn creeping with a
candle In his hand under the pine trees 1 knew he
must be alter insects. He was In raptures over a
beaut he had found, and when I told him about my
butterflies and showed him what I had, he forgot
all his English and rhapsodlred in French Ho
taught mo a great deal about beetles and told me
of a certain one he was moat eager to find In Cali-
fornia. He believed It was here, though he could
not And It It had been found only In Italy, nnd
had almost disappeared Ah' You had better
not look at It; you will bedlsoppolnted."

II. Brother Tom and I made the Journey on horse
hack, and campsd a week right tn the heart of
the belt.

Taking up an armful of dried nine
needles, I shook it nver the sheet If any of the
fallen particles scuttled off I knew It was an Insect,

Tho two pages were printed In this morn-
ing paper. Two weeks later, when nil the adver-
tising men from tho other city papeis had made
the necessal) lontiacts, the same thing appealed
In every newspaper in town. Then it was that a
storm broke. It seems that the nung man, anx-
ious to break his record for doing the thing up
quickly, aud prhaiN wanting to collect his money
nnd take a rest, had told each of bis testimonial
givers thnt the portraits nnd remarks would be
put by him only in his own paper, Il seems that
when the two pages first apiienred, the pictured
gentlemen wire most unmercifully guvrd by
their friends nnd fearing a repetition of the fun,
Ihev descended In a body, fighting mad, upon the
ntacn ol the newspaper In whlih the matter had
first appeared. Then It was that I earned my
salary. The newspaper sent tbe men tn me, sav-
ing that it had fulflllrd its contract and refusing
to assume anv responsibility for tbe subsequent
publication. 1 treated them rnjally, deplored the
error, and promised that it should not occur again.
This was easy, since wo would not have used tho
stuff again anyway.

In sending me to s large city our superintendent

Amsrlcau Locomotives In Sweden,
eYom the Ch icaeo Rtcord.

OoTHENTiuna, Sept 2a There has been
considerable newspaper talk here about the twenty
locomotives which the Swedish rallwa)a recently
purchased In tbe United States, A Stockholm
newspaper begun by saying that from a business
imint of view the transaction was a failure, be-

cause tho American engines were defective In
material and workmanship. The article got
Into German newspapers, and certain dealers
In American machinery say their business has
suffered In consequence The Director-Genera- l

nf tho State railways explains that the ten freight
locomotives landed at Gothenburg have proved
so good that on the nine boilers tested up to date
,,nlv nne rivet had In be nut In. On tbe ten tutilf
locomotives which havo arrived at Stockholm
tho frame work, cjllndcrs, cranks and tbe like
aro irreproachable, but faults have been found
in the riveting of the boilers, which work Has tn
lie done over again. For this reason about $20,000
of the purchase mnney has lieen retained, with
tho consent ol the American firm. The builders
say that this fault Is owing to the hurry In tho
delivery, and the Director-Genera- l shows bv
figures that tho mirchnno of the locomotives has
proved a good business transaction, Inasmuch
as it would cost about I18 0IXI to build here a
locomotive nl the same weight which in America
has cost (12 000. The nblectluns against tho
purchase of the American Inromntiv es may, there-
fore, says tho Directur General, be cnnsldered
unjustified
