COLUMBIA'S FINE GAME.

mZXCRTON'B FOOTBALL TEAM OICLD
BOIf.V TO Bt.JSVKH rOlKTB.

One of the Tigers' Touchdowns the Result
of a'lubenpd In the Last Few Minutes
nf Piny Tbelr Defence Was Brahen Up
Carlisle Indians Defeat Pennsylvania.

Columbia University undergraduates and
alumni have reason to feel proud of their new
'Varsity eleven, which met Princeton's tlgeis
at Manhattan l'lold yesterday aftornoon In
what was to those teams tho first really Im-

portant game of the eeuson. It was Princeton's
first appearance In this city In soveral years,
and It was Columbia's Initial bow to a New
York crowd slnco the season of 1880. Probably
4.000 persons wsra Inside the enclosure and as
many more crowded the viaduct and Deadhead
HIM. nut the sale ot tickets convinced the
Columbia manager. W E. Mitchell, that he
has made a atart In the right tllreotlon.

Nobody expected Columbia with Its Inex-
perienced eleven, which has been splendidly
coached and dovelopod br Oeorge Banford, tho
former Yale player, to win the game, and many
export predictions were made that the tigers,
almoat all vetorans in football servlce.would run
up tweutr points or more. But to the surprise
of the oritlus, who oloselr watched the play from
the side lines, the Columbia eleven succeeded
In making the Jerseymen play for all they were
worth. One touchdown scored against tho
local 'Varsity In ihe first half was due to steady,
consistent line bucking, but the touchdown
made br Poe In the second half was ths olean-- ot

kind of a fluke. Poe grabbed the ball out
of a Columbia plarer's hands Just aa ths latter
yelled "Down I "and had a clear Bold of tortr
yards to the goal lino. Home porsoua convers-
ant with football rutss, bedsved that the
officials would not allow the plar but In this
they wero mistaken.

In the last eight minutes of the second half
Columbia excelled all previous efforts In the
sttasklng line. The Princeton defenoe was
well broken up and the tigers' goal waa
threatened on several occasions. Instead of
weakening and showing signs of exhaustion,
the Columbia team worked with wonderful
strength until Wilson, with fifteen seconds of
time left, tried to drop-kic- k a goal from
Princeton's thirty-yar- d line and failed.

While Columbia's exhibition was a souroe of
delight to the thousand or more students and
graduates, who oheersd and sang In One style
ad through the battle, the work of Princoton's
kickers waa a disappointment. Tho line was
very weak at the tackles, through which Co-

lumbia mado ths greatest gains, aud thobacka
wero compelled to run wltn Interference that
was far below tho usual Princeton standard.
