mates to cover the cost of the construction and
rcpnlr of vessela for which Congrosa has
already made provision, nnd thoto now
on the naval Hit Tho repair programme
embraces amounts aggregating 50.000,-00-

double that of last year. Thla total
la to cover everything pretalnlng to the
overhauling of vaitele that have aeon service,
from remodelling them to telcgtama concern-
ing tho reralr work. In regard to thla largely
Increased estimate. Admiral Hlahborn says'

"It has been, and will continue to be, found
necessary to expend comparatively large sums
In connection with the repairs of the older ves-
sela in making the alterations neccss'iry for
their efficiency according to modern Ideas and
practice.
