DEATH AFTER A QUARREL.

JASITOIl HKT.n TILL TtIR DEATH OF
HIS ASSlST.tST IS KXPLAISK1K

The Atslstnnt llnd Threatened to Kill
Himself, but the .Innltor Admits the
Unnrrol antt Tellt Contradictory Stories.

Henry Herring, f0 years old, was found dead
yesterday morning In a front basement room
at U West 107th street, a flat house, whore ha
had been employed as assistant janitor for
about two weeks. William King, who has been
janitor In tho house for four years.wns arrestod
on suspicion of murder, because of his admis-
sion that be had had a fight with Hirrlncthe
night before and because of his contradictory
stories about his assistant's death The po-

lice of tho West 100th strsct station got
their first Information of the case from King's
wife, who had been told of tho quarrel nnd tho
death by her husband. Mrs King rushed Into
the street shouting for help and met Policeman
Clancty In front of the house. To hlra she
said: "Aid know about It Is that Herring is
dead, My husband said tome'Horrlnglsdead.
I had a fight with him Inst night nbout dis-
charging him and I kuockedhlm down '"

Clnncey sent for an ambulance and then re-
turned to tht house with the woman He was
instnt tho basement door by King, who

what Im wanted
'What about tho dead man?" asked tho po-

liceman.
"There Isn't anydtnd man In here at nil,"

said King: "we're all well in this house. Soma
one hns been stringing you."

' Well. It was your own wife who told us,"
Clancey retorted: "she said that the assistant
janitor wns dead."

"Oh. yes. he's doad."sald Klntr. pointing to
the door of Horrlng's room : " he's In there "

The policeman found Herrlog'a body on a
blood-staine- d blanket near tho bed. which had
not bron disturbed. The dead man's loft ere
was bruised and swollen, his face was dis-
colored and he had been bleeding from tho
note. On thn Inner tide of Herring's loft nrm
there were four knits wounds Two above tho
elbow were about an Inch deep. Tho two be-
low were not much more than scratches. The
knife wounds. Ambulance Surgeon Campbell
of the Manhattan Hospital said, weie not
serious.

The surgeon, who had responded to ('lan-
cer's call for an ambulance, examined the body
and eald that death was the result ot a frac-
ture at the base of tho akull

After getting this opinion from the physi-
cian the police arrested King and arraigned
him In the West Fifty-fourt- h street police
court. Magistrate Mnvo remanded tho prisoner
to the custody of the pollco without nu ov.nm-Inatlo-

King doclnrod that Herring had com-
mitted suicide ns the wind-u- p ot a long spree.
He nlso made the following statement to Capt,
Steinknmp after his roturn from tho couttto
tho police station:

"It was in tho areaway that Herring and I
had our trouble last night, 1 pushed him twice
aud bu went down twioe nnd hit his hond. I
left him out there, but ho begged me to let him
stay all night, so I let him Into his room. This
morning I found him on his knees by his bed
with his head bitween tlie bed and trunk.
Tho trunk was open. I moved him and put
him on tho blankets, but I did not know until
then that ho was dead. Then I got frightened
and didn't know what to say."

Mrs. King said that her husband had fre-
quently threatened to dltcharge Herring for
drunkennest Mr. and Mrs. W. W Mentz of
r:t8 Wett lnth street said that they had re-
cently heard Herring threaten to commit sui-oid-

The polios found n razor with blood stains
on the blade and a dirk in Herring's room, a
box of tools In on adjoining room and a blood-atalne- d

rug, that had belonged In front of Her-
ring's bed, in tho hall.
