Children Aro Coaxed from Home nnd
Taught to Do Obscene Dnnces for thn
Amusement nf Tenderloin Crowds (lorry
Society Tnkrs n Hand-O- ne CllrlAl rested.

The arrest on Wednesday of a fouitoon-year-ol- d

girl who had. It is alleged, beoti giving
obscene dances In tho street to the nccompnnl-mo- nt

of a hand organ. Is the beginning of n
crusado by the Gerry Society against what they
say Is one of the most pernicious forms of vice
eomlng under tholr notice In n long time,
Further Investigations since tho arrest revealed
that a regular business of hiring young Klrls
for Btreet performances Is being carded on by
a lot of organ grinders, whose prollts havo
been very inuoh Increased by tho attraction
offered. The fact that such performances wcro
given lu the street, with children fur tho nudl-eno-

led the Gerry Society to ask thu police
for aid to suppress them. Within n few days.
It Is believed, a general roundup of the oican
grinders and dancers will be made.

Aconrdlng to the officers of the Gerry Society,
a number of organ grlndors havo boon carry-
ing on these performances for about two
months, Tho soolety was first led to Investi-
gate by several lotters from tamers, calling
attention to tho fact that thu law was being
openly violated by these performances. In
soma of the letters descriptions wore given of
the organ grinders nnd tho children whom
they hired to danoo. The first case taken in
hnnd was a performance which Agent Plsarro
of the Hoolety saw on Broadway. About n week
ngo Plsarro noticed the organ grinder In ques-
tion with two girls In front of Weber ,t 1'ields's
Music Hall. Tho girls weru each about 14
years old and wero dressed lu red dresses with
skirts above tholr knees. They appeared nt
llrst not to know the organ grinder, but when-
ever money was given to him, tho girls would
begin danoiiig again, Several times muscle
dances and tho coucliee-couehe- e were given
nnd ono of the girls wound up Dually by doing
"the split." Plsarro reported thocaso to head-
quarters and he was assigned to lead the cru-
sado against the organ gt ludors.

Plsarro. with the aid of several other agents,
determined, before making any arrosts. to try
and locate the gang of organ grinders and to
And ont their method of doing business. They
found that the organ grinders hiring the girls
wore nearly all strangers, most of them com-
ing from places comparatively far away, so the
police did not know them. According to sev-
eral organ grinders with whom the agents
talked many of the regular New York organ
grinders had, since the evil stnrtod, found It
more profitable to rent their organs to
strangers, who could hire dancing girls with
Impunity. The girls were not taken nwny from
their homes, the practice being to coax them
away only for the evonlngs by paying them .SO
cents a night. Girls playing about the streets
were Induced to practise tho dances proposod
by the organ grinders, and many of them havo
oontrlved to got dresses to wear to make thom
the more conspicuous. The girls hired uru
from ten to sixteen years old.

Whllo many of them undoubtedly have per-
mission from tholr parents, others, the Society
agents believe, steal nwar from home every

venlnc. Thn organ grinders gonerally con-
fine their performances to the Tenderloin dis-
trict and presumably havo reaped a good har-
vest. For tho last two months, nccnrdlngtothe
Information obtained by the Uorry agents, they
have been ucoustomed to play In front of
hotels and olubs where It Is easy to attract j
paying crowd. The organ grlndars receive tile
money, and the girls aid In keeping up the
deception by posing ns children of tho neigh-
borhood who love-t- dance to music

These organ grinders nnd the children have
boon seen most often of late about 7 o'clock In
tho evening One of them with two girls in
red dresses had a regular route stopping on
Sixth avemiH at Twenty-eight- h and Twenty-nint- h

streets and going around into Broadway
just before the performances in the theatres
begin. On Wednesday Agent Plsarro Haw thn
two girls, whom he had previously noticed
with this organ grinder, at Llglith avenue and
Fifteenth street.

They went Into n store and Plsarro followed
them. Ono of the girls ran up to the roof nnd
escaped. The other, who said sho was Kthel
MoDermltt of 3lS:i West Nineteenth street, is

held by the Society pending a further
nveRtigatlnn. Sbu said her companion was

Sadie O'Keefo and that she lived on West
Sixteenth street. Aeentsof the Society werelooking for her yesterday. The MoDermlttgirl admitted that she was blred by the oignu
grinder. The latter has not been apprehended.
