"Robespierre" Will He Htr Henry's Star Tiny
Mlm Terry Will Huppert mm nad They

Will Itemnln In New York for Three
Week- s- He Tnlks on SI liny Subjects.

Sir Henry Irving, accompanied by Miss F.llen
Teiry mid fifty-si- x members of the Lyceum
Theatre company, arrived in New York yester-
day morning on the Marqucttn, This Is tha
distinguished F.ncllsh actor's sixth profes-
sional visit to this country. His season opens
next Monday night at the Kalckerbocker
Theatre with "Robespierre," written for him by
Vlolorlen Sardou, Sir Henry Irving, stouter
and apparently In much better health than ha
was on his last visit here, tour years ago, with
Miss Terry went to the Pl7a Hotel, where
they havo always stayed since their Drat Amer-
ican tour,

"I only rscrct about this American tour." Sir
Henry Irving said to the reporters yesterday
afternoon, "that It mutt be limited to twenty
weeks. But It Is necessary that I should be
back at my own theatre In April to produce
"Charles IX." which has bstn written for me by
nn author whose name I do not feel at liberty
to tell at this moment. So we shall be in New
York only three weeks nnd spend the rsst of
tho time In travelling through the country.
The weather that America welcomed us with
Is dltgraccful. Wo aro always accuttomed
to meet here braclnc autumn days: but

y we found not even Indian lummer but
the worst sort of aa Imltutlon of a London fog.
I came over on a ten days' steamer for tho sake
of getting the holiday, nnd n delightful rest It
was. There were so many of the cempany
with us that only a little room was left tor
other passengsrs, of whom thero were
about fifty. There toemed rather n
strikingly large proportion of old women
among them. I think they were rather
ehockod at first nt the Idea of being on board
with so many aotors. bnt after a while they be-
gan to unbend, and I even heard one old lady
say, after several days, that there seemed to be
one or two rather nice looklag people in that
theatrical company. Another paaaengor even
nsked my son Laurence to eomo and lake tea
with hlra. which shows how much they melted
before the trio was over

"I think Americans will Ilka "Ilobosplerra."
Sardou. who knows as muok abtut the Frsseh
ltevolutionary period as any man in ths world,
put a great many charaetsrs Into It. and tha
result Is about eeventy figures on the stage,
Any other dramatist would havo been satisfied
to group ths peculiarities of these porsonages
In one or two roles : but Sardou knew them all
to well that he wauted to put them In by name;
ho we have an alrauat unprecedentedly long cast
My son. who Is nulr a beginner on the stage. Is
to take part In all of the productions exoept The
Hells." I expect great things of him some day
as a dramatist. 'Peter the Great.' whloh he
wrote for me, Is a beautiful play. It was not
liked ia London, beeause audleacat seemed to
think it toe morbid for sums reason or other:
but I am sure it would be admired here. His
last play is on a Scotch subject and it has just
bsen accepted by Itobert Tnber, who was
formerly a member of my company. I have
asked him to rejoia me noxt spring, and, un-
less he does that, he will produce his new play
this sesson in London."

Sir Henry Irving professed himself as pro-
foundly Impressed with the improvements
whloh and taksn place la New York since he
was hern last year, and he grew particularly
emphatic over the fact that he was able to
drive up Fifth avenue on the asphalt to his
hotel without being shaken up by the oobbie-ston- ss

as was necessary on his last visit.
Touching on othsr matters than his own, he

aid that the theatres of Germany were able
to perform Shakespearian plays more fre-
quently than those of this country or
England because they had municipal or State
aid. and that until some such aid was
secured hete. it would never be possi-
ble to produce the Shakespearean rlajs
frequently with profit : that the Theat-
rical Syndicate, so long as It was la sym-
pathy with the actor, was a good thing, because
tt combination could always accomplish more
than one man in the production of plays: that
the English are very anxious for American
support In the Transvsal War. and that "The
Gay Lord Ouer." "Hearts are Trumps.'
"King John?l and "The ltoyal Family" at the
Court Theatre, were just now reigning Lon-do- a

suceessss.
"I was surprised to a 'nr someone say not

long ago." Sir Henry said, "that no American
aotor had aver been successful in Kagland
financially, however ho may have been praised.
I know the abeutdlty of this story. I know
that Booth made money, as did William J.
F'lorence and Barney Williams, and alto that a
certain lady named Mary Anderson, who hap-
pened to be acting In my theatre, played many
profitable engagements. The same thing was
true of Augustin Daly in London. I know these
facts from mv own knowledge Nnt Goodwin
was not only highly successful !n"An American
Clti7en" from an artistic standpoint, but wade
money as well " Mr, Goodwin, who had come
In to pay Ills respects to Sir Henry a few
moments before, modestly admitted that this
wss true.

