Probably the latest aceount of the territory
over whicli the Britinh Horr war s going on wans
written by the Untied  States  Consul Geperal
at Cape Town. Jdames G Stowe e made a
tour of Inspection theough Cape Colony, Natal,
the Orange Free State and the "Tranavaal, and
embodied Nis observations in n ropors o the State
Department, dated 150, and entitled,
omn fal Development of South Afrlen ™

He travelled thest from Cape Tawn o Kinberley,
84T miles  The Journey consumed two  davs
and one night and was made i ooe of the dom-
partment cars which in South Afrlea take the
place of sleaping and dining vars AL night he
had “a bed consisting of one shest double, one
small pillow noid two blankets mnde up” Lo whivh
