can be as completely downtrodden. JVfobs was
a convlvlnllty personified compared to this
beautiful nnd clever actress, Only In the earlier
portion of the prologue ot " More Than Queen"
is Joirphine anything but disheartened. This
was the only part ot the drama in which Miss
Arthur was a little lacking. She was not In anr
sense bad here, but her gayoty seemed some-
what forcod. This defect was forgotton long
before tho final curtain.

An actress who closoly resembles Miss
Arthur In appearance and abilities has figured
In New York's theatricals during the pAetwoek.
This Is Hlancho Walsh, playing Fanny Daven- -

port's Sardou repertory at the CI rand Opera
House. Miss Walsh had been an artiste of ac-

cepted capabilities for some tlmo when she
Joined the Empire Theatre Company two years
ago. Hr only part while thero was ns the re-

vengeful peasant woman In "ThoConnnernrs,"
which she acted with no amount of force
that brought her a step forward. That
name season she headed on division of
Frank Mordaunt's summer stock oompany
at the Herald Square and Columbus. It was In
this engagement thnt she brought horaelf Into
artistic prominence. As the lYitinfetf Ztcka
In " Diplomacy," she not only showed hornalf
the possessor of the same sort ot power as that
of Julia Arthur, but to bo a thoughtful origina-
tor. This Sardou adventuress Is familiar to usas
a heartless, nchemlne woman, a manner of Im-

personating by which Rose Coghlnn added to
her reputation. Miss Walsh showed n
eympatnetlo side to the woman's nature
and nt the same tlmo lost none of
her power In the rot. It was then that
the death of Fanny Daveaport left a plaeo
to be filled on our stage. In certain phases ot
acting Miss Walsh Is Mis Davenport's equal.
This Is shown in the Sardou repertory. Last
season Miss Walsh played Ofcipitfrn through-
out the countrr. but did not bring It to New
York. This part must have suited her. It
brings into uso all th vengeful nature which
Miss Walsh can dsplct so wall, without requir-
ing comedy. The look ot lightness was the
fault In her performance of Fiona In "I.a
Tosca" Inst week. Her heroines In

nnd "Fedora" were excellent.
Alice Nielsen hax the youthful lines of figure

that make her as well adapted to masculine
dress as to the customary garb of her own ex.
In "Tho Singing Girl" at the Casino most of
nor time Is spent In breeches, nnd the audience
finds that earb a positive charm. One of those
comic opra complications which has unsexed
temporarily so many of Its characters leads
Miss Nielsen to become hsr own brother In a
Jiffy, but evidently nut unexpectedly, ns she
has a suit ot green cloth at hand, nnd assumes
It with the familiarity ot what usod
to he called a lightning change nrtlst.
That accomplishment is part of every
comic opera prima donna's duties now,
and Miss Nielsen has ncqulred It. The boy's
tight green suit Is one that few women or. the
stage could wear with the graeo and beauty
Miss Nielsen shows. None of tho Insistent
feminine curves that usually make this at-

tempt a failure destroy the slcndcrtymmotry
of the little woman, who mannges to look no
more than slxtaon. although there aie good
reasons to believe thnt she must be more than
that. It Is the delightful air of extreme
glrllshness and Infnntllo confidence that
seems to be Miss Nielsen's greatest
charm, and In that particular she Is
unlike any other woman that the comio
opera stnge her has known. If the con-
ditions were different in this country she
would be put Into the riskiest sortof operetta,
and her own culleloss manner would be util-
ized to Its ultimate extent by Its contrast with
the words she uttered. That la what she would
do In Paris, but here, appealing to a healthier
taste, her peculiar charm Is delightful enough
In Itself. Miss Nielsen's suddenly acquired
mascullnltv continues during another act with
slight Interruptions. She Is a bridegroom
at first In white satin and silver steel so becom-
ingly rlacad In the man's dainty dress as to
prove that the rule must bo true which holds
that women never look their best In male

Miss Nielsen Is such a strking exception
to it that the general rule must hold. This net
brings a return to the peasant costume of tho
Danube country. In which the actioa of th
oparetta passes,

