Teats Outside the Mook by the Massnchusetts
and New York— An Interferance Station
on Khore Interrupin Communiention,
but Laventor Says He Can Provent This,

The teat of Mareoni's wiraless telography
was concluded yestorday aftarnoon as far ne
the sxperiment applies to United States war-
I!‘l|l-.‘ The testsa were made on the cruiser
New Yor¥ and the battieship Massashu-
Aslts by a special commisslon appointad by the
Navy Department. Tho commission consisted
of Lieutenant-Commandor J. 1. Newton, Liaut,
Juhn B Dlish and Lieat, F. G. Hill. Mr.
Mareoni conduoted the expariments on board
the New York wunder the direction of
Lisutenant-Commnantiar Newton, Lisut. Hill
wns on  the Massachusotts, and Lisnt
Bltsh was ot the Highlands of Naveaink,
where a wirsless telegravhy apparntus had
baen sot up for the purposs of Interrapting
massages aent Lelwesn the Naw York and
Mnssnchusetta,  The Interferenes apparatus
on the Highlands consisted of 0 150-foot vars
tical wire trieed up on a pole. To tho foot of
this wire a Marcon| telegraphing Instrument
wans attachead so that when o messags was sont
from the Naveaink station It would Interrupt
any messages belng sent at the samo time
within the radial elecumterences of tho electri=
en! wanves produced Ly the soniding of the mes-
mnge,

The two warships laft thelr nnchorage off
Weat Thirty-fifth strest on Monday lorenoon
and went down tho Lay, where the tents wars
begun, On the way measages wore exchanged
sucecasfully and to tho expressed satistaction of
thecomminaion.
