Herman Warawivrlak, the converted Jew, who
waa restored to membrrahlp In tho Fifth Avenue
Presbyterian Church, after a atormy meeting; of
the Bcjwlon on 'lhursday night, Nov. 2, thinks,
now that he haa been cleared of all the charges
against him, he la entitled to remuneration for
what he has suflcrcd In mind and reputation
during the last two jeara He calculates that
about SoO.000 will bo aufllrJent to repair the dam-

age done to him, and aa an extra Inducement for
the church people to come to a epeedy settlement
he offers to resign from the congregation, to which
he has Just been restored, aa noon aa a favorable
answer Is made to his proposition. In addition,
it Is said by certain friends of his that he will Insti-

tute a ault for damages againat the Iter. Dr.
Srhauuler. who began the proceedings against
him, and another ejralnst tha City Mlulon Tract
Society

After hearing of his vindication by the aeaalon
of the Fifth Avenue Church, Warstawlak aent
the following letter to William Irwin, chairman
of the committee which drew up the resolution
exonerating him:

nnd two ihildren Dr Patterson, who has de-
fended mo throughout, has autlered with me.
Ills championship ul my cause cost him the pul-
pit of the Host llarlem Preabyterlnn Church."
