Whenever theru Is n fire
close to the elevated road w hav to us tho
structure. I'rom tho elevated road streams
can be thrown into th burning building that
do great execution Now If there Is that third
rail charged with electrlolty to the extent
of perhap thousands volts, ono can readily
underatand th position of ths firemen. We
must use the lvatd road at alt large P. roe
that may occur along Its route because it Is so
close to th bulldlags. I have looked at the
matter from every standpoint and I can nrrtve
at only on conclusion, nnd that is that ths In-

terests of property owners along th lines of
th road will be at stak and tho lives of Aro-

ma will be put la jeopardy with this third
rail ayatem,

"It has bssn suggested that In case of a fir
near the road, If th firemen wish to use ths
structure, th power In th third rail could be
shut off. Thla would be very well It It could
be don quickly aad without great incoaven-Isn- c

to the travelling public: but if It becomea
necessary to shut down the power of nn entire
line like, say, the Sixth avenue road. It will
stall cara from one end to another. At present
when tbe department uses th structur
and stops th cars, the tins Is not
tld up but th trains aro switched
at some point north or south of the fire. The
members of thla department go tonnyextrem
Id th saving of life and property, hut when It
com to handling or working alnagalde of a
third rail under such a ohnrge of electricity It's
n different mntter.

Mr. Croker'aldeaof the danger to life of th
third-ra- il system is evidently not based on In-

As a matter of fact, electric traction
equipment la America hasn't teen reduced to
a stnndard In which no currant of higher In-

tensity are used thaa from 500 to.Viti volts In
tbe operating parts. The third rail ou
the elevated will probably carry no higher cur-
rent than thla, nnd although there are rec-
ords of few peraons having been killed by
audi ft current. It Is positively asserted by
experts thnt each of these tv.is suffering from
heart trouble and thnt no human being in nor-
mal condition waa ever killed or aerlously In-- I

An officer of ths eoinrany snld yoterday that
Price had confessed at th tlrno of his
arrest that he had been stealing stamps
for several weeks, and after he was
confronted with the knowledge that
the officers already had. he confessed further
thnt he bad begun to Inks stamps aa far back
na laat April. Price admitted that he hsd
taken, about tl.'OO worth. so this
ofilclal of the company said, but th
company believes thnt he took nesret $10,000
worth. There was nn way of ascertaining
quickly how much lie did tak. Price waa pro-
moted to the d a;o of Chief Clerk of th Insur-
ance Department on Jnn 1 of thi year.

In thnt department nil of the policies wer
passed and written nnd Internal revenu
stamps had to he nfllxed to each at ths rate of
HO cents for each $1,000 that the policy rep-
resented Ten or tvvolv t usand dollars
worth of stamps ware used eaoh month.
