Park, ona of tha
bneterlalogints to the Board of Health, and by
Dr. Fitzpatriok, bactoriologist at Quarantine,

Dr. Park is dolng his work in the Inboratory
of the Wilined Parker Hoapital, at the foot of
East Sixtoenth strest, Dr Park made a re-
rort yestorday afterncon to Dr, Horman M,
T Chinkrman of this Board of Conaultation of
the Quarantine Btation, and Dr. Blggs made
the following statemant, based on that roport
and hils own examination of the sgooimens -

“The bacterlologionl examination thus far
made by Dr. P'ark shows apparontly that the
eontents of the hroken<down huboes do not
contain any living germs, It I8 posrsible that
some may dovelop lntor In the eultures which
have beon thken. Thagraauits aof the micro-
Keopieal exnminations were aleo rathor tioga-
tive, Thewe nognthve results are such as might
be expected in the plagus ot the stags of the
tisease presented in the men, and would bo
very unusunl fn any other eondition,  They
therelore afford some eonflematory evidonce
A& Lo the existence of the plagua,”
