ONE BOY SHOOTS ANOTHER.

ClIAltLES ItALFSnn 1TAB SllOOTlXO
irATEtt EATS.

He Hnd a Flobert Illfln nnd Standing Back
In the Ilnorwny of it Hhnty Took Aim
nnd Fired .fust n Albert ltnitler Pasted
--The Hinnll MUille Mny t'nuse Death.

Albort Dassler. 1H years old. of 334 East Ninety-t-

hird street. Mnnhattnn.woa shot nnd probab-
ly fatally wounded on Herrlnn's Island in the
Kast Itlvor off the Btelnway shoro yesterday
nltcrnoonnt :M) P.M.. by Charles Hallnor.
lOyearsold. of 33H Enst Nlnoty-thlr- d street.
Manhnttnn. Tho wounded boy wa sent to St.
John's Hnspltut. Long Island, City and Halfnor
wns locked up In the Astoria pollco station.

Two pnrtle of boys started out In rowboats
from tho foot of l'.nt Ninety-thir- d street early
In tho afternoon bound for Herrlnn's Island.
In ono boat w nro Hasslor nnd Albert Flnncgnn
of 1183 First nvonuo nnd Louis Homestead of
First nvonuo and N'lnoty-thl- street. In tho
other boat woro Halfnor, Michael Joyco of 311
llust Nlnoty-thlr- d street nnd another boy
known n "Long Tom," who lives In Ninety-thir- d

strcot near First nvenuo. Whon the
boats reached tho Island Hnsslcr and his two
friends started along the shoro to dig snnd.
worms lor bait, whllo Halfnor and his compan-
ions went up along a high bluff on tho Island
to tnko n position to shoot water rnts that In-

habit nstono wall or collection of rocks at tho
base of the bluff.

Tho pollco wero unablo to learn just how
many shots wero fired or who fired thorn nil.
Hnlfnor, however, admitted, according to
Borgf. Carroll of tho Astoria police station, that
he shot Ilaslor, but said that tho shooting
wns accidental. He stated to tho sergeant that
ho was standing back In tho doorway of nn
old shanty on the Island when ha took aim and
fired. Just then Ilnsster appeared In rnnso of
tho weapon, which was n Flobert rlfln
of nnd tho bullet entered
hi abdomen on the right side. Tho
boy fell to the sandy bench and
wa unable to get up. Halfnor did not
stnte what bocimo of the other members of
Isvth parties, nnd Hergennt Carroll rofusod to
allow tho boy prisoner to bo Interviewed. At
all ovcnts.Halfner said that he. unaided, carried
the wounded boy down to one of tho boats and
started to rowncross to MufT' bonthouse on
the Stelnwny shore alone. He accomplished
the trip In nbout hnlf nu hour, nnd n man
helped lilm lift Hastier nut of the boat nt the
float nm! carrr him In Hnlph Pnul' drug store
111 Stelnvvnv nvenue. near the Old llowery Hay
road, and ntiout three-quarter- s of a mllo from
the bonthouse

Polleoiuan Finch rowed over to the Island to
get the rllle with which the shooting was done
Hnllner sais he ilropp-'- the weapon nt the
shanty, but the pollcemiin was unable to find
It, nnd It Is Biips)sed Iho other Imy carried It
off. No cartridges were found on Hnlfncr
when he wn searched ntthe pollco station nnd
he told the ikvIIco that II was his last cartridge
that wounded llassler. ....
