3. Thousands of times correspondents have
Inquired as to the existing wints, but In no
case have they reorived Information, even '

though nt a crisis of peculiar nood, becauso the
object was to show that It Is safe to trust in
Ood alone.

j 4 Reports of the work have been annually
published, and, no doubt, havo largely
prompted gifts; but, oven these cannot ac- - ,

oount for the remarkable way In wh'eh tho
i work has botn supported. And, at times, in '

order to show that dependence wasnotplaoed I

on tlicso reports, they wore Issued In one ens i
for over two years, yet there was no cessation i

of supplies.
R. The colncldencos between the need and i

the supply can be accounted for on no law of
chance or awakened publlo Interest. In thou-
sands of cases tho oxact sum needed, or exact
supply required, has been received at the exact
tlmo when needed, and when it was Impossible
that donora could havo had any knowledge of
the facts.

I) The faots spread over too long a time and
fill too broad a field of dutnlls to allow of an
easy dismissal ns due to a wide advertising sys-
tem. Mr. MQllcr had over fifty thousand

cases of definite prayer for definite
blenslngs, and nt equally definite answers.

7, Many Interpositions and dellveraneea were
lndejendent of human gifts altogether, as on
one occnslon when a break In the heating
apparatus necessitated a uew boiler. No sooner
had the repairs begun than a severe north
wind set In which risked the health and even
tho lives of ovor four hundred orphans living In
tho house, which there was no other mode of
heutlng. Mr. Mailer carried the case to the
Father of the fatherless, and the wind shifted

Ood only was
appcalod to, nnd novor but twice was It noedtul
to postpone a meal, nnd even then only for halt
nn hnnrl How could oven direct nnd
ntlc appeals to tho publlohave brought supplies
for nearly twenty-fiv-e hundred orphans and
holicrs with such regularity for all thoas

ars?
0 Again let it be noted that tho supplies

nlwnvB kept pace with growing wants. Mr.
Mllllcr begun on tho most modest scale, and
tho orphnn work was only tho last of
partments of the work. Can It he aocounted
for on nny purely natural basis that the popu-
lar heart and puree, without even full Informa-
tion of tho progress of the five-fo- ld enterprise,
n sponded regularly to its clafms ?

10. Again, many a crisis which was abso-
lutely unknown to contributors, was met suc-
cessfully hy adequate supplies, without which.

11. Again. Mr MQllcr found that his rela-

tions to Ood always determined tho measure of
his help from men! that is to say, unless his
fellowship with his heavenly Fatherwaa closely
maintained, all else went wrong. The more ab-

solute his depe ndenco on Ood, his separation
unto Him and his (alth In Him. the more abund-
ant and mnnlfeetHls deliverances, bo that as
he became tho more Independent of man the
more ho received from Ood through man.

on a large scale, by faith In the living Ood:
that ho ban only to trust nnd pray nnd obey
nml Ood will prove Ills own faithfulness The
reports published worn with enV reference to,
the work already done, nnd beciuso donors
were entitled to such knowledge of the way In
which their money wns expended. Mr MOller
never used his repo-t- s as nppenls for help on
work yet to be begun or carried on Nor wis
his personal presence or Influence necessiry.
for he travelled for elch'eon venrs In forty-tw- o

countries, seldom mentioning his great works
and never except nt urgent request : nnd dur-
ing nil this time the work went on Just as w hen
at home.

The dnlty receipt of coin for redemption U stead-
ily Inacsslrg In volume, yrt the clerical force
engaged In this branch of the Government service
has not been augmented In some years. Tbe
enormous sums ot money dally received must
be finally disposed of within the office working
bouts of the day upon which It la placed on tlie
tables of the counters In the special branch of
the I'nlted States Treasury known as the Division
1 1 Issues. It Is In denominations of dollars, half
dollars, quarters, dimes, nickels and rents, and
Is counted by four women clerks, who hare, so to
epeak, grown up In the biudness. Thrlr deftness
In counting and expertnres In separating the
defreUve from the gxl coin are simply marvellous
to the onlooker, and the lightning raiildlty vslth
which they brush the various denominations
