Mr. Mayer, who Is an optician at 1 Union
Bqunre, hired n victoria from tho Waldorf
stabtos in .Seventh iixenua, nnd took his wlfu
nut it little after 11 o'clock for a drlu In tho
Park. Their driver was William Whlto of ,'IXI
West Forty-thir- d street. While they wero
coming down the east drive, near Beenty-nint- h

street Whlto suvs he doesn't know
how it happened and tho Mayers nre sure
that thoy do not tlio horso tossed Its head
from one side to the other nnd down, nnd prob-
ably broke the throatlatch.

Dr Kendrlok wns one of the best known
physicians In America, nnd formerly a

professor In the Eclectic Modlonl College nt
Chicago, He wns called to Washington In tho
Civil War at tho request of President Lincoln
nnd took a placn In tho modlcal staff of tho
army. He was stricken In Washington with
pneumonia, nnd lifter a brief Illness wat pro-
nounced dead. Tho body was shrouded, It
was about to bo shipped to Indianapolis when
Dr. Kendrlok suddonly returnod to life.

Dr Kendrlok snld that ho had died. He felt
his spirit leave his body nnd past out of the
room through tho solid wall. It was met on
thooutsldo by an nngolnnd conducted swiftly
through spaeo for a great distance. It was
then tnken to henven by two other angels
Tlicro Kcndrlck saw beauties Inconceivable to
mortal eye. Ho met nnd talked with old
friends from Indiana. He won enjoying celes-
tial happiness whon the angel again sped
awny with his spirit, this tlmo returning to tho
room in which the corpse Iny. The sensation,
he snld. when the spirit entered the dead body,
wn not pleasant.

Dr. Kcndrlck wa a wnrm friend and personal
advlerof Bishop Taylor, the Methodist mis-
sionary and explorer ot Alrlca.
