Lonexzo Manquee, Deo. B —A enrreapondant
with Commandant Cronje, dat'ng his despateh
Jueobadal, Nov, 30, deseriben the Modder Kiver
battia. He says:

The baitia is considered by tha loers to have
been one of the flercest conteats they ever ex-
porlenced. Commandant Cronjs commanded
the Trausvaal foroes, and It was his right wing
which sustained almost solely the f(earful
attaok of the British right thronghout the day.

tentimony had been taken, but no semblanee of
order had been followed ; It had no connestion
with anvthiog In particalar. If the entire
testimony of the week weres put together
in & book and glven to the oleversat man that
evor lived to road, unlesa ha had soms previous
knowledge of the ense, he might read ft from
end to end and never anspaet that he wns
roading the evidencs In a morder trial. Aslde
from the oponing address of Mr. Oaborne Lhere
has besn no evldencs that n murder was coms
mitted. Tha lnck of order in the condoct of
the trial in woorresdented. That it (s possible
ta give an intelllgent description of what moss
on Is dues entlealy 1o the fact that for & year the
case has boen In the public mind and the mala
features of it have been threshed over snd
over in the newspapers.

This letter was writtoa on egg blue paper
with nthrepcrescent monogram ot the top
The prosecution his asserted that the letter
sgned H. Corninh and iotiers slgued H. C. Bar-
pet written on this paper were written by
Molioenx and that he was the only man who
ever wsl or ever had  paper of this
kind. Tne admission yesterday came
when Mr, Usborne prosanted to Willlam J.
Kinslsy, the haondwriting cxpert who was
on the wstand, the origlnal letter guoted
above, Mr Kina'sy was askad to say whether
1t waus inthe baudwriting of Molineux. Whils
he was look.ng at it Mr Weekaand Mr. Battle
and Molineux, their elient, talked together,
Defore Kinstey replisd Mr. Weaks arose and
sald: “Thern & no pecensity to question the
witneas atont that letter., We admit that b
was written by the defondant,”

The admission took the prosssution off ite
feat. Molineuxand his connael seemed to en«
jor the confumon that it caused, Right here
It may be sald that this latter 15 in the matoral
haniwriting of Molineux, which, to the ordi-
nary observer at least, (s totally volike the
style of handwritiug fo'lowed In the othsr
lettors. The remedy naked for in n salve manu-
facturad by & mun named Burna in Columbus
avenne, The ‘mporianes of the admission lies
only In the question of the paper on which It
waswritten, and that fact Indicates that the
lawyers ha'leve they oan prove that other per-

The assertion that created a sensation was &
virtun! declarstion on the oart of lartow B,
Weeks, Mollnous's caunsel, that when the time
eame he would produss handwriting samples
thut were unquestinna'ly those of the man
who addresssd the pol-an paokage and that he
wonld prove who that person was, The sssers
tion was made In the course of an argument
over the eamparison of the handwriting of var-
lous letters that hod heen offersd in evidence.
