Hlldyard's brigade was ordered
to advance and cross the bridge with the ob-
ject of capturing tho kopjes on the north sldo
of tbe river. A cavalry tr gade one thousand
troag with ono battery of artlllory was sent to

the extreme right flank for the purposoof en-
filading the bridge.

The naal guns orcnod flro nt 0:45 A. M.
There was no reply at flist. Then a heavy
mu.ketry fire opened from behind Fort Wylle.
Th8onthnnd I'ourteenth butteries under
Col. Ijongttero with n WH yarls of the Boer
rifle pi's.

Stocks recovered violently yesterday. Th
Treasury's arrangomont to Increase tha
