WAaitiNOTorr, Dec 20. That there waa
ground for the fear nf people on the Atlantic
coast that .Spain would send a naval force to
attack their cities, while the American fleet under
Sampson wan blockading Santiago harbor, I

shown clearly by official communications of the
Spanish Government which have become public
through Hear Admiral Paseual Cervera. Thene
communications have been translated from Span-
ish I nto English under the direction of Commander
nichardson Clover, U. S. N., Chief ot the Office
of Naval Intelligence.

In the early part of the war there waa consid-
erable uneasinrm over the possibility of the den-ce-

by a Spanish squadron on American coaat
cities. Hoston was particularly alarmed and
to ease the minds of her dtlrens, some of whom
had made appeal for protection, the Navy De-

partment sent the protected cruiser Columbia,
built for service aa a commerce dastroyer, to patrol
the Massachusetts coast. The Northern Patrol
Squadron, consisting of the protected cruiser
San Francisco, and four converted ocean liners,
the Prnlrlc, the Dixie, the Yankee and the Ymemlte,
had been formed also for the protection of the
twist and the coastwise trade between the capes
of the Delaware and Dar Harbor, Me.
the Dodger and the Southerly were assigned
to scouting duty. How neatly this slight force
came to having an engagement with a Spanish
squadron.

Camera a
naval force had then been assembled and equipped
and he waa directed on May 27 to arrange for Its
immediate departure from I'adir for Las Palmes,
Canaries, where It was to lie divided Into three
divisions, one of which nat to attack American
rltirs. The text of the secret Instructions to
Camara Is imludcd in the volume edlled by
Cervrra, nnd telegrams explaining nhy Ihe
squadron didn't cross the Atlantic are made public
alto ( amara s on the point of departure
from Spain to iarry out the plans prepared by the
Spanish MlnlMrv of Marine when news came
from Manila which caused a revocation of his
orders and the Issuance of new Instructions for
him to proceed to the Philippines. Tho dates
and specific character of thene different orders
show that the Spanish Government was In earnest
In directing Camara to attack the American coast
and that nn bluff wan intended In ordering him
to the Philippines.

Tho announcement of tho offlolnts of tho
Frco Circulating Library thnt In order to keep
within their appropriation of city money they
would havo to close novernl branches of tho
library on Sunday wn met yrstordny by n
statement from Comptroller Coler. who nld
thnt ho would compel the library offlolalstokeep
their libraries opon on Sunday or. rather, would
cut off tholr appropriation nltogothor unless tho
libraries romnlnod opon ovory dny In tho week.
The Comptroller was hacked up In his position
by Corporation Counsel Whalen,

"If the trustees persist In their delermlna
tlon tn olose thn libraries on Sunday on tho
ground that their Income from thn city ha
been reduced wo shall cut off the appropriation
altogether." said Mr. Coler. "Thnt Is. wo shnll
continue tho appropriation provided tho
libraries orn kept open; If they nro olosed wo
shnll cut It off. It Is my opinion thnt the appro-
priation Is sufficient to Insure good servlco and
n healthy growth, both of which nre necessary.
I wish of course to be understood In thin mat-
ter, lor I nm by no means opposed to the alma
of frco circulating llbrnrlos."

Mr. Coler said that he know of no other way
nf compelling thn libraries to romatn open on
Sunday, a l hoy woro In no sense under tho con-
trol of the city.
