Chinthnn 1sland, the easternmost of the
Gulapagoes gronp, for which this Govern.

anil i the on'y eettled lsland in the archi-
pelago.  Fove years ago 230 persons lved

1t wou d updoubtedly be to our advans
tage to have a coaling station there, 1tis
nenrly 700 wiles from the muiniand, 3,000
miles “rom our nearcst Lervitory ol San
Diego, 4,000 miles from Honolulu and over
06,000 miles from cur conling =tation at
Pago-Pago.  Those distances show the geo-
praphiet] rolation between Chatham Isiand
and the nearest points where our warships
or merchant parcine can now coal In our
own porte. Dot the convenlonee it offers
will be much onbaneed when the eanal is
eut botween the ceeans, for the lsland will
he directly on the route hetween the canal
awl the South Paeitle and Australis and
within easy reach of all our vessels In the
Bouth Amerlean west coast trade,

The Galapagos [slands are the most nog-
lootedd In the Pacifte, though they wre
healthful, fertiie and eapable of supporting
n large population. They have not been
turnod te good account simply because
they belong to o little republic with no
money to spare for colonial enterprise.

The Bryan P'hillippine Programme,

The lne of condact in relation to the
Philippines, which ls proposed In the reso-
Juttons submiltted to the House of Repre-
wentatives by Mr. Winniays of Missisalppl,
indicates, no doubt, the policy which Mr.
Biavas will urge the Democratic National
Convention to embaody in (18 platform. The
WinLiaMs resolutions have po chance of
pectring the approval of Congress, and
even less chanee of galning aceeptance in
the rountry at large,

What Mr. WiLLiaMs proposes is that we
ghould  forthwith proclalm our formal
recognition of the right of the Filipinos to
national independs nes, and that we shou'd
then proceed, upon the establishment of
peace and the ihauguration of a constitu-
tional Government or Governments by the
people of the isiands, to withdraw our land
and sea forces. The only proviso suggestad
{sthat the Filipino Government or Govern-
ments ehould agree to refund the $20,000,-
000 pald by us to Bpain, to cede to
us In full sovereignty, ecertaln naval
statlons and to grant our people the per-
petunl right of free access to all the Filipino
porta,  Mr. Witniams would further have
us pledge ourselves for a term of ten years
%0 protect the Filipino Government or
Governments from forelgn aggression, on
eondtion that they shall entrust to us
during that period the exelusive manage-
ment of thelr forelgn relations, and defray
the cost of keeplng wilitary and naval
forees in the Phillppines or the adjacent
waters for protective purposes,

There is no doubt that AeurvarLpo and
the small body of fugitives who still attend
him would assent sagerly ta the condi-
tions which Mr. WiLniams would proposs,
in return for the concession of national
independence, The Insurgents have al-
ready framed and promulgated what they
call & constitution, and they would copse-
quently describo the ambulatory Govern-
ment, which & moving with AcrvimaLpo
from one place of refuge to another,
as constitutional. They would agree
to reimburse us for the $20,000,000
pald by us to Spain, becausa they could
enslly securo the money in the course of &
couple of years from the customs rovenues
of Maonila and other Filipino seaports.
They would agree, of course, to give us
two or more conllog stations becauss, at
present, they have nothing to give and
everything to gain; whether they might
not try hereafter to recover the coaling
stations on one pretext or another 1s a dif-
forent question. They would cheerfully
consent, moreover, to leave ths foreign
relations of the Phillppines in the hands
of the United Btates for a certain period
in return for the promise to shleld them
from forelgn aggression, because they
would thus be relieved from the cost of
creating and maintaining a conslderable
army and navy for self-defence, In a word,
AaviNavpo und his few remaining friends
would eonsent Lo anything, If thereby they
conld bring about the evacuation of the
islund of Luzon nod tho eity of Manila by
our army, and could #se themsalves trans-
formed from  hunted fugitives into the
absolute masters of the lives, libertles and
property of their fellow eountrymen,

