was oier, the cavalry tarrying on for nome miles
and bringing in tho remainder nf fugitives, who
gave In at once when they heard the Khalifa
was killed.

And now for the most touching part of the
whole affair. leaving the troops In tho camp.
Wingate and his stall rode back tn the scene of
the fight to identify the body of Khalifa and make
quite sure that the rumor of his death was true.

In the centre of what was evidently tho main
attack on our right we came across n very large
number of boll all huddled together In a very
small place; their horses lay dead behind them,
the Khalifa lay dad on his turma,ot sheepskin,
the typical end of the Arab cibelkh who disdains
surrender; on his right was the Khalifa Aly
Wail llila, and on his left Ahmed 1'cdit, his great
fighting leader, while all around him lay his
faithful Kmlrs all content tn meet their death
whenhe ho1 chosen to meet his. Ills black
Mulamlrln, or bodyguard, all lay dead In a straight
line about forty yards In front of their master's
body with their faces (o tho foe ami faithful to
the iaat. It was truly a touching Mght and one
could not hut feel that however great beasts
he and they bad been In their lifetime, their end
was truly grand,

The net result of our four days' work had been
r7 miles marching In 03 hours. Including two ac-
tions, 1.000 enemy actually killed, somn 10.000
Prisoners, Including men. women, and children,
large numbers of rattle, arms. Ac, and the final
extinction ol Mahdlsm. Tho Sirdar's final words
to Wlngat" were, "Nip the head, don't follow
the tall" I think he can fairly claim to have
carried nut Ills orders

I must adil that our original force numbered
3.0HO and our losses were 31 killed anil wounded,
2 horses, 2 mules, and 0 ennuis killed and
wounded

Directly the moon rose on the night after the
fight, alttr hatiug made all arrangements irri
marching back the foroMo tho rittr by detach-
ments In tin- - most comfortable manner, and the
same for the bringing In of the largo number
of prisoners, the wafrlng of whom en route
would be somewhat dilllctilt, and having seen
that ths Dcnlsh leaders were decently burled
In respect for their gnat gallantry, Wingate
and myself rode olf tn the river, doing the fiO miles
In II hours. The samf night wn started south,
and next day In steamer managed tn flnLsli all
olllelal reports neenwary tn give to the Sirdar
on arrival at Khartotfm Wo only slopped there
a ton hours, and are now, as you sen by the
above address, on- - on bis way back to his ofllce
stool In Cairo, and the other to his ordinary work
In Dongota.

BOliK WAR'S SIDE LIGHTS.

nCOVTINQ W1XU AJlHOttKD TltAISH

from Katcourt, agrees with many critics nt homo
and abroad that .Natal is "the least suitable of
countries for armored trains," and proceeds to say;

riied aOalrs, though the best perhaps, that could
bedonelnaliurry. Imaglno a few Mu. boiler-plate- s

placed round the engine, and lint boglo trucks
boxed round neveii feet high with similar sheets
of Iron or steel, and roughly loop-hole-d the
wholo painted khaki and you have the armored
train. Thero Mug no doorways, to gel Inside
one of those oblong Iron boxes, which aro quite
uncovered at the top, you have to clamper up as
best you can, gripping tho loop-hole- s and exterior
fastenings. Tgrcss has to bo made in tho same
manner, They are all right against riflo fire,
except when In a cutting or passing tinder a bill,
when nn enemy might have you at his mercy by
firing down Into the trucks. II Is
a well known lesson, also, that an armored train,
except In an absolutely Hal country, Is un suited
for scouting or attack, unless backed and flanked
by a friendly force of cavalry and guns. Our
armored trains here aro unprovided with Maxims
or cannon."

In this letter he writes full account of the
armored train allalr In which Winston Churchill
distinguished himself. After describing bow
Churchill and tho others worked with might and
main, and how tho young correspondent accom-
panied the wounded In the train back to Trere,
he nays that from there the train went on to Hstcourt
but "Mr. Churchill, uftcr handing In his revolvor
and field glasses, said ho was going back tn the
pit no to assist tho w ouuded, and stand by the men.
Tho last seen of him was as ho trudged alone
awny down Into the arena of battle, where the
shot and shell were still screaming, splintering
rock and ploughing the ground. A few of tho
luckier fugitives passed him on the way, hut
failed to turn hlm back from his purpose."

Mr llurlelgri concludes his letter thus
"Hy way of finale, Is U not a little odd that the

War OUlce has forgotten to provide the officers
with a supply of military maps of Natal? It so
happens at the moment that even Colonels are
unable to procure trustworthy mans, either mil
itary or ordinary, for the good reason there aro
none left on stock anyw here."

