That was merely tho first cost: slneo that out-

lay fully $1,000,000 has been spent annually In
knonlng tho shod, In repair and tho exposed
tracks frco from snow.

Tho various roads crossing tho Ilocklcs bnvo
tholr seasons ot play nnd their sonsons of

work. During the summer months, whon ovon
In tho higher passes tho sun nnd warm winds
servo to koep tho pormanout way cloar nnd
free, thero Is llttlo to do save the ordinary run
of ropnlrs and reconstruction, but along about
tho first of Oolobor nil this Is changod.

Little flurries of snow on tho lovel nnd a
gradual but continuous sprondlng of whlto on
tho tops nnd In tho uppor crevices of tho
mountains glvo warning thnt tho hard,
ilemiorato tattle, of tho wlntor months nre at
Innd, Tbo superintendent takes n trip
ovor tho roul with his assistants nnd
a careful Inspection of the sheds anil
tunnel, I, mudo. In divisional houduunrters
tho rot.irles und tho old time "buckers" nro

o.'orhnitled nnd prepared for use. nnd ns tho
middle of the month approaches tho watchmen
who patrol tho tracks uro doublod.

Thero Is no mlstnklng the signs. Kven a
novleo could soo that something Important Is
pending. In tho divisional shops. In tho ofllcos

nnd even nt the smnllor stations along thn lino

thero are evidences that tho period of work Is

soon to supcrsodo tho caso of tho summer
days.

In tho various bnggnge ears nro placed great
wooden sufe, packed with condensod foods.
Hoof In tho form of extract, canned soups.
oondlniontB and hard bread, enough to feed
ono hundred persons for ten days, nro carefully
deposited In these moving storehouses, and
from then until tho coming of spring they aro
Inspected nnd overhauled onco each week by

men detailed for tbo purpose.
At the Isolatod stations and guarded sidings

reservo supplies of piovlslons. coal, wood and
water nro lnld In. Then llnnlly arrives the day
whon ovorythlng l roportod In readiness for
tho descent of winter.

Tho Ilrst call for tbo fighting contingent of
the vnst railway army Is always attendod br
scenes of excitement. Lowering skies and
chill winds havo foretold the fall ot snow, and
when tho various crows arise somo morning
they find tho enrth covered with a mantlo of

white.
It Is then tho work gang boss ovorlmuls his

men and see, that each unit In tho force Is

provided with the necessary shovel and spade.
It Is then, too. that tho orcwof each snow plough
and each reserve engine go over tho last tlmo
the various bits of mnahlnery and tho divers
couplings upon which their lives aro soon to
depend.

Within twelve hours. If tho fall Is continuous,
thn (doughs go OUL Laoh Is nccompauled by n
gang of shovolers, and n straight drive Is tuuda
for tlioee passes nnd cut, w here experience
ha, foretold tho greatest depth. If tho snow
1 moist and llaky. o.ulck work ts made of tho

"banks, but It oold weather hrw really sot In and
the snow hns be-- frozen Into rounded gran-
ules, tho proposition Is ontlrely different.

In the first oase thn damp mnseos remain
where they havo been thrown by tho plow, but
under tbo latter conditions It Is Imposalblu
without tho most strenuous efforts to keen tho
glistening, froen pellets from sliding back on
the tracks. Oases have been known whn a
comparatively light fall of snow bus blocked a
mountain track for forty-eig- hours

In tho old dars when tho rotarlcs were
weapons of tho future nnd the snow had to bo
literally "bucked" bv main foroo from tho
trucks, oasualtles were) frniuent. The type
ot plough used was a home-tnud- e iifliilr a pro-
duct ot tho railway shop, It consisted of a
reinforced and stronly braced box car us n
biise, upon ono endot which was built nn d

plow-shape- d something lite n lofty
r. Near tho tnpthe slides were so

nrrnuged that tho snow masses woro directed
Into tho nlrnt nnnnglo.

