Tho two big Western catfish now on exhibition
at the Aquarium, one weighing seventy-eigh- t

pounds ond the other seventy-fiv- were taken
In the Arkansas Hlvcr about thirty miles above
Its Junction with the Mlssi'jdppl. They had gone
Into the mud. I.orjrcr fishes might have been
secured, but these of medium sire were preferred
I ecause of the greater certainty of their surviving
the long Journey cost. They arrived In good
condition.

These tig catfish are each about four feet long.
When ono of them happens to lie athwart tne
tank It reaches from the gloss al Ihe Iron! of tho
tiled wall at the bock. They aro of tho same
general appearance as the familiar smaller cat-

fish of Instern waters, having the same familiar
bar Wis and fulcra around the mouth, the same
round, wide snout and rapacious Jaws, and the
same lltllo eyes, set wide opart. Tho mouth
is about ten Indies wide and the tall spreads
about eight Indies. The il'he.s are each about
a foot In diameter at the biggest part of Ihe body.
They ore 1 Ig fishes, and they look It.

The Western river cattish, however, on is well
known, grow to Is' much bigger thou this, attain-
ing often a weight of 200 pounds nnd a Irnglh
ot six feet and more; llshes thus carried over a
