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FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIATL,
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The naw year opened auspleuously in the
stook market. Any apprehension as to the
state of money which might have existed was
dissipated by free offerings of funds and the
lowest rates that had been recorded in some
time., The cables reported that the recent do-
velopment o! easier conditions at the Furos
pean finauclal centres continued, and alto.
gother the general financial and speculative
position could be pronounced satisfactory,
There had been a fear, unmistakably,
that the enormous interest and other paye
ments falling due the first of the
year would entail such a shifting of loans

The atock in which there wero the largoest
dealiugs and {n which also the best gain in
prices was mudo was Rugar Reflning. The ac-
tivity and riso 1n this stock wae due to the
adoption by the company of a new plan for
solling sugar which was suppored to givethe
company rome ndvantags over [ts competitors,
The war In tho sugar trade I« apparent!y as
far from a settioment as ever, but {t is not
waged as flercely as formerly, and [t may comn
naturally to an end by aconcurrence by all
concerns in prices and trade regulations, The
{nereass in consumption has been 8o great
fn the year and a quarter that the rugar war
has been in progreas that, notwithstanding the
output of the Independent refincries, the Amers
fean Sugar Reflning Company, or the Sugar
Truat as it {a commonly callad, is producing
and selling more sugar than at any time In its
history. It is true, howover, that tho profit in
manufacturing s now small,

The eteal stocks were notably strong, It is
racognized that the boom in the lron anl steel
busineas {anota passing matter. The come-
panien are contracted for their total out-turn so
far ahead that their stocks are inviting to
investors and speculators. The railroad isaues
were conapicunus for thelr strength which
was emphasized by handsome returns of earn-
fogs Ly different lines. There was a drop In
the price of Brooklyn Rapld Transit vhich was
the resultof attnck on the stock.
