COLOR LINE IN BCHOOLS.

The Question of Ita Legality in This State
Before the Court of Appeals.

ALBAany, Jan. 9§ A case of much interest to
the people of this State, especially to the colored
citizens, was before the Court of Appeals to day,
It was the sult of Ellzabeth Clsco against the School
Board of the Borough of Queens, New York city,
Mrs Cisco’s children were seat to the common
or publie schools in that borough, but admittance
was refused them on account of their color. and
they were ardered to the separate colored school,
She refused to send them there, and in doing so
she followed the plan adopted by her husband
before his death. Mr. Cisco was twice tried be-
fore a jury and acquitted each time on the charge
of violating the Compulsory Education Act
because he refused to send his children to the
colored schools when admittance was denied
them to the white achool.  After he died hin wife
was arrested for the same offence, but was never
brought to trial.  She applied to the Supreme
Court for & mand mus to compel the board to
receive her children in the common schools,

At Special Term her motion was denied, the
Justice stating that he was bound by the decision
of the Courtof Appealsin King againstGallagher
in 1888, From this Mra. Cisco appealed, but the
Special Term's decision was afirmed by the Ap-
pellate Division, Sccond Department.  She then
appealed to the highest court in the State. which
must now decide whether or not the color line
can be enforced in public institutions

Ex-Assemablyman Wallace, of the law firm of
Wallace & Smith, of .JJamaiea, has appeared for
Mrs. Cisco throughout;  Assistant (orporation
Counsel Care appeared in opposition. Mr. Wal-
lace asked the  court to reverse its decision of
1883 He contended that there was great doubt
ever at that ume, and only four members of the
court Joined in the decision,  One of these, Judge
Earl, joined five vearslaterinanopiodonin another
case expressing contrary views, Mro Wallace
contended that section 383 of the Penal Code had
never been passed upon by the Conrt of Appeals
until after the decision of 1883, when it was fully
sustainedf@by  the highest court. This section
makes it a misdemeanor to keep children out of
any school on aceonnt of color He also con
tended that the Compulsory Edueation act of
1894 was absolutely incompatible with the color
distinetion i schools. e also contended that
any color distinction had been specifically pr
hibited for years past in schools of New York
City . where colored schools were parmitted but
they must be apen toall "without regard toraee or
color As the Borough of Queens has be taken
it New York ety Mr Wallaee o wded
that this clause governs its schools as well as all
the othoer schools of the city He further showed
that all the legislaton relating to colored people

sinee 15853 had manifesied the inteution of the
Legislature and of the people of this State to wipe
out color disuncuon, and the Court of Appeals

now had the apportunity to explain to the world
that tha last vesuge of enforced color distinetion
had been wiped out of the eivilization of the Empire
State

His Death at Nchenectady on Monday Ended
A Life of Unusual Promlise.

8, Dana Greeue who with his wife was
drowned while skating on the Mohawk River
at Schenectady on Monday afternoon, was
unusually well-known for a man of his age, 3
yvenrs.

Fdueated a sailor, he turned out to be so
able o manager In mercantile pursuits that
ho enjoyed at 35 years a salary which acs
cording to report was above $15,000 a year

Hewas graduated from the Naval Academy at
Aunapolis is 1882 ut the head of his class, and
at the examinatio. for full admission to the
Navy #t the end of his two-years’ crulse ho was
also at the head of the elass, Ho went on a
crulse in the Maditorranean and was later aeut
to the War College at Newport, where in study-
ing torpedoes he bacame interested inelectrics
ity. Frank Bprague, who was at work on the
development of the first suecesstul trolley road
ever built, at Richmoand, Va., met him and In-
vited him to come and assist him, Greene's
father, Lieut. 8, Dana Greene, had died in
1884, and  family responsibilities devel-
oped  upon the son, who had @&
stepmother and a younger sister and
brother living. Promotion {n the Navy
was bound to be slow, and after consultation
with relatives, voung Greene decided to resign
from the service and identity himself with Mr.
KSprague, When the Sprague Company was Ab-
sorbed by the Edison General Electric Com-
pany, Mr. Greene, who had besn promoted rap~
fdly from the time he first devoted his energies
to Mr. Bprague's electric rallway work, was
put in a responsible place in the naw company.
When, uvon the absorption of the Thompsou-
Houston Company, the General Fleetrie Com-
pany  was formed, Mr. Greene retainad
the important post of general sales man-
ager, in whiech he has had supervision
of sales which In the last vear, it is sald,
amounted to more than $15.000,000, Besides
this he had the general management of the
eleetrie railway and electrie lighting branches
of the company's business, assuming them
without difeulty when the heads of thadepart-
ments died or changes wers made, and never
feeling 1mpellod to ralinquish them. Hisca-
pacity for work was marked, as was hig readi-
ness and sureness of judgment, and in his dis-
charge of his duties he made himself not less
liked than valued by his superiors and agso-
ciates, Ho had spent only a day a week in New
York of late, )

Mr Greone was instrumental in organizing
the Naval Militia of this Ntate in which he held
the rank of Licutenant Commander.  When
the Spanish war_began he enlisted and went
with the New York Naval Boserves on the
Yankeo as Junior Lieutenant.  He was in com-
iand of one of the gun divisions After Gov,
Koosovelt's election the Governor made Mr.

COMMODORE GERRY WINS.

COURT OF APPEALN
CIETY 18 NOr

SAIVS HIS 8O-
CHARITY.

It Is Held to Be a Corporation With the
Purpos: of Enforcing Certaln Criminal
Luws and Therefore It 1s Not Subject to
the Control of State Board of Charlties,

Avpaxy, Jan. O -Commodore Fibridge T
Gorry, ns Prosident of the New York Rociaty
forthe Prevention of Crucity to Children, has
won his fight against the State Board of Char-
ities, which contended that his socleiy was
fubject to its supervision and inspection,
The board had asked the courts for a writ
ol mandamus compelling Mr, Gerry's Bocloty
to submit to ite supervision and inspection,
Commaodore Gerry contended that his society
was not a charitable institution within the
meaning of the new constitution, and that it
did not come under the supservision or inspec-
tion of the Btate Board of « harities, The
question was brought before the courts, and
Justice Giegerich, at special term, handed
down a decision granting the State Board of
Cherities the power of visitation and inspec-
tion of the ground, buildings, books and
papers of the society, only so far as they
relate to the feeding, clothing and assistance
rendered to children and destitute families,
Both sides appealed to the Appsllate Divigion,
where it was held that the State DBoard of
Charities had full power of visitution and in-
spection of Mr. Gerry's socioty, complotaly up-
holding the position of the State Board.

To-day the Court of Appeals reversed both
the Special Term and the Appellate Division,
118 decision reading: " Ogders of the Appellate
Divigion and of the Special Term reversed, and
the motion for n mandamus denicd, with costs
to the defendant in all courts,”

I'bhe Court was nearly evenly divided upon
the question. Judge O'Nrien wrote the pre-
vailing opinfon und a dissenting opiion by
Judge Martin was also handed down. The vote
of the Court stood 4 to g Mr. Gerry's favor,
dudge O'Brien's opluion befug concirred in by
Chiot Judge Parker and Judgos Giray and Bart-
lett The dissenting opinton, of Judge Martin
was conceurred in by Judges Haight and Vann
Judee Martin upheld the decision of the Appel-
late Division that the State Board of Charities
has full powers of visitation and inspection s&o
far as Mr, Gerry's society 18 conecerned.  Judga
O'Brien in the majority opinion of the Count
says, among other things

“The defondant recaives ander the charter
