Senator Platt of Connectiont Opposes Free
Trade With the United States,

WasniNaroN, Jan, 25, ~8ince Introdueing in
tha Senate on Wedneasday his amendments to
the Puerto Rieo and Hawali bills, Senator Plate
of Connectieut, a lending member of the
Finanee Committee and Chalrman of the Com-
mittes on Ciuban Relations, hus made it known
that ho will vigorously oppose the adoption

His amendment to the Puerto Riean bill pro-
videa that instead of free trade between the
Isinnd and the United States a reduction of 20
per cent. b made on all {mports from Puerto
oo dota the United States and of the same
pereentage on all imports from the United
stutes tnto Puerto Ieo.  Furthermore [t is
provided that the provision in the Fornker bill
nilowing Puerto Rico to have s territorial dele-
ga'e in Congress, be atricken out,

senator Platt's opposition to free trade with
I'uerto Lieo, ns he exupialns it, 14 not based so
much on the fear that the industries of the
United States will be impaired by Paerto Rican
competition, as on the broad ground that if
from trade s establishad a step will be taken
which wi'l ult.mately lead to a claim for a ter-
ritorial form of government, and perhaps for
admission to statehood. Mr. Platt is firm in
the belief that Puerto Rico should not have a
territorinl govarnment, butthata form which,
in anvy other country, would ba known as colo-
ninl, shonld be established. He has the same
conviction regarding Hawali and the Phillp-
pines .

Senator Platt seouts tha idea that the estab-
jishment of frea trade between Puerto Rico
and the United States would relisve the present
prostrated condition of industry and commerce
in the island, The three staple produets of the
faland for export, ho says, are tobacen, AUZAT
and coffes, The claim that (nasmuch as we
took nwuy Puarte Rico's mn kel with Spain, we
shonl poovide suother market for Puerto Rieo
in the United States, ho deciares has no forea.
Of thiathres staple articles of export menttoned,
hesiys= - LLar Wwas not exported to Spain prior to
the Spanish war, It was sent to the United
States, despite the tarff duty, and it will be
hereafter, without doubt, Tobacco was not
sold in Spain. but in Cuba, whence it was not
infroquenty sent to the United States as genu-
fne Cuban tobacen, or was exported to remote
countries. whoere the eonsumers were not too
part eular about the quality of tobaceo they
uaed.
