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DUMAS MALTEEATED IN AN ENGLISH
VERSION OF “PERE PRODIGUE.™

The Futile Efforts of Earnest Dramatie
Stadents With “The Brooke Family'
~A Sardou Comedy Reproduced by the
Vonnelly Compuny This Week's Bills,

The students of tha American Academy of
Dramatic Arts gave their gixth performanee of
the season at the Emplire Theatre yesterdoy
afternoon. These actora have shown improve-
ment in each of the exhibition matindes, bhut
this time the play, “The Brooke Family,” was
80 péor a pivce of stagecraft that their efforts
were futile. It was a new adaptation by
Charles Henry Meltzer of "The Proligal
¥ather” by Alexanlre Dumas, Jr. The story
told I8 of & frivolous father and a senaible son
wholove thesame youug €rl. The younger muan
wins her and the old one muakes the best of it
by accepting hor as a laughter, The paternal
affectton {8 misunderstond by gossips, who
make the father bellove that the son (8 jealous
of him. The father goes away and after a
whole act of unnecessary talk every oune
#0es things iu their true light, a con-
clusion that wou!d naturally ba  reached
fn  two minutes, That there  were
good possibilities in this plot is obvious in the
excellent play that Dumas made from it. But
in this Engilsh version the main complication
was awkwardly wrought and obscured Ly
minor interests that cama to nothing. That

was one of the many faults of the piece, It
started with numerous small affairs that
peterad out and brought the promise ol tha
first act to an impotent conelusion. The lan-
guage, also, was strained. A note iu the bill
sald: "It is an Anglicization of a French play,
following the lines of the French potand cone
struction rather closely, but with new dialogus
almost throughout to sult the Enklish chiars

In “Diplomacy,” which is being played this

week at the Murray Hill, the Donnelly stoek |

eompany bit off more than it could chew casily,
though it is making a resolute effort with its
unaceustomed mouthful. The play is ona of
Vietorien Sardou's masterpieces of eomedy,
but it has never been liked by more than a
small portion of the theatrical publie. Fven in
its Arst production inthiscountry at Wallaek ‘s,
aquarter of a century ago, its success was not
proportionate with ita merirs, Julian Heav.
clere and Dora stand tor the sentimental hero
and heroine, but they ara pegative characters,
They bear what is forced upon them, but make
no brave flght. Four othor porsonages
are more important in the action, but the aver-
age audience does nut sympathize with any of
them. Henry Beavciere is a role that aetors
like. But he stands outside of tha plot and
reaches into it. Lester Wallack was its (irst
intarpretor in this country. Nowadays it
would be eailled & John Drew part. Ralph
Btuart. the leading man of the Donnelly com-
pany and an actor of inte'ligence, seoms to re-
gard it polished wit as farcical fun. Laboring
under this mistake he wxageerates as though
he were g'hn'!nc in an uproarious sketeh. Most
of the Murray Hill players are far out of
depthin thmex‘Fnsmnn of Eurorean diplomacy
and intrigue. he parts hiave been badly dealt
out. Why was not William Kedmond, an actor
oftauthority and experience, assigned to Liron
Stein instead of lotting the low comedjans hava
it? Knowing Walter Alien as an impersonator
ol comic fellows, the audisncy doss not tnke him
readily for a digniled man of the world, subtia
and crafty, as Sardoudrew him. Another mis-

take was in placing Grace Huntinegton as
Countess Zicka ffu»a Coghlan  used to
play the piotting Russian in a  wuay
that made women almost long to be

a brilliant adventuress with a grudge against
the world. But Grace Hantington does not re-
ard the words of Sardgu worth memorizing

First Performance in the First Wagner
Cycle Given Last Night,

The fivst parformanee in the so-calied Wage
nor Cyele was given last night at the Metio-
politan Opera House. The artistie  pur-
pose  of thesa representations I8 to give
the four musie dramas of “Der Ring
fes  Nibelungen” in  their entirety as
they are usually sung only at Bayreuth, Tho
music enstomarily eut out to adapt them for
general performancais restored, 1nthe matter
of orchestra and scenery the performances
abroad under Mme. Cosima Wagner's direetion
are of course superfor to those at the
Matropolitan, but the singers hereare superior
to those employed to-day at Bayreuth, and
the opportunity to hear and epjoy the four
musie dramas is presented so udmirably at the
Motropolitan that it would be captious to de-
mand greater complateness in the scenie char-
acter of the work and better orchestral treat.

If these things exist and we do not
protest against them, then they exist with our
consent.”

THE TEHUANTEPEC ROUTE,

An American Engineer Pronounces it Fenas-
ihle for the Isthmus Canal, and Points
Out Its Phyaical and Political Advan-
tages Over Nicaragua or Panama,

To Tk Epttor o Ture Bus—Siv: It s a
trulsm that domestic commerce {8 the anitving
fores of nations. Beparate sections do not re.
main united in one nation unless they trada
with one another. This truth was recognized
by us when we built tha first Pacifie rallroad,
by Canada In bullding the Canadian Pacifle

sidizing and supporting steamship lines to
their colonies.

