In opening flee upon Freadmanism with the
statoment that the President of tho New York
elub should have been driven out of baseball
long ugo, I'. T Powers, President of the Fast.
ern League, merely volves the sentigaonts of
soveral of the Natlonal League magnates, who,
lacking the neeossary amount of nerve to take
the bull by the horns, are obeying the mans
dates of the Boss and ineldeptally are spread-
tng diseord throughout thy ranks of the elube
ownoers, In several conversations with Tue
SUN reporter in times past one of the very men
who are now doing Freedman's bidding said:

“Since he got into baseball Freedman has
eaused nothing but trouble.  He knew nothing
about the game when he took hold of the New
York's just after they had won the Templo
cup in 184, He soou had quarrels on with
his players and has kept them up aver since.
Then he had squabbles with baseball enthus-
fasts, players and managers of other teame un-

til his fellow magnates tried to smooth
him over. Dut it was of no use. The
man wos so swallel with his own impor-

tanco that he turned down his best friends
when he received  advice from  them,
The late . 1. Byrne trled to champion Freed-
man's cause in League meetings, but Instead
of receiving thanks from the New Yorker
Byrne wus told to mind his own business,
There i not o man in the League to-day, bare
ring Soden, who has not been either slighted
or slurred by Freedman, and beeause some of
them have shown feeling he intends to get
gquare, 1t soden dida't have $30.000 worth of
stock in the New Yprk club he would be thrown
among the others by Freadman bocause the
latier couldn’t usa him,

“It is & matter of record that Freedman hus
been severely scorad in the press by Magnates
Brush of Cineinnati, Hart of Chicago, Hanlon
and Von der Horst of Baltimore, Abell and
Ebbets of Brooklyn, Lobison of S8t Louis,
Wagner of Washington, Rogers of Philade!ls
phia, to say nothing of tBe various managers,
umpires and players who have come in con-
tact with him. Dut in spite of the scoring
Freedman has deticd every one of his enemies

“By his nsmanagement and the n‘nmuruﬁ(«'-
ment of ruManism at the Folo Grounds he hos
spticeeeded 1n klllng the interest here anyway
It is doubtful whether he ean revive it, even it
the magnates get down and quit. He doesn 't
know baseball und consequently eannot run
a big Leagu® club sucovastully, He hides his
inability bebind the statement that he is in-
different because of alleged grievances

“if I'readman was _ out of baseball there
would be no trouble. But he says he will not
sell his stock, so what are we going to do?'

This question was answered by the magnata
who made these remarks when, a few weeks
later, he threw up his hands and surrondered.
But this same individual, it ha had nerve,
would have instituted a movement long ago
that wou.d have smoothed everything out

“U'hrow Brooklyn and Baltimore out of the
League!” was Freedman's cry in Lecembor
lust, “Let 'em go iuto the courts and sue ull
they

want to!

But the magnoates, sven though they had to
