1t properly clad, a rider can take a great deal
of pleasure out of a apin In biting cold weather.
1t is then that there s the groatest element of
sport in wheeling. The present winter has
bean an unusually active one on the paths and
roads, and the few cold days have bred some
hardy riders among those who were led by the
open weather to form the habit of a dally trip.
There (s a small class of eyclists who are
seeking honors for mileage, century runs and
meritorious rides for whom wind and raln and
ice have no terrors,so long as the snow does
not make the roads unnavignble, A few of these
“flonds,” as they call each other, were the only
ones to ba seen yesterday. Evidently, it was
the ioy wind blowing on their faces that most
troubled them, for two strange sights were
observed on Bedford avenue, which is on the
routa to tha century course at Valley Stream.
In both cases the rider had exercised his wit to
protect his mouth and nose and cheeks from
the cold blast, One had simply tied his hand-
kerchief in & triangular fold so that it
covered his face below his eyes. The
other had adopted a more convenient
and surer protection, but one of doubtful le.
gality, by tying on a pink nask with a muslin
flap such as i used at fancy dress balls. If this
use of a mask on a publie highway is tolerated
