BOARD MAKES FORM 1L REQUISITION
ON CITY FOR IT. .

It Also Takes Up the Proposed Extension
to she Batteryand the Tunnel Thence to
South Brooklyn—The Board's Engincer
Ordered to Make Estimntes for the Work.

The Rapid Transit Commission met yester-
day afternoon at its offices, 120 Broadway. All
the members ware prosent, as was also John
B. McDonald, the contractor who has under-
taken to build the road. Tho first business
taken up was that of formally extending the
scope of the contract beyond that portion of the
road reaching from the Post Offies to Fifty.
pinth street and Broadway, known as Section
1, and mokiug itin Jude the four sections with
lines reaching to Kingsbridge on the north and
Bronx Park on the northeast.  As the contract
stands, the rapid transit ruflrond as re‘erred
toin a legal sense thorein, fneludes only the
first section and the terms of the bid provide
only for the building of this section unless the
commisaion should elect to bulld the second,
third and fourth sections In the order named,
and in this case the road would consist of the
first and second, first, second and third or of all
the sectiond. The bid of 145,000,000 wis
divided up into separate bids for each section
and the alditional appropriation made by
wtatute to pay for sites for stations ls gimilarly
divided. When Mr. MeDonald's bid was ac-
eepted he was notifled that {t had been
aceepted for all four sections,

As soon as the commission had formally re-
solved yesterday to build all four sections at
once a letter was prepared by Preasident Orr,
notifying Mr. McDonald of this, thus putting
the whola contract {nto force at once. This
letter was delivered to Mr. MeDonald in the
meeting room. He signed a recelpt for it and
then left. This formality cleared the way for
the next step of importance toward getting the
great work fairly launched—the making of a
requisition upon the Board of Estimate and
Apportionment for the whole sum to be ex-
pended, so as to render that amount legally a
part of he city debt and not available for any
other purpose. Tae board accomplished this
by the adoption of the following:

Wherets, The full amount sufficient to pay
*he eutire estimated expense of executing the
said contract on tha part of thae city of New
York {s the sum of $:35,000,000 and in addition
the sum of $1,000,000 for terminals sabject to
modification as in said agreement provided and
also the sam of F3500,000 for real estate as
therein provided, such entire estimated ex-
pense being the sum of $30,500,000, Now,
therafore, be it

Resolved, That this board does heraby in
pursuance of section 45 of chantor 378 of the
jaws of 187 as amended by the act of the
Legislature, passed In P‘ahnmr"\. 1000, make
requisition upon the Board of Estimate and
Apportionment of the city of New York for the
authorization of the full amount of capital
stock of the city of New York, sufflcient to pay
the entire sum of $34.500,000

Under the law the funetions of the Board
of Estimate and Apportionment in regard
to the issua of the city bonds for the building
of the road are purely ministerial and the
bonds will now be at the diposition of the com«
mission to pay Contractor McDonald as fast as
he gets any work done. The time when work
will be begun and the spot are not yet deter-
mined. Mr McDonald said yesterday that he
expected to have bids in hand from sub-con-
tractors in a couple of weeks and to put men
at work soon after that. As a matter of fact
no time haa been lost by the delay in exocuting
the contract for no contraotor would be will-

ing to begin work until the spring was [airly
on, The date for the breaking of ground and
a calebration {n honor of that avent will probh-
ably be fixed by the Municipal Commission to-

day.

\(’hllo the commission was sitting vesterday
a sub-committes of the joint committee of the
two houses of the Municipal Assembly, ap-
pointad two weeks ago to arrange for this cele.
hration, wulteé upon it and asked the commis-
sionto Ax a date for breaking kround. This
committee consisted of Counclimen Wisa, Hote
toyroth and Murray and Ajdermen Marks, Hol-
ler and Muh. They told how it was proposad
to have a brass band and a ailver shovel for tha
oceasion, and to have as the city’s guests the
Lieads of all the publle departments and tho
Mayors of many cities. The commission told
them to go ahead and fix
tion to suit themselves. ‘Let
and  we shall be wgiad to  be your
guests,” was the conclusion of* the
commission's answer. Tho sub-commlittea
went to consult Comptrolier Coler as to when
to hold the celebration, and incidentally, it is
supposed, te find out whether they were likely
to meat with difficulty in getting an approprin-
tjon. To-day they will report to the maln body,

