Wymnan received to-day from Surgeon Carmi-
chaol, in charge of the Marine Hospital Service
wt Honoluln, a report dated Feb, 20, in which
he says that no new cascs of plague were re-
ported from Feh, 6 to Feb 19, but on the 19th
thres casas, allof which were futal, wera report-
al. One was a Chingse woman, who was taken
from & house in the rear of tha navycoal shads,
The other vietims wers Chinese men, one of
whom had been Hving on Wadrirl roal, near
King strect. The place where the third case
wus discoverad hus not boen made publie. The
tnfeotion in the above cases is supposed to be
from Asiatic foodstuffs,

WasninotToN, March 5 —An amendment to
the pending Puerto Rico bill, offered to-day by
Senator Davis of Minnesota, proviles for froe
trade between the Island and the United States,
It extends to Puerto Rico the provisions of the
constitution which vrovides that ail duties, Im-
posts and excises levied nnd eollected shall be
uniform throughout the United States, and
that no restriction shal' be placed on the com-
meroe between the States

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THE PUERTO RICO TARIFF.

MENATOR 1LODGE SAYS IT IS FOR THE
BEST INTEREST GF THE ISLAND,

With Free Trade, He Says, the Islanders
Would Be Compelied to Resort to Direct
Taxation, but Under the Tarifi Bl
They Escape Such Taxation Altogether.

WasninaroN, March O —S8enator Lodge to-
day gavo to Tue SUN correspondent the fol-
lowing stateament on the subject of the pends
ing Puerto Rico Tariff Lill:

“In the matter of the Puerto Rican tariff, (f
we dosire to do what (s easiest for the United
States and most burdomsomo to the peopls of
the island we shall establish (rea trade. When
I vamoe to Washington I bellaved, without
having examined the matter thoroughly, that
wa should establish free trade with the 1sland
as a matter of course, but when I eame to look
into it I found that in tho interests of the
Puerto Ricans this would be most undasirable.
The peopla of the island have just passed
through a war and a transfer of tha Govern-
ment. This has produead a great disturbance of
business, almost complete stagnation. In ad-
dition the aland was visited last summer by a
hurricana of unexampled violenee, which
caused untold damage and wrecked the coffea
plantations, which furnish the prineipal article
of export, The people are poor, thera is much
suffering, and et the same time {t {3 very naces-
sary that they should makaconsiderable publie
expenditures. If frea trade {8 estublished
they will be compellad immediately to lay upon
themselves heavy direet taxes for pablie pur-
poses, which would ba a very severe burden,
as well as a work of great dificulty, Frae trade
would deprive them, practically, of all the
revennes which they recefved from customs
under the Bpanish Governmoent and thus in-
crease the direct taxes over anything known
before,

“The problem before Congresa was how to
glve them revonue in tha least burdensome
way. Tocompel them to resort to direet taxa-
tion was the most burdensome, and would
have erippled the is'and at this time. There-
fora, this low revenue tariff, which is In no
senso protective, was imposed, All the revenue
eollected under it in the ports of the United
States {s to ba paid Into the [sland treasury a8
well as all the revenus eollnetad in ports of the
island itself. The Foraker bill also provides
that all the internal revenue raised in the
taland shall go into the island treasury. In
this way the neeossary money {8 ralsed in
aaslest possible mannor for the peopls of the
fsland, and the Logislatura will not he obliged to
imposo a single direct tax, while all subjeers of
taxation are thus left free for the municlpallty.
The bill passed in accordance with the Vresi-
dent's wise recommendation, giving Puerto
Rico the ravenue already collected, merely
makes the pending bi!l retroactive. Yot many
paople who praise our gift of revenuae already

{eollactad, danonnes tha bill which proposes to

continun giving, Ona 18 as wise and right as
the other, and both are wise and right,

“Thosa who in various parts of the country
are earnestly protasting from the beat of mo-
tives against the nroposcd tariff, are really
gowking to burden the Puerto Ricans and maks
their position worse than it is. Thoss who ad-
vocate free trade for tha island at this time on
the ground of sympathy with the inhabitants,
have not lllllk"-j mnto thea caso r'ﬂ”liﬂh 1O swp
that what they propose 18 not a relief to _the
{-mpi'- in the way of taxation as the tariff is,
mt an inersused and heavy burden. The truth
is that we have naver treated any paople who
hata come under our flag with such generosity
and consideration as we show in the proposed
legislation for Puerto Rico, The cltizen of
Arizona or New Mexico paya the duties
on every imported article which ha con-
sumes, and all internal revenue taxes, and
what he pays goss Into the Treasury of
the Unitad States, while he 1a laft to tax him-
aalf in addition for all the exypenses of the Ter-
ritorial government. In the casa of Puertn
Rien avary dollar of taxation raisad by the
Unitad States, directiy or indireetly, from the
islanl or its prolucts (& pald into the island
treasury, The United States under this bill
will not take onecent of revenue from the
Island of Puarto Rieo, whila it taxes tha in-
habitants of all tha other Territories just as it
taxes the inhahitants of the States.

The Detroit and Marblehead Ordered There
to Protect American Interests.

WasaiNaToN, Mareh 5. —The cruisers Detroft

out by the offleers of the Fidality Bank ou its
own cheeks. When the Fidelity faied, the
Chamical Bank putin its claim for 300,000,
which was resisted by the receivor onh two

Wasuivaron, March 5 —William Powors and
Moses Simmons of Mullan, Idaho, testifiad be-
fore the House Committes on Milttury Affairs
this moraing relative to tha trouble at the
Corur d'AlIne mines.  Powers was night
watchman at one of the Mu'lan mines, he said,
and, after the blowing up of the concentrator
at Wardner, he saw men returning to Mullan

Powars described the horrors of the “bull pen "
but had no parsonal eonmplaint to make. He
sald the countey was terrorized by the negro
soidinrs and the women were constantly fear-
fug assnult, Naveral women were threatened
with assault, but he knew of nocoses where
assauit was attemptel, Simmons was one of
the County Commissioners who wero arrested
and deprived of their oMees by the Governor
becauss of their inefMciency in dealing with
tha rints. He told of the rioting and said that
the Commissioners would Lave beanable to
restore order wnd punish the offendars if the
Governor had not ealled in the soldiers.
