wasniNatoN, Maroh 10.—A proposition has
been made by soms of the leading Republioan
members of the Senate that the Foraker bill
for Puerto Rico be amended by striking out
the proviaion for a civil government. The ad-
voeates of this plan belleve that by so dolng
the Uil can be disponed of at & much earller
day. Eariy aotlon they deem necassary on ac-
eount of the condition of the I(nhabitants
of the Island and the need for Iimmediate
measures oaloulatal to restore prospere
{ty. Auother consideration which led to
the proposition Is that Congress does not as
yet know preoisely what is needed in the way
of & form of government for Puerto Rloo,
fenator Platt of Connectlout is one of those
who belluves that it is too early to attempt any
elaborate scheme of goverament for the
tsland. He belleves that Oongress shonld walt

unti! the poopla of this country and the mem- !

bers of Congress learn more about the oon-
ditions exiating (n Puerto Rlco and more about
the needs and capaoities of the Puerto Rican
people.

Senator Platt proposed some time ago, in-
formally. that Puerto Rico should be governed
for the present under a resolution similar to
that which was app!iel to Loulsiana early in
thiscentury, and preeisely l{ke the Bpooner reso-
lution for the government of the Philippines.
Ho has never ceased to belleve that this would
provide the most satisfactory arrangement at
present for Puerto Rien, and there are a num-

ber of members of the Senate who share this |

belief,

The disoussion among Senatora who met In
committea rooms to-day and disoussed the
party programme (n the Senate was occupled
ch'efly with these two conaiderations in favor
of securing a very early passage of the Puarto
Rico bill by dropuing the part providing fora
elvilgovernment. There was a'so a great deal
of liseussion about the proposition, which was
pu'lished in TrE SUN this morning, to amend
the House bill by providing for the fres ade
m lsalon of gnods from the United Btates into
FPuerto Rieo and for the reduction of the 15
per cent. prov.sion as applied to imports [rom
Tuerto Rico into the United Rtates.

A numler of membters ¢f the Senate are
opposed to this plan, but the members of the
Rrewelag Committee are for it, and there is &
strong rrobability that an amendment to that
effect will be offercd In the Benate next week,
It 1= being urged 'n some quarters against this

ropositon that some of those mem bers of the
h mse who oprose! free trade most strenu.
ous 'y will be obliged to reversa their position
pract'onily, when the bill with the propose
amendment goes to tha House from the
Coufervnce tommittes,  The amendment
howoevar, Joes not «acrifice the sonstitutional
rineiple, so callad, that has been contend.

ng for

senntor Foraker, chairman of the Benate
Purrto Rleo Committes, is atrongly opposed to

Contract Awarded for Fifty of the Drigae-
Seabury Semi-Antomatio Six-pounders.
Wasminatow, Maroh 10.—~The Navy Depart-

ment to-day awarded a contract to the Drigge-

Beabury Gun and Ammunition Company of

New York for ifty seml-automatio 8-pounder

guns. This gun is the Invention of Comman-

der Willlam H. Driggs, U. 8. N., retired, and
has just completed a series of remarkable
trials at the Indian Head proving-ground.

The report just received at the Navy Depart-

ment shows a rate of five rounds in tour seo-

onds. which is more than double ths best
record already made and at the rate of

76 shots a minute with-a 6-pounder shell

This projectile Is londed with powder, and has

apercussion fuse whichiexplodesthe shell upon

fmpact. This andthe firiug charge are together

{none cartridge, llke the cartridge of a pistol or

arifle, but on a large ecale. The cartridgesare

entered Into the chamber by hand, and as
soon as securely placed the gun closes auto-
matically, fires, recoils and, returning to the
battery, the breech opens, ejecting the empty

cane and leaving the gun ready to reoceive |

another load. If not desired to use the full
automatio feature the gur pointer releases his
hold upon the trigger until such time as he
wishes to fire. Then, by pulling the trigger, as
he finds his plece bearing on the target, the
gun fires again, recolls, and on the counterere-
coll opens and ejects the empty case and leav es
the gun ready for a new load.

