The proposition is attacked, first, by
the free traders, who object chronically to
the encouragewent of any American
dustry by Goverument aid; and, secondly,
by thosa who think they detect in the
measure a scheme for the benetit of particu-
lar persons at the expense of the taxpayers
of the nation.

We can dismiss the first objection at
onece, It is academic and theoretieal. No
question of ethics is involved. The ques.
tion is ona of expediency onlvy, It is a8
legitimata for the [nited Stutes Govern-
ment to foster its mariting
gnbsidies, as it has been for freotrade Eng-
land to do the same thing: or as it is for
protectionist Germany which i at present
carrving on the experiment with results
that are as astonishing to her maritime
rivals a8 they are gratifying to her own
people.

Now, this $0.000,000 maximum which
the bill proposes totake out of the Treas-
ury is either a mighty good investment
and a trifle in our annpual budget if it
Lrings about the restoration ol the Ameri-
can flag to ita old place in the world's mari-
time commerce, or else it is an indefensiblo
and easlly axposad steal and swindle if {6
gerves meroly to sgwell the profits of cer-
tain Individuala at the expense of the Treas-
ury. And it seems to us that the Congress
and the American people ought to he ahle
to distinguish readily between a good in-
vestment and a corrupt and gelfish raid
on the Treasury,

The affair of Dreifontein last Saturday re-
duced to its teae proportions turns out to have
Luen ouly astrong rear-guard ection on the
part of the Boers, whose losses appear to have
boeen much greater than those of the British,
What is chiefly remarkable in the account of
the Nght is that the British cavalry unexpect.
edly found the kopjes at Drelfonteln strongly
occupiod, the supposition having been that
that part c¢f the country was clear
of the euemy. This lenls a London paper
to exclaim thatno more damning indictment
was ever proferred against any cavalry. But
when the facts cometo be known as to the Boer
movoments immedintely prior to the British
ndvance from Poplar Grove, It may turn out
that the case 18 similar to that of Magersfon-
tein, where u reconnoissance established cer.

LINCOLN AND EXPANSION,

He Held That the Constitution D¢ Not
Operate ' Ex Proprio Vigore" in the
Terrttories, nnd That the Right to Aes
quire Territory Was Beyond Question,

WasnineToN, March 12.~In an oditorial ar-
tiole of last Wednwesday's Bux there (s an ex-
tract from a speech of Benator Tellor, in which
he states that Abraham Lincoln was a bellever
in the dootrine that the Constitution does not
operate of its own force fu the Toerritories, Mr,
Teller says:

“In 1800 I spent a good part of the summer
in discusaing political questions, and this was
one ol them. Wao as Republieans, supporters
of Mr. Lincoln, claimed that the Constitution
Aid not go into the Territoriea, 7hatwas M,
Lincoln's position,”

The Senator is certainly right in this state-
ment. In the campaign of 1890 the Dred Reott
decision was one of the principal issues
betweoan the parties  The United States
Supreme Court had deetdad in thut case that
the Conatitution earried siavery into the Torrie
tories. This was denied by the Hepublican
party, and the seventh article of tha platform
upon which Lincolu was elected declared:

That the new dogma, that the Constitution of its
own fores earries slavery into any or all of the Ter
ritorfes of the United States, is o dangerous politiesl
heresy, at variance with the explicit provisions of
that instrriment iteelf, with eontemporans X
sition, and with legislative and judicial procedent,
isrevolutionary in its tendenc o and subyversive of
the peaca and harmony of (he conntey

In his letter of accentance of the nomination,
addrossed to George Ashiimun, chairnan of the
convention, Mayv 23, 186, Lineoln sald:

The declaration of principles and
which accompanies your letter meets iy approval
and it shall be my care not to violate or disincard
ft. * * * 1 am now happy to cooperate tor the
practical snccess of the principles declared by the
couvention

It is, therefore, clear that Mr. Lineoln ap-
proved and adopted the theory that the Con-
stitution does not of its own foree operate in
the Territories,

Noronly did Mr, Linealn beiieve In the right
of Congress tomake laws for the Territories
unshackled by tha Constitution, but he was o
firm believer in the right of this country to ac-
quire territormy, and to colonize it after it was
aequired, In faet in his very flrst annual
message to Congress, he proposed aplan for
the colonization of the negroes in coma reginn
outside the United States, to bLe purchased for
that purpese. Here is what he said

villages as o resuit of the coming of the in-
funtry.
