SUGGESTS I1EGAL REFORMS.
Leventritt Advocates
Changes in Court Procedure,

The Phi Delta Phi Club, an organization of
young lawyers, gave their monthly dinner last
night at the Hotel Marlborough. Charles T,
Terry, DPresident of the club, presided.
The guest of honor and the ouly
speaker of the evening was Supreme
Court Justice David 8. Leventritt. In
his speech he advocated many radical
changes in the prosecuting of cases in the
Supreme Court, the result he eaid, partly of
an experience of over a quarter of a century

at the trial bar, fortitled by a vear's impar-
tial obeervance from the bench. ,
"My flrst suggestion,'” suid the Justice, "has
reference to the opening of the cass and cone
templates an optional statement oy defend-
ant's counsel of the the general nature
ol the defence, either as disclosed by
the answer, or a8 ha proposes to
limit it on his part of the case.
