RAILROAD DEALS AT HAND.

ATORY OF THX ABSORPTION OF READ-
ING AND JERSEY CENILRAL,

Acoording to the Report the Baltimore and
Ohlo nnd the Penuvsylvania Are to Db
vide Them Up—H., & O. to Get to New
York- Pennsylvania to Get Coal Traffe.

Parrisone, April 12-—-The next move of
large importance in  the rallroad world s
expected to be tho absorption of the Philadels
phia and Reading und the Central Ratlroads
of New Jorsey by the Baltimors and
Ohio and the Pennsylvania systems. The
plan I8 sald to ba for the Baltimore and Ohlo
and the Pennsylvania toacquire the propertios
and divide them among their systems, the
baltimore and Ohlo taking the Philadelphia
and Heading division, extending from Phila-
delphia to Bound Brook, N. J., and one or two
other important Lranches, and the New Jersey
Central division axtanding from Bound Brook
to New York. The Pennsylvania would ac-

quire the remaining divisions.

This schame would give the Baltimore and
Ohioan unbroken lina of its own from the
metropolis to 8t, Louls and Louisville by way
of Cincinnati, and would secure to the Pennsyl-
vania absolute control of the anthracite coal
tonnage of the Scranton, Wilkes Barro and
and Mauch Chunk distrieta of Pennsylvania,
which are now dominated by the New Jersey

Central.

It is said that the Pennsylvania heretofore
bas not looked with favor upon the Baltimore
and Ohto entering Jersey City over {ts own
tracks, but since it has acquired such a large
fnterest in the property this opposition has
disappearcd. and now it is said that the Penn-
eylvania is not only willing for it one-time
rival to secure these advantages, but will aid it
in every way to bring about the deal, provided
the Paltimors and Ohio will reciprocats by aid-
ing the Pennsylvania in coutroliing the ane-
thracite coal traflle,

This scheme i« understood to hava been eon
sidered in Philadelphia yesterday, when Chaire
wan Balomon of the Baltimore and Ohio and
ir-»nlu-ntl‘uwuu of the Pennsylvania confers
rod on rallroad matters, The management of
both the Baitimore and Ohio and the Pennsyle
vania, for obvious reasons, have kept the mat.
ter o secret until their plans are fully matured,

The consummation of such a deal would not
only enable the Baltimors and Ohio to reach
New York over it own_tracks, but would also
give the company the Market streat station of
the Putladelphin and Reading and the latter's
large terminal facilities at Philadelphia and
New York. _

Another matter which ia said to be nearing
& head is the formal transier of the control of
the Baltimore and Ohio Southwestern to the
Baltimore and Obio. 'he Baltimore and Ohio
owns all of the stoek of the Baltimore and Ohio
Routhwostern, and guarantees orincipal and
interest on the Intter's mortgage indehtodness,
The operation of the Baltimore ana Ohio Bouth-
westorn as thoe southwestern division of the
Baltimore and Ohio was provided for ‘o the
plan of reorgzanization of the former, but the
earrying out of ths terms was delayed by Pres.
{dent Bacon and Viee-President Greens of the
Baltimore and ODhio Southwestern, This road
extends from Parkersburg, W, Vi, to 8t.

CONSOLIDATION A PUBLIC GOOD,

Injunction Against the Wagner-Pullman
Transter Denied by the Court,

The motion of Willlam H.N.Francis,as astocke
holder of the Wagner Palace Car Company, to
enjoln the transfer of the stock of that company
to Pullman's Palace Car Company has been
denied by Justice Beekman ol the Bupreme
Court. Francls owns 100 sharesof the Wagner
Palace Car Company and was the only stock-
holder to fight the proposed arrangement. The
owners of 187,188 sharcs out of 108,605 voted
for it. By the agreement the stock of the
Wagner Palace Car Company was put at $180
a share and was to be exchanged, share for
share, for new stock to be lssued by the Pull-
man company, Stockholders of the Wagner
company who did not desire to go inareen-
titled to recelve $180 a share for their stock.
The Judge says that the plan of liquidation and
the consideration to ba pald for the property
weem to bo reasonable, fair and adequate. He
continues:

