ATTACKS GEN.

ROE Now.

Major Smith of the 7ist (Relleved' Sends on
Charges—~Ex-Gov. Black a Witness ?

Major Clintorn H. 8mith of the S8eventy-first
Regiment, who was relleved from duty in De-
cotnber, 1508, and has been seeking to have his
case reviewed by the courts, has now preferred
charges to the Governor against Major-Gen,
Roe, commanding the National Guard of the
State. A week ago Major Smith's counsel,
Col Alexander 8 Bacon, attacked Gov. Roose-
velt in a pamphlet.

One of Major Smith's charges against Gen.
Roe is based on Gen. Roe's aMdavit in Major
Smith's mandamus proceeding in the Supreme
Court, The charge quotes (en. Roe as saying
that “Order 120 (relieving Major Smith fromn
duty) was ssued by meafter consultation with
und with the approval of my immediate supe-
rior, the then Governor, Hon. Frunk 8 Black."
This statement, Major Smith deelares, was un-
trus und he u?'u he can Frovo that Gov. Black
was not consulted. It jsintimated that he would
call Mr. Black a8 u witness.  He also excepts to
Gen. Roe's statement that the ordewas issued
for the “maintenance of discipline nd the best
intarest of the service,’” which he says does not
wkrea with a statement made by Gen. Roe for
publication when the order was issued to
the effect that it was not intended to reflect
urun Major Smith, but was designed to relieve
him from possible erubarrassment while prepar-
ing his defence

One more “charge’’ accuses (ien. Roe of con-
gpiracy with Capt. Bleacker and Capt. Meeks of
the Seventy-first Kegiment to make publio
articles derogatory to Major Smith. A still
tunl).ar charge 18 “oppreasion.’’ Major Snuith
sayse that Gen. Roa demanded his resignation
with a threat that if it was not fortheoming
articles would be published reflacting upon his
conduct in the Cuban campalgn: compelled
him also to ask for a court of inquiry under
pain of going before the State board, aud
managed the court of Inguiry as a further
engine of ugprmlun. Pretty much all this has
been said before by Major Bmiith's counsel in
court.

CROTON LANDING, April 22 ~Gen. Roe said 1o~
day that he had heard nothing, either officially
or otherwise, of any charges preferred by
Major Smith against him, and that if thers
were such charges he was ignorant of the fact,
Beyvond this statenient he declined to make any
colmment,

THE RIGHT TO LABOR.

A Conspicuous Defender of It Iin Paterson Is
Recorder Senlor,

PATERSON, N. J,, April 22.—Reveral new ele-
ments of upcertainty have entered into the
contest for the office of Recorder in this city,
The pecullar conditions of the contest for this
office have ualready been told in THE SuN,
When strikes have been in progress in Pater-
son during his term of office the present Re-
corder, George B. Senfor, has invartubly in-
si«ted that men have a right to go to and from
their work without molestation. He has con-
victed and flned strikers who were shown by
the evidence to be gulity of interfering with
the busineas of their former employers or with
the occupation of the men and women who
took the places which they Lad left vacant.

That s the reason why the labor unfons of
Paterson and those who sympathize with them
are devoung their attention to the defeat of
Recorder Senfor, whose term of offlce is about
toexpire  Also it is the reason why great num-
bers of citizens have enllsted in the cause of
the Magistrate and are determined to vindicate
him and the course he tovk by securing his re-
appointment by the Board of Alderuwien

for to the recent vlection the labor unjons
demanded & promise from candidates for
Aldermen that they would vote against the re-
appointment of Recorder Senjor Al of the
candidates denied that they gave the promise,
but the union representatives reported other-
wise and the unjons specifically indorsed two
Aldermanio cardidates  Both of the men thus
specifically indursed we.n defeated, but the

tuation was complicated by the return of a
Board of Aldermen which is evenly divided be-
tween Democrats and Republicans  Kecorder
Senjor {3 & Republican, and even those Demo-
oruts who favor him are very likely to vote first
for a party candidate

Under a recent enactment the outgoing
Board of Alderinen had the power to fill certain
eity offices instead of the incoming board  An
attempt to make the appointments further
complicated the situation, Alderman Post, a
Republican, voting with the Democrats in the
negative on a motion to pre oeed to the appoint-
ment of clty officers  These appointments
weroe thus thrown over to the new board, which
has not a Republican majority

