Archbishop Ireland of 8t Paul has written n
letter to the Duke of Norfolk, Presidant of the
Catholle Unfon of Great Britain, in which he
urges a united Anglo-Saxon Catholic propa-
wunda A eable despateh, from Rome last
woeek, says that the letter is distrusted at the
Vatican, whera it is regardod as an effort 1o

\ copy of Archbishop Ireland's letter has
Just been received hore Tt deals at length with
the opportunity before the Catholie Chureh in
English=speaking countries, and It lays cspecial
emphasis on the fact that the English language
I8 elreling the globe  All this, the Archbishop
polnts out, cannot ba too strongly tmpressed
upon the authorities of the Church. The letter
of Archhishiop Ireland is, in part, as follows

“It is a broad, plain tact in the geography of
the world a fact dally becoming broader and
plainer- that the English languago is eireling
the globe, that English-speaking countries are
constantly growing with speed that nothing
seama able to arrest, in territory and intluence
I certainly shall not belittle the spheres of in-
fluence of language other than the English, or
deny in the least the importance to the Church
of countries speaking those languages; let due
place ba given to all agenciea in the great work
of religion.  But, this said, the truth is before
us, that in the present, and more yot inth;
future, the minds of peoples spread over im-
mense regions of the globe are to be reached
only through the English language, and that
very much of the missionary work of the
Chureh 13 to be done under the agis of English-
