According to advies from Panama, the
Colombia Goverument has  discovered that
cthor enemies than the revolutionists are
plotting for its downfall President Josd
gantos Zelaya of Nicaragua is accused of aiding
the Colombian revolutioniats. What was re-
cently reported here as a probable invasion of
(osta Rica by Nicaraguan troops on board of
the gunboat Momotombo was In reality a
flibustering expedition for the Colombian
rebels, The expedition was composad of
Nicaraguans and Colombians, It s charged
that this expedition had thé active assistance
of President Zelaya.

The expedition landed at Chiriqul. It was
composed of about 300 men. Intrying to pre-
vent the landing of the filibusters the entire
garrison of twenty-five men was wiped out. The
Invaders then, it is stated, siarted out to loot
the town and caused the citizens to flee in ter-
ror. The Mayor was assassinated.

The citizens of Chiriqui sent to President
Pelaya the following despatch:

‘Seflor Joss Santes Zelaya, Managua:

“(onlombis some day not far distant will de-
mand an accounting of you for your fallucious
econduot in aiding the expedition composed of
Colomblan and Nicaraguan filibusters and per-
mitting the gunboat Momotombo, belonging to
Nicaragua, to invade this department

“Your traditional policy stands out onea more
in bold relief inasmuch that after -.ufmlpmg
the {nvaders with all the necessary elements
and having allowed them in that adventure to
fiv the Nicaraguan flag, which should deserve
more respact, you have endeavored to deceive
the world by making it |¥pmr stolen.  The
steamer was placed in their hande by yon after
a visit shortly before to the Preaidential palace
at Managua, where all the details of the inva-
slon were arranked.

“That vessel is now at anchor in the port of
Corinto, whence It steamed out with your con-
sent to invade a country with which Nicaragia
bus enjoyed the moat friendly relations. @

Besides the Momotombo, the Colombian

WARSHIP ORDERED TO COLOMBIA,

The Gunboat Machlas Directed to Proceed to
the Scene of the Troable.

WasnrwaToy, April 28.—At the request of
the State Department the gunboat Machias has
been ordered from Ban Juan, Porto Rico,
whither she accompanied the North Aflantio
Bquadron to participats in the ceremonies
attending the inauguration of Gov, Allen, to
Cliriquison the east coast of Colembia. Chirgui
was selected by the Navy Department at the
Machias's destination on account of Informa-
tion which leads the Government to believe
that the armed expedition which landed recently
on the west coaxd of Colombia and proceeded
to David, an inland town near the Costa Rica
border, i8 of more importance than was sup-
posed at first. It'was belleved at the time that
this expedition, which came from Nica-
ragua, was a mere filibustering party, com-
posed of men who desire to secure a share of the
800ls which might come from the overthrow
of the Colombian Gevernment by the strong
lsurrectionary force now operating in thas
country, Colombia evidently accepted this
view and ment troops to David, with what result
1s not known.

Later advices have led the Covernment
to believe that the expedition was directed
agamst Costa Riea. The Go vernments of Nica-
ragua and Cofta Rica recently withdrew
their treops from the common border and this
Iﬁpﬂ&:ﬂd to ead the danger of trouble between
those two coumtries.

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Semi-OMclal Statement of Our{Refusal to Keep
Payment Secret [taly Renews a Claim,

WasuinoToN, April 28 The suggestion of
the Turkish Government, made some time ugo,
that the United States aecept payment of the
Armenian indemnity under cover of a payment
by Turkey to an American shipbuilding firi for
the constroetion of a ship for the Sultan's Navy,
has been renew by the Turkish Miupister
here, under instroncetiona from the Porte. The
Minister brought the ma'ter to the attention of
the Secretary of State in on interview at the
State Department to-day. Turkey's reason for
desiring that the Armenian indemnity shall be
sent in this lndirect way is to keep her Enropean
creditors from knowing that she has pald the
United States without liquidating their equally
fmportant claims.

