INJUNCTION AGAINST STRIKERNS.
A Pennsylvania Judge Sets Forth the Law on
the Right to Quit Work.,

WILKES-BARRE, April 30 Judee Haley this
morning banded down an opinion in which he
eontinues the lnjunction against the strikers at
the Harry E and Forty Fort collieries and the
United Mine Workers' orgunization, restraining
them from interfering with the pump runners,
enkineeras and others who ara working at the
striking collieries  The Court says of the strik-
ers

“They are free men and have a right to quit
the employment of this plaintiff whenaver they
soe fit to do =0 and noone can prevent then;
whethier thelr act is wise or unwlse, just or un-
Just, is nobody’'s businesa but thefrown And
they have a right to usa fair persuasionto in-
duoce others to join them in their quitting, but
when fair persuasion is exhausted they have no
right to resort to force or threats of violence

*“Thelaw will protect their Ireedom and their
rights, but {t will not permit them to destroy
the freedom and rights of others."”

The strikers were not represented at elther
hearing. Organizer James suid the strikers
knew the law, had learned it from the highest
court of the land and that any local decisions
would not in uny way trouble the menino their
struggle This Is the Airst injunction of its kind
ever granted in thw part of the State

BREWERY STRIKE IN BOSTON?

Probability of a Shutdown To-day of All the
Large Beer-making Plants.

Bostox,  Mass., April 30.- There seemns to
be little doubt that to-morrow will witness
the shutdown of Boston's twentv-seven brew-
rries by reason of the Boston Brewers' Board
of Trade's refusal to submit to the demnands
of the labor element.

“If a child sickens inChina, ut first the parents
may g0 to much trouble and expense to treat it
The quacks preseribe  disgusting  mixtures,
punctures with hot neadles into the joints and
cavities of the body, searing with hot irons, the
use of anmlets and charms  1f the child gets
wall the quack assumes all the credit If he
becomes worse the parents are assured that
he never was their child, and they lay him on
the floor near the door, and pay no more atten-
tion to him until death relieves him of his
suﬂnnim"x The quacks poultice wounds with
putrid fesh, reeking with septic germs = For
debility tiger's bones are groand up and ad-
ministere For most diseases they have not
even such a wretehed means as these of surgery
they have hardly the rudiments

“How different s 1t with the missionary
physician!  His potent medicine soothes puin,
cools fever, assunges thirst, removes weakness,
brings back health and vigor, His surgical op-
perations restore sight to the blind, hearing to
the deaf, muke the lame to wa'k, remove all
manner of tutors, and repairs @l sorts of in-
juries. The power which works such wonders
saers little <hort of miraculous to  those
accustomed to the crudities and cruelties of the
native charlatans

“Far out on the picket lfneof evangelism he-
rolocmen and women gather around them such
crowds as collect on the pathways where ¢ hrst
was wont to walk. Fearless of death they grap-
ple with cholera, plague, leprosy, smallpox,
scarlot fever, diphtheria, and other contagious
discases.  The church which sends them knows
the value of their work The sick whom they
cure have given proof of ft  He who maintains
them in &ll their ardueus labors willsay to them
‘I was slck and ye visited me * * * foras-
much as ye did it unto the least of these my
brethren, ye did it unto me

Dr. " Harford-Battershy, formerly a
medical missionary in Africa, told ot the wor
there and sald that a medical nussionary shoul
not he an ordained minister a8 the combina-
tion of the two offices was likely to detract
from the value of his work, besides being too

reat a_tax on his energies  He was followed
w e F o Howord Taylor of China, who sald
that the gift of love was the primary requisite

ior

for medical work and that men with fads
weren't wanted
The next =peaker was Dro 0. R Avison of

Corea, who advoeated combination and comity
in medical missions.  He said

“Why are physicians sent to the mission fleld?
First, to give medical care to the mis<ionarivs
second, to render that practical, Christian help
to the sick natives which must, always be ex-
tended by Christians  to those n trouble
wheraver they may happen to be, here or
there. Third, as a means of advancing evan-
gelistic work by disarming prejudice and bring-
ing the Gospel to the notiee of many who but
for the evident benefits to be gained from the
former would decline to put themselves within
reach of the latter. Fourth, to traln native
physicians and nuarse< and prepare them to
carry on the benetlcent work which the mis-
sionary physicians have ingugirated

“There are many incidental advantages toa
consoiidated medical work as opposed to nu-
nierous weak establshments

“Bettor equipnient, o laraer staff of physicinns,
and better nursing wonld make it possible to
undertake & moch wore serions oliass ol sur-
gery and inerease the probability of  better
resilis

‘The presence of several phvsietans would
make possible o division of the work, each
giving mora attontion to hisown department,
and so becoming tors expert and stll further
insnring successful treatiment

“1twould give more tme tor that reading and
protessional study which are so necessary to
yhysicians if they are to Keep from belng fossil-
zod

“Irowould give the physicians more time to
devote 1o per-ooal evangelistic effort

“The pre=encs of two or more }*In‘»irinh-m
one hospital would mnke it possible for them
to take turns in tinerating without interler ne
with the work of the hosprial, which couid be
carried on by ghe rest of the staff while one
itinerated

A very important

part of the missionary
physician’s duty is the seduecation of native
