(OMPTROLLER MORGAN SUSTAINED.

The Cosrt of Appeals Decides That He Can
Refuse to Pay Unjust Claims.

ALBANY, May 1. -A big victory for the people
of the State was guined by Btate Comptroller
William J. Morgan when the Court of Appeals
to-day handed down a decision upholding his
contention that the duties of the office of State
Comptroller are not purely ninisterinl, but
that he is vested with the power to audit all
claims against the Stateand refuse to pay unjust
claims, The question arose in what is gener-
ally known as the Grannis & O'Counor canal
contract ense. The principle involved wns
that underlying Comptroller Morgan's cons
tention last winter as to the payment of the
unsettled canal contracts under the $9,000,.
000 improvement law. The Court of Appeals
squarely aMrms the Comptroller's contention
and reverses the lower courts.

An action was brought by Grannis & 0'Con-
nor, eanal improvement contractors, for sec-
tion five of the middle diviston, to compel the
Comptroller, by mandamus, to pay a claim of
about $84,000, a part of which, in the judgment
The bidding
shevts upon which the contract was let show
100 cubie vards of rock excavation at 3 a yard.
ur a total of $300, but at the time this acticn
was brought the amount exeavated had reached
30,000 vards, at the expense of $00,000, The
bidding sheets called for an expenditure of
2 or piling, but at the time the action was
Lrought, the expensa for piling had reached
$52,700, Tha Comptroller maintained that the
price of the rock excavation was excessivo
and fraudulent, and that the plans had been
changed, resulting in _an increased expandi-
ture to the State, without the assent of the
Canal Board, as required by law, and he re-
fused to audit the claims growing out of this
Wegal work

The case was given by the Court to a referee
to take testiinony, ‘The referee found that the
Copgptroller’s duties in connection with these
pasents was of a ministerial character only,
and that it was his sole business to draw his
warrant for the amount of the draft made
npon him by the State Superintendent of Publio
Works. The report was affirmed by the judge
haviug charge of the cnse, and an appeal was
taken by Comptroller Morgan to the Appel-
late Division. Here the report of the referee
was again afMirined and another lr-Peal taken
by the (omptroller to the Court of Appeals,
where the question as to the l(nmp!rnll_ﬂrl
power of audit has been finally and very foreibly
setted by the decl=ion just handed down,  Chief
Judge Parker writes the opinion, in which he

“Our conclusion then is thkat #ince the first
day of Octaber, 1897, when the State Finance
law went into offect, the Comptroller has been
vested with the ‘ml'(‘r to audit all claims,
whether presentad against the canal fund or
thegeneral fundof the State, where paymentout
of the treasury is provided by law, which, of
course, includes this claim.
