COCKRAN CALLS ON BOERS.

HAD AN HOUR'SCONFERENCE WITH
ENVOYS YESTERDAY.

Romor That He Came With a Message From
Bryan Denled by Delegate Fiacher - Crowds
of Other Callers—Envoys Charmed With
Thelr Reception and With New York,
When the Boer envoys from the South African

republies got through all the hand-shaking and

speech-making and Hoboken brass band musio
inetdent to their arrival on Tuesday afternoon,
they planned for yesterday a day of quiet and
rest fn their quarters at the Hotel Manhattan
Refors they were fairly through their break-
fast yesterday morning, however, their
trouble« began with a stream of callers, letters
and telegrams which inerensed in volume as
the day wore on. The callers came ro numer-
ously that there was no time  to attend to
the lotters and the telegrams, which rapidly
krow to a xmall kopie on Secretary de Bruyn’s
table which the envovs finally abandoned all
hope of taking by assault.

FILIPINOS HAVE NO ARMY.

Gen. Schwan Says Small Robber Bands Are
Making the Trouble in the Philippines Now,

SAN FRANCISCO, May 16 -Brig -Gen. Schwan,
who arrived last night on the transport Thomas
from Manila, where he had been Gen. Otld's
chiof of wtall for a year, i= hopeful of & speedy
end of the war in the Philippines, He says

“I'he Filipino Government is & thing of the
past. Itsarmy has disappeared. There 18 no
longer a regimentul organization among the
natives, or even a military compauy. The re-
bellion 8 over, bt robber bands that have in-
feated the islands #s long as history records
still canse trouble to unprotected towns and to
small detachments of our soldiers. Thesa rob-
ber bands are incited by native politicians, who
impose upon the credulity of the common peo=
ple. No people are so credulous as the lower
class Filipinos. The leaders have been inciting
ex-soldiers to continine on the warpath, assur-
ing them that the American elaction was soon
coming, and that McKinley would be defeated
and American soldiers withdrawn from the
Philippines

“There are about 60,000 troops In the l'hu‘xr-
pines now. That number is ample for the
situation. The islands are well covered with
American troops, carefully distributed at all
Ktratexic points and each garrison I8 respon-
sible for its own sphere of action At the be-
ginning of the Filipino rebelllon the natives
were credited with having 35,000 guns. We
have captared about 15,000 The remaining
20,00 are now either in the hands of <mall
robber bands or are cached at various places
where the soldiers left them when the arny
broke up. Many of the robber bunds are armed
principally  with keen-edge  bolos, a native
weapon.  They pillage towns and frequently
cut the throats of natives who have been
friendly to the Americans By degrees, how-
ever, the garrisons are gaining the confidence
of the townspeopla where they are stationed
and already have sueceedad in some cases in
getting natives to help guida them to robbars.
Whenever an American toroe ol any size goes
out there is never a Filipino foree in sight, not
evenn when hall a company goes on a hunt,
But they occasionally attack little detachments
of Americans

“After the wet season and after the national
elections in this country, the pacifiention of tha
Philippines will naturally complete {tself. The
natives ure quickly acquiring  the  kEnglish
langnage and even the tronblesome class sends
ita children to sehiool to learn English. We are
in t'un‘ﬁ-l--h- mil v possession of the islands,
The anly {Il'llhll'ln 15 the efvil government of the
islands n a year there will not be any need
for nearly so many men as we have there now "’
