The Board of Special Inquiry at the Barge
OMoee considered yesterduy the cases of James
Fitzlarris, nicknamed “Skin-the-Goat,” and
Joseph Mullett, the Irish revolutionists, who ar-
rived on Saturday abonrd the Cunard steamship
Lucanin. The board decided that they were pro=
perly ex-convicts and should be debarred Fitz-
harris drove the jaunting-car from which the
Phonlx Park murderers alighted and stabbed
Lord Frederick Cavendish and Mr. Burke to
death.

SUN WILL LAY A SIADOW OF NIGH®
FROM NORFOLK TO NEW ORLEANS,

That Will Be the Band of Totality - Outside of
That RBelt the FEclipse Will Be Partial-The
Great Party ot Wadesbore, N, C., and Thelp
Shining Artillery Ready for a Solar Rome
bardment A Great Collection of Scientifie
Men and Instruments-FEffect of the Eclipse
on the Colored Population—Work Lald
Out for the Day at the Various Stations,

Wangxnono, N, O, Mar 27 —0Of all the places
within the track of the sclar eclipse to-morrow
norning there s none where so many men of
sclence have gathered as here,  1ikowise there
is none where the preparntions for observas
tion are <o eluborate, Prof. Hale of the
Yerkes Obervatory corps said to-day thas
never before In the history of the study
of eclipses were preparations for observing
every detuil of the phenomenon on anye
thing like 80 large a scale as those that have
been 1ade here. They are complete to-night
to the smallest particvlar  Of the four great
groups of observers posted here, the Smithe
sonian, the Princeton Uuniversity, the Yetkes
Observatory and the British Astronomioal As-
sociation, every man is ready for his post and
every one of the dozen or so fixed instrue
ments is tradoed and atied to the shade of &
shadow of a vanishing point of accuracy at
the exact spot in the heavens wheroe the sun
viil be to-morrow mornirz when the times
keepers signal that the swiftly rushing moon
shadow {8 upon us,

All the chronometers have been syuchrone
fzed with Washington and set to the minutest
shade of exactness. To-nicht they will be tried
again and set by observations of the stars, The
systerns of signalling and timekeening have
been arranged and rehearsed time and time
again Theeclipse will begin here at 7 o'clock 38
minutes and 1040conds, Eastern standard tine,
The rot fs what the astronomers
eall it Arso'elock 45 minutes and 24 seconds
the “seecond contact,” or the beginning of total
obsenration of the sun's surfree by the inters
vening body of the moon, will begin, At 8:46:58
this total ecverineg wi'l end and a varrow thread
of creccent-ehinped Heht will come on the sun's
rim At 100443 the lust trace of the shadow
will ba gone and the show will be over. The ine
tereal of total eclipse will he 02 seconds,