Sir Henry said that this season his tour
would be confined to "The Marchnnt of
Venice." "The Bells." "The Amber Heart"
and "Nance Oldflelrt" In addition totheSnr-dni- i

play. In 'Tho Amber Heart" and
"Nance Oldfleld," Miss Terry, who Is
said to be In excellent health, appears without
Sir Henry Irvine Hn quite cleared nwny any
Impression that this might be Ills Isst Ameri-
can tour by saying ho expected to come hack
frequently in the future. While he waa at hit
hotel yesterday, tha crowd at the Knicker-
bocker Theatre to buy ssats for the first week
was long enough to strsteh as far as Sixth
avenue on tho Thirty-eight- h strset side of the
building.

The Legislature l'nsaes a .lolnl Resolution
I'riilslng Him (or His Work In the Navy
-- Despatch from Dowry Reiid-Para- ile.

Atlanta. Oa.. Oct. JC Novtr In the history
of Atlanta has any individual recelvod such a
spontaneous and continued ovation as that
tendered y to Lieut. Thomas M. Brumby,
Dewey's (lag lleutonniit nnd a native Georgian.
It is estimated that 40.000 strangers wore In
the city to see the hero of the hour, and the
streets and Stato Fair grounds from early
morning were n surging mnss nf humanity.
Lieut. Brumby was escorted, at I0il5 o'clock
this morning, to the Stato Capitol, whern the
sword presentation on behalf ot tho State was
to take place. He was presented to Gov,
Chandler by Mr. Hoke Smith, and next to Mrs.
Chandler by tho Governor himself.

An informal reception was then held.
Supreme Court Judges. State Houto officials,
members of the Legislature, the Governor's
staff and many other prominont Georgians
being presented to the officer. Lieut. Brumby
shook bands with all and modestly listened to
tho words of pralto that were showered upon
him. When this ceremony wns over the
Governor took tho Lieutenant's arm and
etartod for the chamber of Representatives on
the floor above. Members ot tho Reception
Committee and others who formed a part of
tho escort fell in bsblnd.

When tho distinguished visitor was admit-
ted to tho House where wore assembled mem-bar- s

of both brandies ot tho Legislature, a
great cheer nroae. Tho crowded galleries
added enthusiasm to the welcome. It was an
ovation. No less spontaneous was the otit-but- st

that greeted thu appearance of the
Lieutenant's agod mother. As she wnlked
down the nlsle on the arm of her son, Capt
Brumby of Athens, every person In the hall
stood up and cheered with a y.est that brought
color to her cheek, and h proud light to her
eyes. The Legislature passed a joint resolu
tlon as follows- -

"Be it resolved by the General Assembly of
Georgia, in joint ssstlou assembled, that this
body herewith extend Its welcome to Lieut.
Thomas Brumby upon hie return to his home
and State, upon which he has reflected undy-
ing fame and honor, In scenes of danger end
death he has conspicuously illustrated ths
true type of the Southern hero. No honor can
he bestowed on gallant Tom Brumby whloh
lie does not rlohly merit and is not entirely
worthy of. Therefore, we welcome him to our
btate. our homes nnd our hearts."

J hoie present then went to the stand nutslde
the Capitol, where the Hon Clark Howell read
the following telegram received from Admiral
Dsvvoy;

"I rejoice thst the Stato of Georgia, whloh
gavn such loyal support to the Government
during the late war with Spain, la now honor-
ing one of ita most gallant tone, Lieut. Brumby,
for his brave and conspicuous servloes during
same period "

While we may differ
about my personal achievements. I will only
say that I did what I could. I desire to thank
the committee for what It has done in connec
lion with the presentation of the sword. As