"The Singing Girl" doe not reveal Miss
Nielsen In as many guises as sho wore in "The
Fortune Teller " Tlut it has tho advantago of
keeping her during most of the time In the
costume to which she Is most suited. She
would bo an Ideal heir for "The I.lttle Duke."
who has not been reptcsented here In years by
nny but women of pronounced and uncontrol-
lable avoirdupois If I.arocq'e opera were ever
sung Miss Nielsen would be nil admi-
rable central figure for Its intrigue, which de-

pends so essentially for Its success on tne person
of the woman who undertakes to represent It.
Barely Is the appearance ot youth added
to sufflelently developed talent with such
success as it is In Miss Nielsen's case. So that
part of the publlo which complains that bulk
and corpulency are neccsi-ar- features of tho
siicosssful comio opera prima donna should see
this . nger, who looks and acts llko n child In
ceiiniti precocious phases and yet has tho
rou'lne necessary to hor calling.

Clara I.lpnian has hitherto confined herself
to depleting that Intense femininity which Is
revenled by billowy lingerie silk stockings
nnd nn uncontrollable disposition to shoot
her toes into the nlr. This last ten-
dency Is as strong with Miss I.lp-ma- n

be, certn'nly manages It with greater caro than
any of her kind. This has to end with the first
act. Sh next enters In th costume o' a young
Tarlsian. Sho wears a silk hat.
a mouse-colore- d frock coat and trousers of the
same material, which seems of a clinging, con-
fiding nature. A short blnok wig ot straight
hair covers her customary hend-drat- In this
rig she Is scarcely recognizable. The audience
has heard of her Intention to goto tho bar-
racks, but Is astonished nt the change In the
appearance of the attractive young woman who
lias j'ust bnen giving the alluring performance
ot a gay young Pailslan ns tho I.lpman teeth,
tho I.lpman petticoats nnd the I.lpman
toes can do It. She lo'iks llko an extremely
healthy and anomalouslv well-fe- d supernum-
erary who had strayed over from "Children of
tho Ghetto " The audience has barely time to
accustom Itself to this sight before another Is
ready.

his death. Tho scenes showing the (Ate

In tho Place de la Concorde, and the conven-
tion of July, 17(13, are said to be marvels of
stago management, ns well as dramatically ex-

citing. Miss Terry acts the aristocrat. Ctarimt
ill' Malncan, the mother of Robespierre's son.
Hho at first believes that the tyrant is plotting
for tho ruin of her son, her nlocc and horaelf.
but finally comprehends his sincerity in try-
ing to savo them from the guillotine. The
translation of the clay, which was written by
Sardou In French, though tt has aevor been
noted In that language, was made by Laurence
Irving, the great actor's son.

' In Vercclll In 184,1, 1 made my debut as an
opera conductor. 1 gave concerts at Turin, Arona,
and Vorcso after the seuson, and returned to
Milan, accepting nn engagement to conduct at
tho Teatro Ho. In thoso days u conductor wns
obliged lo bo a violinist, nnd to play hlmrclf all
the solos. My greatest success was Invariably
in tho celebrated solo of Verdi's, 1 'Lnmbardl '
With llolteslnl 1 vlsilcd nil tho principal cities of
Italy, giving concerts, nnd meeting with great
applnuse, particularly in our duet 'La Festa degll
Zlngari ' Inspired with success and ambition,
wo mado up our minds to turn our steps toward
England, the country where, In thoso days, Italian
music and musicians were suro of a welcome.
Fate, how over willed otherwise. Don Frnnusco
Marty de Torrens, tho rich Cuban Impresario,
offered us both engagements to go to Havana,
Dottesini as double boss, and myself ns conductor.
We sailed from Genoa on Sept. .1, 184.0, and, after
a voyage of two months, arrived thero to find the
theatre where we were to hare performed in ruins,
from the effect of a cyclone. Don Frnnilsco was
not the man to allow such a trifle to Interfere wllh
his plans. Ho very soon found refuge for tho
eplendld company of artists he had collet ted, and
wo wero all soon In working order. Here for a
moment 1 must pause to pay a tribute to that com-
pany 1 have conducted In all tho principal
theatres of Europe, and with all the Irest artists,
but an ensemble so excellent 1 have seldom corns
ncross. Sleffenone, Bosio nnd Tedesco were the
three prima donnns; Snlvl nnd Jrrcmla llettlnl,
tenors, lladloli, Ueneventnno, baritones; ifarlnl,
tho famous basso; there was an excellent or-

chestra, in which the double bass was played by
Buttcsini.