Let us suppose that such a bargain wers
carried out, and that the last American sol-
dier wers withdrawn from Manila. What
trentment could ba lonked for by the great
majority of the inhabitunts of that large
and opulent city, who have been orderly
aned law-abiding during the last ten months,
minl have thus exposed themselves to
the cliarge of sympathizing with the Amor-
feans? We know what treatment they would
rocelve,  becanse  we  know  what  fate
has  befallon the inhabitants of interlor
towns who have welcomoed the American

soldiers, und subsequently  have been
loft nt the wmerey of the insurgents.
Within  twenty-four hours  aftor our

suldiors had departed, Manila would bee
come & shambles, and  wio should be
responsible for the blood of multitudes of
victims, guilty of nething but obhediones
toonr commanids and of reliance upon our
protectlon,  Neither ean it be thkon for
grantedthat, Inthe vindiciive and predatory

riles whitoh would follow our sbandonment
of Manlln, the property, or even the lives, of

rule. From the outset of Lthe proposed pro-
toutorate until it expired by limitation, we
whould be involved in conseless und serjons
troubles with forelgn powers, owing to
provooations which wa could neither pre-
vent nor remedy. In the end, we ahould
have upon onr consclencs the destruotion
of thousands of sducated and well-meaning
Fillpinos, who hsd mnade the mistake of
slhiowing us respeet and confidence during
our occupation, and we should probably
find ourselves entang'od In & war with one
or more forelgn Btates that could plausibly
charge us with conniviog at the conversion
of the Philippines inte lalrs of robbers and
pirates from whom neither property nor
Life was safe,

The sreuments for Mr. WILLIAMS'S pro-
posed  protectorate  wore answered in
advance by the President in his third
annual message. We cannot, sald Mr.
MceKiNLEY, accept responsibllity with one
hand, while, with the other we divest our-
fvlves of the power to discharge it.  IF wa
are to defend the Philippines from foreign
aggression, we must retaln the means of
preventing  the islanders from giviog
grounds for complaint and interposition.

The Great Nchool for
struction,

We are struck by the lntelligent diserimi-
nat'on with which the military movements
in Bouth Africaare discussed by newspapers
in all parts of this country. It contrasts
most fuvorably with much of the treatment
of the subject by even the most importint
of the English journals,

Tho ignorance of military conditions dis-
played in England, more espocially at
the heginning of the Boer war, even by
men and npewspapers of clvil consequence,
was often almost childish,  The fanciful
talea of terrible bayonet charges by the
British in these days of long-range and
quick-iring guna recelved eredence in such
quarters. The element of personal bravery
in Britishiofloers was made of capital impor-
tance In determining judgments as to the
outcome of engugements In whioh it was
displayed vainly, though actually In no ex-
trnordinary measure. It was alleged to be n
tradition of the British service that offlcers
shiould expose themselves recklessly, from
mera vaulty, though really, as sensibilo men,
they Indulged in no such foollshness it they
had had previous experience in war. The
casualties among them have not been
greater than they aro usually in modern
war or thun they seem to have been among

have surrendered and been taken captives
when further resistance wns hopeless, OCor-
taln regiments wore described as redoubt-
ablethoughiin action they were beaten, as
all troops, even the beat, whether of famed
or unfamed regiments, are liable to be
beaten.