There seems to be good ground for this com-
plaint about maps. T.arly last Monday morning
we got the meagre warolllco despatch announc-
ing natacres reverse. In this tho General said
he had been "misled" by guides. "Treachery"

TtiBAHVltT DEFICITS ABttOAD.

The Lack of at Surplus In Their Finances
Doesn't Ilother Knropeati Btntetmsn.

It has been announced that there is a deficit of
StB.OOO.OOO In tho ltusslan Government's Income
this year, the equivalent In ltusslan money of this
sum being 100,000,000 roubles. Tho ltusslan
system of finance Is somewhat vague In reference
to actual results, there being every year a for-

mal estimate of the prospective Government re-

ceipts ond expenses, and a subsequent discovery
that the receipts have fallen below tho estimate
made of them or that the expenses have gone
nbov e the estimate, the accounts showing a deficit,
which is carried over to the year succeeding.
Thus In 1801 the deficit was 700,000 roubles; in
lftor., 72,000,000; In 1800, 69,000,000; in 1897,
30,000,000; in 1898, 60,000.000. This year the
shortngo will l lOO.OOO.tHX) roubles, but the cir
cumstance Is not a disquieting one to the ltusslan
financiers, who appear tn take It as a matter of
course. Hussla imposes direct taxes on land,
licenses and capital Invested In business, ond ob-

tains lurthcr rot cnuofromlndlrcct taxes on liquors
(tho chief Item), tobacco, sugar, matches and
naphtha sold at retail within the empire, from
customs duties, stamp duties, and from the sale of
spirits hy the State -- what would be colloquially
calls 1 In this country a bar annex. The railroads
are run by tho Government, and the profits of tho
Post Office and Ihe telegraph servlco go Into the
Government revenues. Tho expenditures lncludo
two itoms which would probably bo regarded with
disfavor by American financiers; ono of thete is
"unpaid arrears," and tho oilier Is "unforeseen
expenses."

Hussla Is not the only European country In
which this Indefinite method ol government finan-
ciering prevails, and In which an annual deficit
Is regarded as a suggestion of what Is euphon-ousl- y

Portugal, a country having a smaller population
than tho Stale of Pennsylvania, has an outstand-
ing national debt cf M00,000,000, exclusive of a
floating debt ol about loo,ooo.00 more. Tho
expenditures of tho Portuguese Government
exceed the receipts, not occasionally, but always,
and during the lost eight years there has not Is en
one In which the disbursements have not been iu
exress oltho revenues.

That's Why the I'ubllo Ooein't Hear Mora
About the Work at Nnndy Jtook A
Now Itule, Now That Wo Have Some
Secrets About Guns Worth Having.

Nowadays very little news reaches tho publlo
about Ihe War Department's work at tho Sandy
Hook proving grounds, less news. In fact, than
during the war with Spain, when all visitors
were barred out of tho coast fortifications. The
reason for this Is that the new Secretary f War
believes that foreign military experts have been
profiting too much by the Information they havo
gained of our ordnance trials through tho reports
In tho newspapers and scientific Journals, and
so he has instructed offlcers of the army not to
discuss publicly matters connected with tho de-

velopment of our guns, shells and explosives.
The work al Sandy Hook goea on every day and
aomo highly Interesting tests of new ordnance
are made, hut Ihe officers ot the proving grounds
keep their discoveries a secret betneen themselves
and the Ordnance Department, and the only public
announcements of provlng-groun- work are
mado In Washington by the War Department,
What lillie newn Is given out nt Washington
Is already so well known by everybody who can
profit by It that It amounts to no news at all.

The rulo of secrecy was made by Secretary
Hoot alter ho hod read in the papers tbo reports
of a trial at the proving ground of a new form
of high explosivo shell. Olio of the Illustrated
weeklies printed an Illustrated story of tho trial
of this shell, over tho signature of a member of
the family of a prominent officer of the Ordnance
Department. Heforo Mr, Hoot entered Iho War
Department such a thing would havo passed
unnoticed, as tho Illustrated Journals frequently
printed articles about new ordnance written by
officers of tho army. Hut the now Secretary
said this must Mop. What Information the
Wor Department hail about discoveries In guns
and explosives was too difficult to learn to go
tell all the world about It. A short while alter
this Mr. Hoot mado a visit to Sandy Hook to
witness anothtr trial of the high explosive shell.
lis then personally asked Major Heath, tho com-
manding ntflcer at tho proving grounds, to see
that all ordnance news was kept secret until given
out directly by the War Department.