When u particularly heavy nnd tightly packed
drift wns to bo tackled It wns the oustoin to
pine one of th-- e crude affairs In front otfrom
six to ten engines nnd charge tho drllt with
a Hying start ot n mllo or two. If the
drllt consisted of granulated snow frozen
Into separate, particles, the enormous
mass ni Iron went through it Ilka n
heated knife through butter, lu tho wake of
thn plough enme nn army of shovellers ho-- o
duty It wns to bank the scattered masses farenough from the track to prevent them from
sliding back. I his was dlrllcult enough and
victory camo only after herculean labor

bometlme. It happened that the drift In tbo
cut was composed of dnnipsnnw anil h.nl had
time to settle aud become packed. Then theperils of snow bucking neenmo erlls In
truth. Tho "buckor" with its powerful
motive fnrco of seven or eight loeomo-tlve- s

waa hurlod at tho drift and one of two ts

followed, hither the drift was broken or
tho tucker crumpled up like n toy of card-
board, Tho fate of seveml men depended
upon what Artomus Ward called "their nat'ral
born luck."

Stories aro still told of tho catas-
trophes occurring during one lianl win-
ter many venr, ago: of how in ono Instanen
n backer, three engines and fourteen men worn
burled in a mass ot snow for ninety hours
nnd that when tho rescuing party llnnlly

In a twinkling, station, round
house, repair shop,, dwellings and n number
of cars were swept Into tho shallow gulch below
tho tracks The division superintendent, who
hnppcnnd to ho In tho vlelnltr. telegraphed up
and down the lino for aid. hut It waa several
days before tbo wreoknge wns finally cloared
away. LITocts of tho slldo aro still visible at
thn pass.

During the work of rescue thn men onmo upon
a box cm which had been thrown bottom side
up ngalnst a clump of (Irs. As tho parly labored
In tho expectation of saving somo nf tho miss-
ing person, thoy suddenly hoard a voice
chanting dolefully. Tho words were
strange, but thorn was no mlstnklng
tho pathos or meaning of the dlrgo.
Knger hands soon exposed the In-

terior. In the bottom entangled with a jumble
of dishes, broken tumlturo. rooking utensils.

The? were almost
bidden from view In tho debris, but their

The enr, which had
been utilized ns tho kitchen of a work
train, wns Invaded nnd the victims lifted
to a placn of snfety. It was observed
at once, howover. that thoterrlblo experlenco
had temtiornrlly deprived them of reason. A-
lthough ovoryefTort wns nindn to convlnco the
Lbtnnmen of their changed conditions It wns not
until a week hnd pissed thnt they recovered
sufllclently to tell their story It consisted of
theso flvo tersely tittered words!

Ono of tbo curious features of winter neces-

sities on mountain roads In the West Is the
fitting of tbo ttinnols and some of tho sheds
with tightly closing doors. When tho tunnels
were first built It wn, found that lolcles
formed In tho roofs, sometimes so large thatthey actually rndnugered the trainmen In thn
engine cab,. The providing of doors, which
woro closed after each passing train, served to
retnln the steam from tho engine, thus, par-
tially heating the tunnels.

GROWERS OF FREAK FRUIT.

COPTKinilT on PATKST I.A II SECttRn
TO VltOTBCT TltllST.

Ilepnrtment of Agriculture nt Work nn n
I lllll Improved Frultt. the Itotult uf Long

Research ami Kiperlment( Which llrlng
Their Producers Little Financial Hettirn.

Wabhinotoh, Dee. 34. Tho Department of
Agrloulturo Is at work on a bill designed to
protest the produtls of froak fruit growers all
oror the country. It wants to secure by copy-
right or patent the work of men who spend
thalr tlmo trying to cultlvato now species of
fruit nnd plants mainly fruit. Freak fruit
growers Is what tho Department of Agricul-
ture onlls these men, and many of thorn nrn
connected In some way with tho department.

Those men grow on their own farms, nftor
a laborious serins of experiments nt grafting,
suoh things ns white blackberries, frost-pro-

oranges, npples which will grow down South,
oranges which hare no seeds, plums which nro
twlco the usual sire, strawberries of peculiar
varieties, and various kinds of grapes. Men
who devote years to the development of freak
fruits, which aro. of course, valuable on tho
market, ought to bo secure In the enjoyment
of their profits, yet thero ts at prosont no war
to protect them from farmer pirates who may
by accident or somo other way obtain somo ot
the stock.
ThelDepartmnnt hns not yot decided whntlform

tho proposed protection shall take. It does not
know whether to Issue a copyright or whether
n patent will cover tho case. Tho difficulty
will be to describe In such detail tho new fruit
that It can bo easily Identified. In tho caso of
the white blackberry tho most remarkable
fruit developed during the past year it is of
course easy enough to Identify It In caso of
contemplated Infringement of the rights ot tho
owner, but thero nre cases whom It would ho
very difficult to provothat somo other farmer
has attempted to steal freak fruit and plant tt
upon his own land. As soon as tho difficulties
In tho case nre met by tha comprehensive
framing of a bill which will protect every one
Congress will be asked to pass It.