As has been pointed sut in your eolumns,
natura! barrlers divide our nation intoan At.
Jantie and a Pacific empire. The extent of the
separation, the depth and width of the piane of
cleavage, Is not generally realized by our
people. A clearer iden of it may be afquired
by anderstanding the fact that of the totalsen-
borne commerce of the world North Atlantie
waters bear more than three-quarters, while
the Pacific bears less than one-eighth: of our
own share, the Pacific does less than one-
thirteenth. Our wealthy and prosperous
Atlantic empire has not dealt justly
fh this matter of easy communication
with our Pacific. The transcontinental
rallroads eannot furnish cheap or adequate
transportation. They cun carry only high-
priced products. What cannot pay rail freights
or bear the loss of time and quality incident to
a sailing voyage around the Horn cannot bo
shipped or producad in excess of local demand,
in our Pacifle, The Pacifle Coast is turther
disabled in commerca by high freight costs
on necessary imports and by the operation of
customs tariffs, which, framed primarily to fit
Atlantie-side conditions, are sometimes unjust,
oppressive and ruinous to the Pacifle side.
All these untoward conditions are inteosified
by the acquisition of our new Pacifle
possessions.

Because tho affections and loyalty of asection
or people flow with the volume of thoir coms
merce, it (s a salf-evident proposition that wa
mnsat bulld a trans-isthmian ship canal, thereby
to bring our Pacific possessiona within the
distance limits of communication with us by
steamship: or we must see them stunted in
growth, separated in Interast and effections,
disunited from and disloyal to us, becanse we
are unjust to them.

Without adequate, twentieth-ceutury trans-
portation between us and them ourrule may
in the future become to them a burden, a
curse, and a thing of hate.

A trans-isthmian ship eanal, therefore, is a
grave national concern, of import equal to ese
tablishing good transportation batween our
Atlantia seaboard and the Mississippi Valley,
which George Washington labored for and De
Witt Clinton consummated :like obtaining cons
trol of the Mississippi and Columbia rivers,

Primarily, such an avenue of trade Is an es-
sential part of our internal transportation sys.
tem, and {ts chief work will be to serve and
build up domestic commerece, and, therehy, to
promote unity of interest and sentimnant, affec-
tion and lovalty batween the widely separated
parts of our nation. To dothis it must serve
our domestlo commerce adequately, and to ba
adequate it must be free from tolis or charges
of any kind or unnecessary limiting restrictions
on domestic shipping as any part of our coast
| line or internal waterways,

Under this head we find folly in the Hav.
Pauncefote Treaty, which givesto foreign ships
the right to usa the canal on the same terms
and under the samo conditions as our own
coastwise trade,

These treaty limitations of our right, are

an instant; for they not only snatch from us
the full use and enjoyment of the canal in
times of peace, but also convert it into a threat
aod a danger in time of war.  In war it must be
part of our military resources, and in peace the
fact that wo do not charge toll on our ships
should pot prevent us from charging a falir toll
on foreign shipping.

Some of the more forward and mouthy or-
gans tell us we must swallow the Hay treaty or
have uothing; that England commands the
situation by virtue of the Clayton-Bulwer
Treaty, and the new one marks the limit of
British conceasion, That contention is abeurd,
and it be unpatriotic. Bueh an attemnt to dra-
goon the nation into an unwise agreament wiil
be fruitful of but one thing—disaster to the
men or party gullty of it.

This contention, stated baldly, is as follows:
Either we must build a canal and deliver it to
hostile control, or give up the idea of a closer
union with our Pacifle.

If the contention were true, we might seri-
ously weigh the question whether it" were
Letter to accept the treaty, with all its folly and
surrender; or abandon our hopes of future
growth and power In the Pacific. But we do
not face such a question, There isa way cut;
an alternative, satisfactory to the couuntry nund
which will serve its interests bettor than the
Nicaragua Canal, with or without the treaty.

That alternative i8 A ship canal across the
Isthmus of Tehuantepec.

This project was abandoned many years ago
because of the great number of locks neces.
sary, In the then state of engineering science,
to overcome the 300 to 700 feet of elevation
met at this [sthmus. But this objection does
not now lie against a ship canal at Tehuante-
pec. The advancementof sclence has removed
it, Steel pneumatic locks more than one hun-
dred feet in 1ift have been adopted, after years
of investigation, by New York State for the
Erle Canal, and it {8 perfectly practicable to
build such locks to ift 150 or 175
teet. This reduces the number of locks neces-
sary at Tehuantepec to not more than eight or
twelve in all, The Walker report on the Nie-
aragua Canal recommended aight locks ; so that
it {s feasibloe to bulld a ship canal at Tehuante-
pee which will be shorter and have no more or
but few more locks thanthe United States Goy-
ernment. {n its latest dictum, recommenus for
Nicaragua.

1 have had occasion, in the discharge of my
professional duties, to spend wany months in
the investigation of the problem of locking
vessels in canals, and do not heaitate to say
that such locks as are referred to, go far to
place the Tehuantepec Isthmus fair with
Nicaragua as the Ideal site for an American
trans-isthmian ship canal,

The Clayton-Bulwer Treaty did not apply to
Mexico and the [sthmus of Tehuantepee,
where a eanal will be free from any questions
of treaty restrictions except such as may be
hereafter ratified between us and Mexico

The Tehuantepec roate (s best located to
serve American interests. It outs off 700 to
800 miles on voyages between our ports via
Nicaragua. and 1.400 miles on voyages via
Panama. [tis a country older geologically
and less subject to earthquakes: and its eaat-
ern termiral isin the Gulf ol Mexico, which,
since the Spanish war, is practically an Ameri-
can lake and can be hermetically sealed by us
agninst a hostile fleet,

Tehuantepec Is the ideal Amerioan route,
either for adequate service to our commerce
{n peace, or for our safe usa in war, and should
not be overlooked now that American genius
has made it practicable for us to lift our ships
over ita summit with certainty, security