he celcbration will probablly take plage In City
Hall Park. Thetalk of March 17, 5t. Patrick's
Day, as the da'e, has no authority, although it
is not improbabie that this date may be chosen,
Mr. McDounald first mentioned the date in
banter, when he was asked when he would

neer Parsons with the titla of Deputy Chief

way, to ba used for his working force, at an an-

CO-RESPONDENT SAVS HEWAS HIRED,

Kassman, He Declares, Paid Him to Get
Evidence Against His Wife,

In the suit of William A. E. Kassman, a
builder and architeet of Jamaica, L. I, against
his wife, [da E, Kassman, for absoluts divorce
before Justice Garretson in the Queens County
supreme Court, Long Island City, yesterday,
James Shortell, one of the co-respondents,
took the witness stand and volunteerad the ine
formation that Kassman had engaged him at
$5 a day with an extra bonus of $100 if he obs
tained svidencs of Mrs, Kassman's infidelity,

Until rocently the Kassman family lived in
Lowe!l avenue, Jamaica. Mrs. Kussman is
about 30 years old, Her husband {s about 32
years old and according to the sworp statement
of Mrs. Kassman, who has begun a counter
suit against him for limited divorce, he i3
worth $20,000 and |2 in receipt of an income of
$0,000 a year. They have two children. In
his sworn complaint Kassman names Nathaniel
Harvey, Charles E. Grassor and Shortell as co-
respondents,

According to Shortell'atestimony he had been
out of work for some time when he was intro-
duced to Kassman as a detective, Kuassman
sald he knew his wife was untrue to him, but
he was unable to obtain the necessary evidenca
againat her. “I'm the man for the job,” wit.
ness Bhortell says he Informed Mr. Kassman.
Aceording tv his tennm--n{ the terms of thy
compact were that Bhortall was to recoive $5
a 0ay and a present o1 $100 when the desired
evidence was forthecoming. According to Kass-
men's own admission in rebuttal he paid
Shortell $15 in advance. Latet he gave him an
additional $15, and tinally, when Shortell told
him he hoad elinched the evidence, Kassman
admitted that he gave him the $100 bonus
promised. When ha was engaged, Shortell
usserts, Kassman outlined his susplclons
against Mrs. Kassman. He wanted Shortell to
foliow Mrs. Kassman and finid out what she did
during his absence from home, Heveral doys
|ater, Shortell avers, he visited the offes of
Kassman's lawyers and told Kassman in the
presence of the lawyers that he wanted noth-
ing more to do with the case as Mrs. Kassman
was 4 good woman

“You're dead wrong to say anything agalnst
her,” satd the witness, "she's adecent woman.”

This testimony on the part of Shortell hows
aver did not ngree with some of the testimony
given on tha direct examination of witnesses
for tho plaintiff, particularly that of a servant
named Anuie Klein, who testitled to having
caught Shortell and Mrs, Kassman fn a cow-
promlsing position.

MURDERED
WOULDAN'TY

BECAUSE HE
SMALL DERBT,

Took Five Shocks to Kill Him, Although
He Was Unconsclons  After the First
Laughed at the Priests Who Tried to
Extend to Him the Comforts of Raliglon,

Antonio Farraro, the DBrooklyn barber who
| murdered a friend because he could not col-
lect a small debt from him, was put to death
| hy electricity in Sing Sing Prison yesterday,
He was the thirteenth murderer to sufler the
penalty in Sing Sing aod he died like the rest of
them, without a scene and without a protest or
a straggie. He had been dead a hall hour
when two undersized, swarthy-fuced men came
to the prison, They talked English brokenly.
They insisted upon seeing Ferruro. “He is
dend,” said State Detective Jackson. *Do you
want to take his body away?"”

“Say goodehy,” sald one of the men, “say
good-by.” He evidently did not understand
what Jackson had said to him.

“Dead,” said Jackson again, “dead—dead.”

The men looked at ench other a moment and
turned away, One was Joa Ferraro, the brother
of Antonio.