To get a continuous fire, however, the
operator has only to ocontinue his hold upon
the trigger and have the assistant load as
rapidly as the empty canes are ejscted. The
automatio feature may be entirely thrown out
of operation by simply throwing up a small
handle, when the gun can be worked as an
ordinary hand-workin un and ae delibere
ately a3 wanted, lu bullding the gun the

THE TREATY AMENDMENT.

OFFICIALS OF THE GOVERNMENT
HOPK TO DEFEAT IT,

No Becret Made of the MBtate Depart-
went's Oppositien—Representations Made
That Great Britain Will Rejeot the

Treaty If the Amendment Is Adopted.

Wasuixoton, March 10.—It became eovident
to-day that oMcials of the Government whoare
intereatad In securing the defeat of the Davis
amendment to the Hay-Pauncefote treaty are
attempting to carry out thelr ends by anap-
plication of the forelgn method of intimating
through newspapers that the treaty will be
killed it 1t {s ratifled with the Davis amend-
ment included, A visit pald by Lord Paunce-
fote to the Becretary of Btate to-day afforded a
basls for the oiroulation of a report that he had
Informed the Becretary that his Government
would not nocept the amendment, thus effeo-
1ually disposing of the Hay-Pauncefnte agree-
ment und leaving the United States committed
to the Clayton-Bulwer Treaty.

After Lord Pauncefote’s visit to the Btate
Department THE SUN reporter was told that
the Department did not kpow what the
British Government would do, and in spite of
the reports, evidently emanating from offielal
sources, that Great Britain will reject the
treaty as amended, there {s reason to belleve
that THE BUN's reporter was correctly Informed.
Lord Pauncefote appears tote equally in the
dark as to the Intentions of his Government.
When he returned to the Embassy he setabout
preparing despatches to the Forelgn Office In
London, supposedly In regard to the action of
the Senate Committes on Foreign Relations,
which kept him busy most of the day.

Naturally, the frankness which exists
between Becretary Hay and rd
Pauncefote permitred an Interchange of

The hearing In the matter of appointing a per
manent receiver for the Third Avenue Rallroad
has been postponed from March 14 o March 16
by Judge Lacombe of the United States Circuit
Court.

Wasninaoron, March 10.—~In tha Senate this
morning a resolution was offerad by Senator
Allen (Pop, Neb.) and agreed to, Instructing
the Committes on Rules to inquire why the
regular annual statements of the S.cretary of
the Nenate and the Clerk of the House, giving
the names and compensation of clerks, mes-
sengers, oapitol pollice and other esmployees,
have not been made for aaveral years past, He
atated as his reason for offering the resolution
that the understanding betwoan Senatoran few
years ago fixing the Senate force of employees
was being constantly violated, and that there
were now 350 persons on that foree, with an-
nunl aggreoente salaries of over $510,000,

The Diplomatio and Consular Appropriation
bill was taken up. As passed by ths House It
appropriated $1.743,708. As reported by Lhe
Senate Committee on Appropriations the
amount I8 Increased to $1,785,735. For the
flscal year 18801 the appropriation was $1,750,«
815 and for the current flscal year $1,714,533,
the annual Increases for the last tcn years be-
ing vory small, Among the changes made {n
the Senate bill are these: Increasing salaries
of Minister to Netheriands from $7.500 to
$10,000; reducing salary of Secretary of Lega-
tion to Guatemala and Honduras from $2,000
to $1,800;: making salary of Consul-Genaral at
Ottawa, $4.000; of Consul-General at Guats-.
mala, $2,000; at Dawson City, $3.500; at San
Juan del Norte, Nicaragua, $3,000; at Barba-
does, Rotterdam and Bierat, $2.500 : at London
(Canada), Genoa, Milan and Barne, $2,000,