It is urged that the absorption of the Wag-
ner company by the Pullman company will
creats & great monoply of the usiness.
1 fall to see that thia wounld be the result in
any sense, which Is otnoxious to the law, as
the p'an in question in no way involves any re-
straint upon others from freely engaging in
the same kind of business. It is contende
here on behalf of the defeandants that the chie
merit of the proposed absorption of the buale
ness of the Wagner company by the Pullman
company s In the reduction of administrative
expenses  and reater c{Toctiveness 1n
mana amoPO, and that there Is a corre-
sponding benefit not only to thoss immedi-
ately interested in the business, but to
the publle as well, as the tendency of
such conditlons {8 towarda reduction of
charges for the service rendered. The con-
tention I8 borne out by the observed results of
similar aggregations of business anterprises
under one control, whieh has become one of the
economic features of the present day. Ther
seems to be umhlnq. then, in the propose
transfer here which I8 injurious to the publie
interests.”

The Court saya that the contention that the
agreemont is not advisable i3 of no welght be-
cause the directors of the Waguer company
were empowaerad by the articles of agrermont
on which the company was foundoed to dissolve
It on giving sixty days’ notice tothe stock-
holders, which hud been done,

FIGHT AGAINST THE NEW COAL ROAD

The Frie Company Scores a Point in the
Pennaylvania Courts,

Porr Jervis, N. Y., &pril 12.--The Frle Rail-
road Company to-day scored a point in its fight
in Pennsylvaniato prevent tha Erie and Wyo-
ming Valley and Pennsylvania Coal companies
from building its proposed coal road from
Hawley, over the abandonnd Delaware and
Hudson Canu!, to tidewater at Kingston, N. Y,
Last November the Erie Company dumped 100
earloads of coal nshes in the canal aut Lacka-
waxen, wheroe the Erie crosses it by a bridge,
This was to prevent the new road from build-
ing on the bed of the canal, which is under the
Frio tracks at this point. The matter was
taken to tha courts an'd Judge Purdy, the pre.
siding Judge of Pike and Wayne countles, or-
dered the Erle Company to remove a wooden
bridga it had built aeross the canal ona level

with the bank while an injunction was pend-
ing, leaving the coal and other obstruction un-
uvisturbed,

To-day the Eria Company, through its roun-
gal, sought to tlle a bond, which in effeot would
give {t permanent possession of the land under
its bridge No. U at Lackawaxen. A special
term of Pike; County Court was held at Milford
toeday betore Judge Purdy and Assoclate
Judges Klaer and Houck, at which the Erie
and Wyoming Company asked for an injuhe-
tion to restrain the Erie from filing its bond.
The injunction was denied and the FErie per-
mitted to file 1its hond, This gives the latter
company the eanal bed where it is_obstructed,
and not only prevents the new road trom passs
ing under the Erie’s bridge at that point, but
will prevent fliling the canal with water for
bouting coal, in case the Pennsyivania Coal
Company and Individual anthracite operators
fail tofsecure a through route by rafl from the
con! flelds to tidewater,

BOUSTON AND ALBANY LEASY,

Boston Men Go to the Legisinture With the
Amendment They Demand.