While the office of Hecorder was not amnnﬁ
those that might have been tilled by the ol
hoard, the peculiar action of Alderman Post in
deserting his party placed the Recordership
contest in an odd condition. Much will depend
upon the action of this Alderman when the new
board meets, and, in the meantime, a number
of new eandidates have arisen in both parties,
Among these are William J. St. Lawrence and
former Police Justice Frank Van Cleve on the
Democratic side and Foster Freeman on the
Republican side.  But the friends of Recorder
Senior are still confident that he will be reap-
winted, and should it chance that he is de-
I.-mml, he will contest the action of the Board of
Aldernmien in the courts under the Veterans'
act, which forbids the removal of 4 veteran ex-
cent Yor case.

The new Board of Aldermen willmeet in a few
davs and its action on the Recordership ques-
tion is awaited with interest

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'THE PRESIDENT AT CHURCH.

SITS IN MORRIS K. JESUP'S PEW AND
SERMON ON CHINA.

Gen. and Mrs, Harrison Call and See Mrs,
McKinley Also Gov. Roosevelt and Cor.
neltus N. Bliss Both Visitors -Mrs. McKinley
Takes a Long Drive-Off for Washington,

President McKinley went to the Brick Pres-

| byterian Church yesterdey morning as the

guest of Mr. and Mrs. Morris K. Jesup, and
heard a talk on China as o missionary fleld by
the Hev. J. H. Laughlin, for many years a
Presbyterian missionary to China. It was an
interesting address ou the needs and possibili-
ties for Christianizing and eivilizing the (hi-
nese Empire

The President and his private secretary, Mr,
Cortelyou, drove up to the church in Mr
Jesup's carriage about flve minutes before 11
o'clock  The small crowd in front of the church

l uncovered us the President, assisting Mrs. Blisy

from the carriage, entered the church. The
party was ushered to Mr Jesup’s pew about
half way down the main alsle The Rev Malt-
bis D Babeock, pastor of the church, prayed
“for all those assoclated in authority
over us,” and for the ‘‘Christianizing of
the isles of the sea,” shortly after the
President entered and then introduced
MNr. Langhlin. The church was crowded
Mr. Laugh!in told how the Empress Dowager
was working enthusiastically to put a stop to
the encroachments of Western civilization in
China by closing the schools which the young
Emperor had fostered and which were presided
over largely by missionary teachers from the
Unitedistates. Toward the close of his ad-
dress, Mr. Laughlin said that he was notsure
but that God had raised up the Empress
Dowager for the special purpose of showing to
the people of the Western world the need of
Christiun missionaries in China, thus inspiring
great interest in wissfonary work there

"But I want to tell you, my friends,"” sald Mr.
Laughlin, “that the missionaries out there
preach and teach other things besides Christ
and Him crucified  For instance, 1 have a ser-
mon on railroads, got up under flve distinct
heads, and I bave preached it dozens of times
in ('hina, that the natives might get a correct
notion of what a well-equipped, well-operated
railroad i8 like and what a mighty good thing it
is tor the country through which it runs

When the service was over the strangers in
the congregation made arush for points of van-
tage in the vestibule immediately in front of the
doors opening upon the main aisle.  But they
never got there.  They found that the powers
that be at the Brick Church are rather sticklers
for sedate behavior. Iu the first place, every-
body who had seats opening on the main
aisle remained in the pews until the Presi-
dent's party had passed our. This in-
sured a clear aisle Moreover, as soon
as the benediction had been pronounced
ushers bad closed und locked two sets ol @lass
doors on either side of the veatibule just within
the ontside doors, which shut off those rections
of the vestibule into which the oongregation
from the side aisles and galleries come.

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| WELLAND CANAL ATTACKED

l

THE ATTEMPT TO DESTROY 10CK _NO,
24 AT THOROLD, ONT.

An Explosion of Dynamite That Shook the
Village as Though by an Earthguake-All
Four of the Gates of the lLock Damaged
~Three Men Arrested on Suspicion.