When this proposition was first advanced it
was not serlously copsidered, but if this Gov-
ernment had realized then, as it does now,
that the chanees of obtaining the money through
ordinary diplomatic methids were exeeodingly
slim, some such nerangement might have been
made. The semi-ofticial statement Is now made,
however, that the method of payment proposed
1s out of the question

It is realized by the Government that the
publicity given to the negotiations with Tur-
key over the Armenian claim will prevent any
sottlement that will not become known to the
who'e world, and, furthermore, that European
Governments which have claims against Tur-
key might regard a subterfuge of that sort as
disereditable to the United States. Turkey
has practically admitted her ability to pay
the 800,000 demanded, but realizes that satis-
faction of the American claim will bring on
her demands from every European country to
which she is indebted for a settlement of her
debts to those countries,

While the statoment has been made by a
high official that the United States did not
care how the money was paid by Turkey, so
that it was paid, it is understood, in view of
explanations offered of the present attitude
of this Gevernment, that this declaration did
not apply to the proposition to pay the United
States under cover of a payment to a ship-
building firm. Bevond the visit of the Turk-
{eh Miniater to the State Department, there
were no developments {n the situation to-day.

THE SUN'S correspondent at Para telegraphs
that the diplomatic body is watohing the prog-
ress of Charge d'Affaires Griscom's sparring
matoh with the Porte with languid interest and
with the belief that the American Chargé
d'Affaires will come out second best

BARRED OUT OF TURKEY,

The Porte Prohibits the Importation of Amer-
fcan Pork Products,

WABHINGTON, April 28. ~Accordiug to & re-
port from Consul-Gieneral Dickinson of Con-
stantinople to the State Department, the ad-
mission of pork products from the United States
in Turkey is prohibited by an order of the Porte.
This order, it seems, was made about seventeen
yearsago, and in spite of strenuous effortson the

Straus for several months past, the order has
not vet been repealed.  Mr Dickinson adds

“In the last six monthe | have secured the ad-
mission of several consignments ol American
hams, bacon and other pork products at this

CAB KILLS ALERED JONES.

FAMOUS ENGRAVER WHO HAD PASSED
HIS S0TH YEAR,

Knocked Down Close by the Waldorf-Astoria
It Was He Who Engraved “"the Capturs

of Major Andre' Also Many of the Post-
age Stampy Other Well-Known Works,

Alfred Jones, one of the best known engrav-
ers in this conntry, was run down by a cab at
Thirty-third <treet and Fifth avenue last night
and died in the New York Hospital of his in-
juries. The cabman escaped arrest by whip-
ping up his horses. Mr. Jones lived at 151
Woodworth avenue, Yonkers, and word was
sout by the police to his two daughters there

Mr. Jones, who was past 80 years of age, was
slightly deaf, and 1o that as well as the cab-
man's carelessness (he police attribute the acci-
dent. Mr. Jones was ona of the oldest members
of the Century Club, and it had been his cus-
tom to spend Saturday evenings at the club
It is supposed that he was on his way there last
evening. It was shortly before 8 o'clock and
he was walking up the west side of Fifth ave-
nue. Hesiarted to cross Thirty-third street at
anangle as it taking a short cut to the Thirty-
third street entrance of the Waldorf-Astoria,
As Lie reached the middie of the street a hansom
cab came sharply around the corner from Fifth
avenue. Mr. Jones did not appear to notice its
approach until it was almost on him.  Then he
tried to jump back.  One of the shafts struek
him in the shoulder and he was pitehed forward
into the gutier, a4 distauce of tweive feet.  Ho
struck squarely on hishead and lay anconsclons
The cab driver pulled up his horse for a minute
and then noticing that Mr. Jones did not get
up, he applied the whip vikorously and es-
caped. It was fust at the hour that the police
are shifted and thers was not & policeman in
sight.