The Englieh throughout have exhibited
an unfamiliarity with the actual conditions
of modern war, which would be sur-
prising, In view of the military expori-
ence of British troops, If their wars
for half a century past had not been
with savagies or semi<ivilieed peoples
only. They have not yet been taught the
lessons of bitter and strenuous war, but
continue to write and talk about it on the
strength of n purely imaginary cone ption
of battles, which ls far away from e Lrue
focts ns they are known to soldiers who
have been long engaged in praoctical fight-
ing. Inour own country, however, there
stilllremains o large part of the generation
which got its Instruction in war as it really
is during the terrible four years of the clvil
conflict—the greatest armed contest
of modern times, Mauy thousands of men
on both sldes who shared In the dangers
and exactions and tultion of that superia-
tive strain upon the military abllity of a
people still survive, and the momories of
the lnssons taught by it are burned into
their consclousness. They are the most
thoroughly seasoned veterans of war in the
world, for, as compared with our eivil con-
flict,the Franco-German war was only s briof
ordeal. They know that fighting practically
is something very different from the bat-
ties in pleture books or on the theatrical
stage. Whaon they read of the retreat from
Glencoe, the siege of Ladysmith and the
defeats of GATAORE, MeTHUEN and BuLLes,
they know from personal experience under
almilar clrcumsatances In just what condi-
tion the English are left after the engage-
ments, and no fanciful newspaper descrip-
tion ean produce In them any illusions as
to it or soften for them the harsh lines of
the pioture thelr porsonal experience of
war ensbles thelr imaginations to draw,
The stories of terrible bayonet charges did
not impose on their eredulity; they knew
better,

Consequently, thera Is now {n thiscoun-
try a great body of competent military
crities brought down from the Civil War
who are either writing for newspapors or
are instructing men who write for them
on this Bouth Afriean war, and they ure
increased by the younger generation of
Amerlean soldlers who had a chance to ses
what fighting actually is In the recent con-
fliot with Spuin or amid the unoxeelled dif-
flouities of the Philippine campalgns.

The Itallans In Egyp!.

The report that Italiun troops are o re-
lleve the British battallons in the garrisons
in Egypt, in order to allow the latier to
proceed to South Africs, Is too startling
o be belleved without confirmation, It
implies an understanding between Italy
and England, and, Indirectly, through
Tialy, between England and the Triple
Alllance, of & much more far-reaching
pature than has been genorally supposed,
It reveals, 0o, an unexpectsd weakness
in England’s military position in the Medi-
torranean, which will be noted by other
powors. Ono of the first who may be
expovted Lo protest against such o disturb.
anee of the existing condition of things in
Egypt s assuredly thoe Khodive's titnlar
suzernin, the Sultan of Turkey, and his
protest woulil probably have the support of
France and Kussia,

The position of England in Egypt has
never been repulaeized by any formal Eu-
FOpean colgress or convention; it has been
tolerated, the Khedive and Lis Governwent
being the ofticinlly recoguiwsd authority in
the eountry. The nssumption of o right to
transfor the military control of Egypt to
another Btate s another matter, and could
hardly be made uniess it has besn sanc.
tivnod by the other members of the Triple
Alllnpee, whieh remanine to be proved, To

Paving.

While the semi-offfoial bridge and tunnel
controveray is in progress botween mem-
bers of the city sdminlstration who are
agreod ns to the necessity of enlarged
means of communieation between New
York and Brooklyn but are at varianee as
to the form of such lmprovement whether
by bridgo apan or tunnel excavation, scant
attention is being shiown to the more urgent
need of better pavemsnts. There were on the
1st of January, 1809, 408 miles of paved
siroets ln Manhattan, B38 in Brooklyn, 61
in The Bronx, 448 in Queens; a total of
1,430 miles; and 470 miles unpaved, exclu-
sive of territory not graded and apened Lo
trafe, and oxclusive of the borough of Rieh-
mond.  On the 18t of January 30 per cent.
of the travelled streets within the Greater
Now York were unpaved and a like per-
centage, chiefly in Brooklyn, were paved
with cobblestone, gravel or brick.

The report of the Commissioner of High-
ways for the three months of July, August
and Seprembor, now at hand, shows tho
part of the paving work done during the
perfod possible for such work to be almost
imperespiible in amount. These are the
figures for new pavements laid ; ﬂmlutuu.
1.44 miles; In The Bronz, 4.07; Brooklyn.
2.77: and In the borough of Queens, 1.74;
a total of less than eleven miles of new
pavements In a year, & total by no means
commensurate with the increased demands
of trafMo, the enlargement of business, the
inersase in population and the expectations
of clty tuxpayers gonerally,