It Is probable that tho Department will
recommend tho bestowal of n cash bounty
upon evory experiment; r who succeeds In pro-
ducing some fruit valuable to the human rnco.
This may be either In the shnpe of a ensh fund
given In recognition of tho efforts of tlio ex-

perimenter or of a cash paymont. In return for
which the experimenter will relinquish all
right to his fruit to the Department of Agri-
culture, which will then distribute the stock
over tho country. It Is recognlred that If soma
experimenter produced a seedless tipple, he
would naturally want to reallzo as much ns
possible on his fruit by selling ntnlmn-- t pro-

hibitive rates. The public would therefore
lose the advantage ot his discovery. If tho
Department of Agriculture undertook to net ns
a the affulr could bo arranged
equitably for all concerned.

To talk of patenting or copyrighting a phnt
mny sound rather Quonr to the nvornge rcn ler,
but with thn prcsont advances In ngrlculturo
such n course Is apparently necessary to on nblo
the nurseryman to enioy tho fruit ot his labor.
This ts brought about by tho advances which
have been made In tho pust decado in hybrldlr-in- g

or crossing plants of nil sorts It Is n
matter that hns nttraoted the attention ot
scientists since tho early part of the present
century, nnd one sees ths beautiful results in
nearly nil of the cultivated ftovrora which nro
made to vary in form and color and to lncrens.i
in size year after year under the patient nud
skilful work ot the scientific gardener. Hut
this is the least Important feature of tho ad-

vances In this line. The crossing ot various
sorts ot fruit tices and grains has pro-
duced some surprising results. One ot the
peculiarities of hybrids seems to bo that fre-
quently the offspring grows more rapidly than
either ot Its parents. In fact. In the cast, of
the California black walnut, which lias been
crossed with the enstnrn species, tha hybrid,
plant produced u uut almost double thn slzo ot
its parents, and thn tree Itself grew moro thuii
twice as fast as loth parents together. 1 he
Immsnse California plums which now rule thnfcjittcrn markets, nnd which are doing ex-
ported to l'ngland nnd the Continent, nrn thnproduct or I.uthor llurbank. the originator of
the Burbank potato, and one of the most dar-
ing and sucofssful or the present. day workers
in this line. The Vt'lokson plum, ns It Is
known. Is fully twice the slzo of either of itsparents and Is u more prollflo plant. Mr llur-
bank is working with several other plums,
however, which promise, so far to surpass tho
Vtlckson plum as It surpassed tho parent stockIt Is not to be supposed, however, that theproduction of a new and superior ..pedes of
fruit of any sort is the work of it single
or raerelyof swnpplng pollen nt random among
a lot of scrub fruit trees. Tho producer ofhybrid fruit has his failures, as llenii Druiumell
bqa with his neckties, or ns the ruinous oculist
who averred thnt he "hnd smiled n hntrul ofeyes before he operated successfully on one "
An Indication of this Is found In n picture nt
the Agriculture Department, taken In tho "junkheap" of Mr. Ilurbiink's On morula orchard,showing nn immense pile or rnspherrv. cur-
rant and blackberry cones, big as nsinnll cot-tage, oontnlnlng llHUXX) rejected sieolineuswhich had developed nothing to mako themworth presorvlng.

When ono does produco mi improved fruit,
however, It pays for n good many failures.The catalogues of dealers in this Hue seldom'luotoanow plant nt less than S.'i(X) or Ksi,
while tho control of sevornl new stiunliirdfruits, berries, plums, quinces, and the like,
have been sold nt as high as ftl.Odl). This waiIn the earlier years of the Industry, however.
Heoently the dealers have decided that It Ismore to their advantuge to keop control ot themain stock of a now fruit nnd sell the new

with A. i, eric. in stoi'k resulted In extending the
latitude of t rolltabh. Pear culture nearly one
thousand miles south in this country, und thsapple tree Is gradually being devolopsd by
breeding until It can bo successfully raised InOeorgla. and It is believed it will be In time ex-
tended to ull of tho Southern States.