Antonio was spoken of as n nuisance in Sing
Sing. He was unlike other condemned men
in that religion didn't ecomfort him and, feel-
ing miserable himself, ho seemed determined
to make the othercondemned men feel misera-
ble, too, There were eight others in the dead
house, including Roland B. Molineux and Dr.
Kennedy, and Ferraro would yell at them and
taunt them on their approaching fate. He
wouldn't be quieted, and further than that he
was of such tlithy habits that the floor of his
eell will have to be taken up, When Ferraro
was not cursing and taunting the other ine
mates he would be lying face down on the cell
floor either sleeping or munbling. He
was not erazy, for the doctors who exam-
fned him determined that. The news that
the Court of Appea's had refused to grant
him a new trial was told him the day that
Roland 1B, Molineux got to the prison
and took his place in the dead house, and that
day the Itallan ereatel! a great sceme. After
that he had been a little better prisoner, but he
gooffed at the priests and cursed them in Ital

jnn. He was cursing them when he went to
Lied at half-past Y o'cloek on Sunday evening,
He did not undress and merely threw his coat
over hs shoulders when he lay down. Ha
woke up at hal’spust § o'elock, the hour when
the men rot New York who were to witness
his death wera starting from the Grand Central
wtation for Sing Sing. Before he had begun to
move about in his eell and befora the other
condemned men hat awakened, big black eur-
talna were pulled down over the frouts of their
cells and by this they knew that one of their
numbar was to be killed, but they could see
nothing and no one coulil see them. Thera
was no curtain over Ferraro's cell, which was
the nearest to the door leading to the room
where the k!'ling is dona

A lfttle whilo aftar Ferraro woke up. tha Rav,
Father Orreste Alussi and the Lev, Father
smyth were admitted to his cell. Ferraro
laughed at them, but did not speak to tham,
They started into pray for him, and Ferraro
laughed again,  He was not loud or boisterous,
and the other condemned men could not hear
whit was going on. Soon after this Principla
Keeper (onnaughton came to the cell with
suother keepar who had breakfast for Ferraro,
Mr. Connaughton passed a new suit of clothes

into the cell, and said to Ferraro: “We'll be
ready for yon soon” Ferraro laughed at
him, too.  He ate his breakfast while the

pricsts prayed. When Warden Johneon called
on him Ferraro had not put on his new e¢lothes,
The warden told him to do it, Ferraro put on
a cleun undershirt and the trousers of the new

guit. He satd ha wouldn't put on anything
eisn, The warden told him to put on his slip-
pors, He did that. The warden told him they

wonll come after him in a littla while. The
priests prayed on and did their best to get Fer-
raro to get his mind concentrated on the
future.

At ten minutes after 8 o'clock Warden John-
son invited the guests who were to witness tha
execution to go to the house where it was to
take place. State Electrician Brown had things
in order there, 1T he electric eurrent had baen
tested and everything was ready. The guests
arravged themselves around the walls of the
room. Mr. Connaughton waited until they
wara fixed, and then went into the dend house,
“Come Tony,” he said to Ferraro. The man
started out o’ his cell. Mr. Connaughton took
his place beside him, and after them came the
prieats, praving.  Ferraro did not speak a
word., As the party came into the exacution
chamber the [talian priest began ealling to
him to repent. “Tony!" he eried. His volca
was sharp, It startied the guests. “Tony!"
he eried again. After each cry he would ap-
peal in Italian to Ferraro to repent and then
would say a praver, always conelnding with
“Tony." Then, speaking ramdly, he prayad
ngnin, Ferraro walked stralght to the chair.
HKI-‘ head was bont downward and he looked at
the floor. He did not raise his eves untll after
he had aeated him Tony!” exclaimed the
priest, staling dives in frout of him.
“Tony!" and again the prayer

The moment Ferraro was seated the Keapera
grahbed his arms and his legs and began to
strap him into plaea,  “Tony,” repeated tha
Italian priest agwn, his voiee sharpar than it
had been. Fathor Smyth in the meantime,
with elasped hands and uplifted oyes, prayed
silently, The word “Tony” and the mumbled
praver that folowad it exch time wera tha only
sounds in the room. The kecpers worked
quietly and quick!y. The alectrode that awung
over Ferraro's head was pulled down and
faatened on l'ken cap.  The other electrode
was fastened tohis right leg, The Italian
priest apoke more quickly and the “Tony"
came more frequently, It was ringing in the
murderer’s ears as the warden waved his hand
and the current ghot into the body, The straps
strainad and tugeed as the foree of the currant
axpanded the muscles,  The full enrrent, 1740
voits ond W amperes, was kept on forgeven see-
onds, Then it was reduead to 250 volts, and at
that strength was kept on for one minnte and

cight seconds, Then it was turned off  The
hooly sank down in the chalr. At that instant
the priest exclaimed “Tony!" agaln more
shurply than at nny tims.  Father Smvth

whisperad to him, “He is dead,” and not until
then did the praying cease

When the current was tnrned off Dr. Frvina
felt the pulse and then placed his hard aver
the heart, He stopped back und again the
current wis turned on.