Another obstacle to tho ratifleation of the
lease of the Boaton and Albany Eailroad to the
New York Central has been interposced by reps
resentativea of tha East Doston Company, a
corporation which owns extensive whar! and
Boston,  Nathan Mat-
thews, as the representative of this company,
has formally applied to the Mussachusuetts
Logislature to amend the proposed leaso by in-

serting a clause requiring the New York Cen-

tral to spend $5,000,000 within flve yearsin
enlarging and perfecting the docks, wharves
aud other terminal facilities owned by the Bos-
ton and Albany company in East Boston

Mr. Matthews savs that the persons who
control the New York Central ure behind the
proposed leass of the Fitehburg Railroad to
the Doston and Maine, and he objeots to givin
the Vanderbiits unrestricted eontrol of most n#
thea important railrond interesta in Massas
chusetts, The East Boston Company wants a
definite understanding with the Now York
Central regarding its purpose in the extension
and development of the Boston and Albuny
terminol facihities,

The Vanderbiits are apparently making no
efforts to Influence the action of the Massias
chusetts Legis ature  The New York Central
people take the ground thit they have made a
Itheral ofTer for the Boston_und Albany prop-
erty, and it the Stato of Mussachusatts does
not eare to have the offer accepted, the ree
sponsibility rests in that quarter. The Boston
and Albany as an independent line wouli be in
noposition t hurtthe interestsof the Now York

Centrai, while the lastenamad company, by

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PROSPERITY IN THE SOUTH.

YARN BSPINNERS MEET AND AD-
VANCE PRICES IN THEIR GUODS

President Adamson of the Association Says
That McKinley’'s Re-election Will Make
Secure the HSouth's Prosperity for
Four Years More—-The Trade Outlook.

Cuarrorts, N. C, Aoril 12,~The Bouthern
Hoslery' Yarn Spinners' Association met here
this afternoon and adoptad an advanced scale
of prioes for garns, President Charles Adam-
son of the assoclation, a large mlill owoer of
Cedartown, Oa, told Tue Svx correspondent
that the redlection ot McKinley would bring
four more years of prosperity, He sald that
the industrial outlook in the South Is very
bright. He sald: “As long as the present
proaperous condition of the country continues
there will be no decline in tha prices of yarns,
While there Is an apparent Iull in the demand,
which might lead ono to think that prices are
softening, this is due to the fact that the mllle
are full of orders and sold ahead, and also to
the fact that the knitters are hoping for a
break in prices and are only buying what Is
immediately needed withont placing any
future orders,

“In addition to these facts, eartain commis-
sfon men In the Eust, working on a plan some-
what aimllar to what was done in connectinon
with tha cotton market, are trving to give the
idea that the markets ara declining In order to
buy cheaply and speculate. Cotton will not
eome down any when the new erop comas in,
An examination of eotton prices for Afty years
back will show that the price of cotton, llke
that of iron, runs in eycles. It shows that this
and next year cotton will be higher, until the
weava mills cease doing the business they now
do. The hosiery yarn men need have no ap-
prehension about prices,

“Anothar factor opening up to the cotton
manufacturer {8 the matter of export trade
with the Philippines and the open door (n
China.  Our country is on the eve of expansion
in all lines of trade, and particularlv in the
cotton trade. It will only stop when the cotton
trade of the world is In the hande of the Amer|-
can mannfacturers, the same as the iron trade
now is. It behooves tha South to support the
movements to extend this trade. Profitsa may
not be lurge, but the demgnd {8 practically une
limited, and in my opinion weshounld pay more
attention to export trude than to any other,

“It i possible that some depression for a
short timo may show itself about the time of
the Presidential election, but that will be

short,

“With the redlection of President MeKinley
the eountry has a cortainty of four more yeara
of proaperity, Our finances are now on a good
hagis and, taking o broad view of the aituation,
I ean ace no reason why the rr-mem prosperity
should not continue and form the greatast
period  of suceess  In. manufactures that
Americs hns ever asen. I am In a position to
udge with tolerable acearacy the feeling of
Fastern vurltnlluls with regard to our mann-
factures, Tam in cloes touch with some of the
leading men in the North and it is easler now
to interest capital in any enterprises, especially
in Southern enterprises.”

Conecerning the prics of yarn Mr. Adamson
eald the association simply moved up prices
to fit tha advanced market quotations. He sald
the difference in priea In favor of Fastern
varns hal entirsly disappearsd. In some cases
Southernmills recoived the highest prices,