N1AOAKRA Faris, N. Y, April 22.-An attempt
was made last evening to destroy Lock No 24
of the Welland Canal at Thorold, Ont. Three
men are under arrest and held in the jail in
Niagra Falls, Ont., right across the river from
here. The explosion and attempted ruin of the
lock occurred between 8 and 7 o'clock, and the
village of Thorold was shaken as though by an
earthquake.  An immediate investigation re-
vealed that the explosion was at Lock 24 on the
Welland Canal.  This lock (s the highest on the
line and is located in the outskirts of the vil-
lage, at a point where men who sought to work
on such a plot might easily pass unseen, espe-
clally at this time of year, before navigation
has opened. People who hurried from their
homes reported to the Thorold police that three
men had been seen hurrying away from the
scene of the explosion as though making for the
border, Dynamite was the explosive used

The police of Niagara Falls, Ont., were noti-
fled and constables started from Thorold in
pursuit of the suspects. At about 9 o'clock last
night three men were arrested in Niagnra I'alls,
Ont, on suspicion. They were taken before
Magistrate Logan. Oneof the men, about 28
years old, tall and smooth-faced, gave his name
as John Walsh of Washington. The second man
gave the name of John Nelkon of Philadelphi
and said he was 32 years old He is short an
stout and has a dark brown mustache Th
third man refused to give his name and woul
say nothing. They wers held for further ex-
amination at 10 o'clock to-morrow mormng
The police appear very contident that they
have the right Inen.  One of the men is said to
have stopped for a week at the Hotel Dolphin
in this city. A search of the room revealed a
quantity of fuse such as i< used in conneection
with explosives. All day to-day the police here
have been trying to locate the boarding places
of the other two men, who are belleved to
have stopped on this side of the river at dif-
ferent places in order to pass unnoticed

Whils all four of the gatea of the lock are
more or lesas damaged, it 1 pot believed that
the damage is sufficient to prevent the opening
of the canal for navigation next Tuesday, as
intended. Two new gates will be put in, but
this will take only two days Had the lock
gates been blown out, as the dynamiters
intended to do, the whole upper lever, a milo
long, would have flooded through and de-
stroyed the lower levelsfof the canal The dvna-
mite had been placed at about the centre of the
lock, whichis270feet long It was in two parcels
one on each bank, and each package containec
elght sticks. It was discharged by batteries.
The wires were found, but the dynamiters

made away with the batteries, The
charge used might easily be calculate
to wreck tha lock, but it didn't., The

three men under arrest had been loiter-
fng around the locks all the afterncon and
have been ideutified by two canal emplovees
who saw them running away When the ex-
plosion oecurred the thonght uppermost in the
minds of the people in and about Thorold was
that the deed wus the work of Boer sympa-
thizers, but to-day 4 new theory has taken pos-
session of the people on both sides of the
border,

It was believed in Welland and in Clifton
to-night that the dynamiting was the work of
Buffalo scoopers, who wanted to prevent Con-
tractor Conners from diverting the grain trade
to Montreal. Mr. Conners, who had the contract
last year for handling all @rain at Buffalo, has
under devalopment & schemes to handle {t at
Montreal instead of Buffalo and, while this
orofect cannot be put in o[}u-rnlhm this sea=on,
18 purposes to send asmach grain as possible by
way of Montreal thisseason  Of courae the Wel-
laud Canal {s the necessary connecting line
hetween Lakes Frieand Ontario and thadestre-
tion of this waterway would abruntly terminate
Mr Conners's caleulations. It is fair to the scoop-
ers toray that neither the police of Canada nor
of the United States have been auble to connect
them with the dvnamiters Indeed, they geerned
to show littla iternest in the affair to-day. But
the %wupla of Clifton wera so wroughtup by
this theory that to-night thay readily nccepted
a report that 400 scoopers had started from Buf-
falo for Clifton to release the prisoners. Chief
Youngs of tha Dominion police did not
credit the report, but to allay the fears of his
people hesware in 200 deputies and posted scouts
along the frontier us far as Fort Erie to he pre-
pared for the invasion. The three prisoners
will be arraigned betore Police Justioe Logan
to-lnerrow

The Niagara Falls, Ont |, jail {s in the base-
ment of the Town Hall, and the polica thera
iave had notice to be on their wateh to-night
to prevent a release of the men under arrest hy
foree  For this reason a double guard will do
duty to-night.