Pussers-by picked Mr. Jones up and carried
him to the sidewalk on the south side of the
street. They propped him up against the wall
of the Cambridge, and one of the meu ran into
the Waldorf-Astoria aud got Dr Robert Adams
Mr. Jones was bleeding from the ears and the
nose and Dr_Adams saw that his <kull had been
fractured o hud a_hurry call gent 1o the
New York Hospital and teanwhiie tried to re-
vive Mr. Joues. Just as the ambulance arrived,
halt an hour after the aceident, Bicycle Poliea-
man lLaw rode up. Mr. Jones had not
beon fu the hospitnl for more than five
minutes when he died. Papers in his pockets
told who he was

A detective in plain clothes was sent out
among the cabmen at the Waldorf-Astoria in
an effort to discover who the cabman wus, in
order that he might be arrested on a churge of
homicide

Mr. Junes was born in Liverpool, Ang 7, 1819,
At an early age he came to this couniury and in
1830 he received the first prize at the National
Academy of Design in New York for a drawing

from Thorwaldsen's “Mercury ' He first
catne into public notice by Lis engravings
of “The ‘roposal’’  after Durand — and
“The Farmer's Wooing” after W. N
Mount.  Attention wus  quickly called to
fiis work and his services were sought by the fl-

lustrated publicatfons of the day, Among themn
being Godey 8 and Graham’s Mayazne  Mr.
Jones served an apprenticeship at bank note
engraving, and (o 1842 began to devote himself
entirely to that branch of art  He engraved

ing its Viee-President. He was recognized

NADE RIS WILL YESTERDAY AS A
PRECAUTION BEFORE BSAILING,

Thinks That thp Suger War is Nearly Over
and That Were It Not for the Perplexities
of a National Political Campaign We'd See
a Bull Market-Hopes to Land the Derby.

James R. Keene, who for the past year has
been known &9 the bear leader of Wall Street,
sailed yesterday afternoon on the steamship
Ivernla, accompanied by Dr. Austin Flint. Mr
Keene said before sailing that he expected to
see the Derby rupn, and that he would spend a
week or ten days at the Paris Exposition, re-
turning with his son Foxhall in July. Mr,
Keene hus & Domino colt, Disguise 2d, en-
tered in the Derby and hopes to land him a
winner

The past year has been a most eventful one
for Mr. Keene. It is justabout u year ago that
ex-Gov. Roswell P. Flower died suddenly. Mr
Flower was the great bull leader of the Street,
and for a long time Mr Flower and Mr. Keene
were supposed to be in close relations with each
other, as both realized the great prosperity of
the country and both were bent on taking ad-
vantage of it for themselves and their friends.

In the latter dayvs of Mr Flower's life,
howbver, it was the suppositian that
Mr. Keepe had rather pulled away
from Mr. Flower and differed with him

as to the immediate future of the stock market.
Bome of Mr, Flower's friends wera inclined to
say harsh things at the time, and for that mat-
ter some of Mr Keene's friends were not a
whit behind in remarks about the Flower party,
However, the two leaders, Mr. Flower for the
bull party and Mr. Keene for the bear party,
never spoke unkindly of each other personally,
as both respected each other's abilities and
both had strong following

Last summer, during theSaratogaracing sea-
son, Mr.Keene became a very pronounced bear.
Hestartedinwith his accustomed dash andepirit
to take advantage of the “down' side of the
market, and all acquainted with Wall Street
affairs were soon convinced that Mr. Keene had
the right end of the stick. The industrial stocks
wero smashed and Brooklvn Rapid Transit, the
pet of ex-Gov. Flower and of all of the
Flower people, was hit right and left,
From 137 it was knocked down to e0. Out
of this wholesals slaughter there naturally
came hard feellngs Mr Keene and his
friends were accused of using subterranean
methods to bring about the declines in what
were known especially as the “'Flower proper-
ties," and more particularly in Brooklyn Rapid
Transit, A couple of Grand Jurles got to work
early this year and a number of the minor
folks In Wall Street were indicted, but Mr
Keene remained unhurt. He had told his
friends that ha did not object to investigation
by any number of grand juries, because there
waa not the slighest evidence to be had that he
had resorted to the methods which his Ananclal
enemies accusad him of adopting. It was Mr
Keene's purpose to go to Enrope in Japuary,
butwhen the Brooklyn Rapld Transit matter
was pending he decided to wait the result of
the Investigation.  For the last vear Mr. Keene
has been keyed up to a marvelloua degree of
tension, and for the last month has been
broken in health. He said yesterday’ before