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MARE POPE'S JUBILLEE.
Archbishop Corrigan States Conditions for

Galning the Plenary Indulgence,

Archbishop Corrigan has oMelally announced
that he will start for Rome on his ad lvwina
visit on April 21, With this announcement he
has fssued the following letter concerning tha
Pope’s Jubilee:
“Reverend Dear

Christ Jv us

“In order to carry out more effectually the
wishes of our Holy Father, [ desire to call your
attention to the classes of persons In this dio-
cese, who may make the jubilee of the Holy
Year without golng to Rome, and to place be-
fore you the couditions which are prescribed
for their gaining the plenary indulgence,

“First=Who may galn the jubilea this year
at home? The soveraign pontiff has gra:iously
excused from the obligation of visiting the
Eternal City the following classes of persons:
“First, religlous women, living in commu-
nity, whether cloistersd ornot, andall others
dwelling constantly under the same rool with
them—as, for instance, young girls receiving
their education, women employed In domestic
duties, &c.; second, girls and wemen residing
in charitable institutions destined for their
own sex, even though they have no vows, nor
belong to any religious community ; third, per-
sons of either sox who are detained in custody
or in extle; fourth, the iInfirm, of whatever
condition, who, in the judgment of their physi-
clan, are unable to undertake the journey to
Rome, either on account of actuul illness or
chronic weakness. Under the latter category
are included all who ave over 70 years of age.

*Second—Conditions for gaining the indulg-
ence, Theconditions for gainingthe jubilesare
thefollowing: (a) A good vonfesslon and com-
munion; (b) devout prayer, according to the
futention of the sovereign pontiff and of the
Churh for the welfare and prosperity of holy
Church, for the extirpation of error, the con-
cord of Christian Princes, und the peaca of all
Christian people: (¢) aporopriate works of
charity and praty, both voluntary and those im-
posed hy one’s confessor, in place of the twenty
visits preacribed to he made to each of the four
great busilicas of Rome, nnmely, St. Petor's,
Nt. Paul's, Bt. John Lateran’s and St
Mary Major’s. The good works substituted
for the visits to the ba<licus are to be adapted
to the state, condition and health of the indi«
vidual making the jubilee and _to the circum-
stances of time and plaee, In this diocesa
religlous women and others living in conveats
or similar pious institutions will make ten
visits to their respeetive chureh or chapel and
recite the Litany of the Sainta for the intention
of the Holy Father. 1f forany reason thess
visits cannot be made, coufessors will enjoin
other suitable exercises of plety, according to
their diseretion, as they will likewisa dofor thn
sick, the infirin_and other classes of persons,
excepting members ot religious communities,
mentioned above,

“Thirl—Confassors, In addition to tha most
ample facllities granted by the Holy Fatner,
we authorize al confessors in this diocese,
when there is question of inaking the jubllee,
to absolve [rom all cases reservad to the ordi-
nary. Membars of cloistered communities
have the privilege of aelecting at once, as their
confessor, Any clergyman, secuiar or regular,
authorized to hear sisters’ contessions. Mem-
bers of a.l other religious communities may,
in like manaer, choose 1ny confaseor, who has
the faculties of the diocese, [f the various
eonditions enjoined be duplicated, the in.
dulgence of the jubilea may be galned twice
during the year. avall myself of this
opportunity to express my  great satfs-
faction at the recent exhibition of piaty
and devotion manifosted throughout the
entira diocese, on occasion of the midnight
mass on New Year's Eve.  Besalles the good
order everywhere obaervable, the crow Is that
attendad the services, and especially the vast
muititudes that approached the holy altar,
were phenomenal. [t is estimated that (o this
elty alone, op that night, over 100,000 devout
souls recelved Holy Communion, and similar
seones were witnessed also outside the city
wherever these solemn servicas wera held,
You will be glad to know that tha Holy Father,
on belng informed of the great concourse of

NEW O PEICE OFFICLEKNS,

Tells Them When and How They May Make |
Arrests and Call on Citizens for Akl and
Whaut They should Do With Prisonera—
He's Not Responsible for Their Acts,

Thaseventy eitizens whom Sheriff Walton of
Brooklyn had appointed as speclal deputios to
ald in the suppression of vica among children
at the request and on the recomniendation of
the Women's Christian Temporance Union
gatherad (n the County Court last night to re-
celve their badges and cortiflcates and also for
Instruction as to the seope of their duties, In
the body were half a dozen ministers, many
Sunday school superintendents and a score or
mores of active temperance workers.  Mrs,
Aunable, President of the union. who was
present with other oMeers of the organization,
sald that the Rev. Willlam Mceleod, pastor of
the Church of the Qovenanters, woull have to
decline his appointment, haviog found that the
acceptance of a badge had been forbidden by
his ministerial vows After the distribution of
the badges Sherilf Walton thus advised the
specinl deputies as to their powers and duties:
“In the firat place, I tell you that the authority
given to you by me is toact solely as peace
officers. You huve no right to perform any act
beyond that of a peace officer. The Sheriff is
not responsible for your acts, You are, each
of you, personally responsible for unlawful exe
ercise of wuthority. Your duties ure to preserve
the public peace, You are authorized to arrest

all persons found by you ecommitting a
erime, Your duty upon such arrest is
to take the person arrested to  the

nearest Magistrate's court and lodge a com-
plaint.  Should there be no Magistrate’s court
open you should take the prisoner to a polica
atation. As the chief purpose ol the Women's
Christian Temperance Union in having these
appointments made is to protect youth from
vice Iadvise you that incase of any children
found by you violating the law, or being used
by others in violation of the !aw, you should
take these children to the Society for the

Prevention of Cruelty to Children, where
they will be eared for. You shoud take
noto of all persons present and any witnesses
to the eritne whom you ean flud, and thesa
names should be entersd upon the records of
the Magistrate If the prisoners arrested
have been tuken to a police station, then it
will be your duty to aprear befors the Magi--
trate an soon as the Magistrate's court shail
he openad

"As to the salling of cigarettes and lquor to
ehildren, or the using of e¢hildren for the carrys
g of liquor, and, in fact, any mistemeanor, [
have to advise you that unless you see the par-
sons comnuitting the act, and know of vourown
knowledge that the esgentials of a erime c¢xist,
you should not arrest, but should obtain a war-
rant, or, hetter yet, make a charge and have a
summons {ssue |t by & Magistrate requiring the
purtics accuse |l to explain, Thereupon a war-
rant will be issuad, should _there be sufficiant
reason to believe that an offenes has heey come
mitted. Should a felony be committed, hows
over, and the sama come to  your notice,
you  mav arrest, whether  yon S0
the act or not, if vou are =atisfiad that
a erime has bheen comunutted, but  you
shoul { insist that the person who muakes the
charge shall go with you to the Magistrate orto
a poliee station. Should you coma across an
assemblace engeged in Hghting or in riot (and
this means mors than three peaple) you may
disperse the sumoe and arrest the leaders
Shonld those engaged fn saneh riot or ghting
refuse to Jdisperse you may eall upon hy-
stupders, or any other persons, to assist you,
und if they full to do <o they may be pun-
ishad under the Penal Colde. You mayar all
times ask the aid of the polica~in short, it is
your duty to doso,

“Youarn authorized to preserva the peace
hut not to punish, That is the prerogative of
the judicial and not the police power. You
should at all times be carctul lost you exceed
your Bauthority You should kaep records |
of evervthing you do, noting the names
of witnesses, plaras and facta.  You ara not
obliged to arrest every person vou find in djs-
pute orapparently violating the law ; it may be
that the per<ons do not understand that they
are violating the law, and & warning may be
=ufMeient

“I takw it that this general explanation will
be quite suffleient for your purposes, Yon are
intalligent, reputable men, who Are serving
without pay and solely out of regard for your
duty tothe peaple of Brooklvn, My hope s
that the movement in which vou and tha
organization which vou represent are [nter-
ested may be attended with benefleinl results.”
